What should | register for?
Option one is the cheapest. It registers the version of ICONVIEW which you currently
have. It costs $3.00.

Option two is the middle option. It registers the version of ICONVIEW Master which you
currently have and gets you the current version, (or the next upgrade, if you have the current
version), mailed to you on a 1.44M floppy. It costs $9.95.

Option three is the most expensive. It registers the current version and places you on

our subscription service. This will allow you to receive at least 4 version upgrades, or a
full years worth of upgrades, which ever comes LAST. It cost $15.95.

If you live outside the United States and are registering for Option two or three, you must include
an extra $4 to cover additional postage, customs fees and handling.

NOTE: People who register via the BBS such as Compuserve are registered for Option 1.

You may upgrade to a higher option at any time by paying the then current price difference.
