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"CD Sheet Music" is a collection of sheet nusic by
various composers. The nusic conmes with a Table of Contents
so you can quickly find the piece of nusic you are | ooking
for by title and/or opus nunber; you may view the nmusic on
screen or print it out. For nore information about printing
see the HI NTS section.

Every effort has been nade to nake the contents of each CD
as conpl ete as possible. CD Sheet Misic consists mainly of
reproductions of public domain editions published before 1923.
Newl y-di scovered works, juvenilia, fragnents, sketches, nodern
arrangenents, etc. are not always avail abl e because of copyright
or other restrictions and are therefore not included.

For CDs having the word "conplete” in the title, we have
used the list of works from The New G ove Dictionary of Misic
and Musi cians as the source for the Table of Contents. Ot her CDs
with the word "ultimate” in the title are conpilations that
contain a conprehensive survey of the repertoire. The editors

All of the disks share a simlar format and it is only
necessary to install the programone tinme. Once it is
installed, putting any CD Sheet Music CD in the CD player
will start CD Sheet Muisic.

An Acrobat Reader(TM, version 4.0 or greater, nust be
installed on your machine for CD Sheet Music to work. We
reconmend t hat Acrobat Reader(TM 4.0 be installed, and we
provide this software for Wndows 95/98(TM and Maci nt osh on
the CD. See the H NTS section and MAC Informati on section
for nore information regarding CD Sheet Misic and
Acr obat (TM .

Al t hough the nusical works in CD Sheet Music are in the
public domain, the files contained on the CD are copyrighted
material. Wien CD Sheet Music is first installed, a |license
agreenment is shown on-screen. In order for the programto
install, the license nmust be accepted. Please read the
license carefully. The CD Sheet Music files may not be
altered in any way, including renoval or defeating the CD
Sheet Music | ogo, document information, or encryption. The
license is a single-user license, and the files may not be
copi ed to another CD or other storage device or sold to
anyone.

You may print as many copies of the files for your own
use as you wi sh. However, you may not sell copies of CD Sheet
Music files to your students or to other teachers. In fact,
many teachers will find it easier to encourage their students
to buy the CD and print their own copies of assignnents.

A printable PDF file (festival.pdf) is included on each
di sk for use by teachers and students who need to certify
that the copies of CD Sheet Music that they are using are
| egitimate copi es.

2.) USAGE

After the initial installation, inserting any of the
titles in the CD Sheet Music series will open the Tabl e of
Contents for that title. On the left side of the screen wll
be "bookmarks" for the various titles (files) on the CD. On
the right side of the screen will be the full Table of



Contents, along with Opus or other catal og nunber (where
appl i cabl e) and the page count. The Table of Contents may be
printed for future reference.

CD Sheet Music uses the "list of works" fromthe New
G ove Dictionary of Miusic and Musicians as the basis for its
Tabl e of Contents. Every attenpt has been made to incl ude
all significant, conplete works in the category that have
appeared in standard editions.

CD Sheet Music will be easier to use for searching nusic
if the check box for "Open Cross-Doc Links in Same W ndow'
box under "Fil es/Preferences/ CGeneral” is NOT

checked/ sel ected. Doing so will cause each piece of music to
open in a NEWw ndow and will keep your current position in
the table of contents.

If you do not need to search for nusic, |eave the "Open
Cross-Doc Links in Sane W ndow' box checked in
"Fil es/ Preferences/ General." You can check and uncheck this
box as needed.

Acr obat Reader (TM allows a maxi mrum of twenty files to be
open at the sanme tinme. |f your nachine slows down after a
whi |l e because of the open files, either close all the w ndows
open currently with (CGrl-Alt-W or "Wndow C ose All" from
the Menu Bar and then reopen the table of contents. You may
al so cl ose wi ndows other than the table of contents by
sel ecting and cl osing them i ndividually.

If you are unsure of the piece of nusic you are | ooking

for, here is the preferred way to search: 1. In the
bookmark section (on the left of your screen), click on the
"+" sign to see all of the titles in that category. 2.

Cick on the first title to see that piece. If it is the one
you are | ooking for, see "Navigation" for tips on how to use
the file. If it is not the one you are |ooking for, close the
file by typing <Ctrl-Ws or clicking the "x" in the upper
right corner of your screen.

Note: click the top "x" if you want to exit CD Sheet
Music entirely; click the "x" under the top one to close the
current file. If you are not sure if it is the right piece,
or if you would Iike to conpare two pieces, you can |eave the
current file open and click the Table of Contents file in the
Bookmark section on the left of your screen to go back to the
Tabl e of Contents. 3. By clicking on titles and cl osing
t hem as descri bed above, you may quickly access and search
for a particular piece of nusic.



Index file

Many of the CDs have an "I ndex" file bel ow the Tabl e of
Contents file. This file organizes the information in the
Tabl e of Contents in a different way. For exanple, it nay be
an al phabetical listing of all the titles, subtitles, or
first lines of pieces on a CD, with a reference to the main
title where the piece may be found.

Navi gati ng though CD Sheet Misic
Sel ect nmusic by clicking on an entry in the bookmarks
section on the left side of the table of contents. The nusic
is categorized in sections that can be opened and closed with
the small boxes containing plus "+" and mnus "-" signs next
to each section

Clicking on an entry brings up that piece of nusic.
Click the "Tabl e of Contents" booknark on the | eft hand side
to return to the table of contents. The "Previous Doc"
button on the Command Bar can al so be used to return to the
tabl e of contents.

Once the correct piece of nusic is displayed, you may
enl arge the viewing area by pressing F5to hide the bookmarks.
Pressing F5 again will re-open the bookmarks.

You may set the default page view in your Acrobat Reader
Preferences (Ctrl+K). For large screens, "fit in wi ndow' may
work best. For others, "fit width" nay be nore suitable.
There are three buttons at the top of the work area that nay
be accessed to change the page view. There is also a
percentage in the lower |left of the work area that changes
the magnification of the screen.

To the right of the percentage magnification is another
box that shows the current page nunber and the nunber of
pages in the file. dicking on the left or right arrows will
advance or go back either a page at a tine or to the
begi nning or end of a piece. You may al so use the "Page Up,
""Page Down, ""Hone," and "End" keys to quickly advance or go
back. The up and down cursor keys al so work.

The ot her buttons along the top of the work area can be
very useful. The "binocul ars" can be used to search for words
in the Table of Contents (it does not operate for words
within the nusic).



Printing
Each piece of nusic is a separate file to sinplify
printing. To print a piece of nusic select it (See
Navi gati ng though "CD Sheet Miusic") and click the print
button on the conmand bar or go to "File/Print" on the nmenu
bar. |If the Tool Bar is not visible press <F8> or go to
"W ndow Show Tool Bar".

Only the currently selected piece of nusic will be
printed. To print another piece of nmusic you nust select it
and then print it. The Table of Contents can al so be
sel ected and printed just |ike the other pieces of nusic.

Setting your printer to print at 300dpi will result in the
fastest, highest quality printing. Depending on your
printer, if it is set to print at a higher dpi, may make
printing slower without increasing the quality. Setting your
printer to print at a lower dpi will speed up printing but
the quality will be much | ower.

CDSMis set to fit confortably on either US letter size paper
(8.5x11 inches) or A4 (210x297nm).

If the Tool Bar is not visible press <F8> or use the
"W ndow Show Tool Bar" fromthe nenu bar.

M ssing Tabl e of Contents/Bookmarks

| f the bookmarks section on the |eft hand side of the
screen is not visible, press <F5> or use the "W ndows/ Show
Bookmar ks" command from the nenu bar.

Menu Bar

If the Menu Bar is not visible, press <F7>.

3.) HINTS



The CD Sheet Music desktop shortcut/icon is used to start
CD Sheet Music automatically after installation. |If this
shortcut/icon is deleted or renanmed the autorun feature wll
not be able to automatically start CD Sheet Miusic. Don't
del ete or renanme this shortcut/icon if you want the autorun
feature to work. To re-enable this feature choose the
reinstall program choice fromthe popup wi ndow with the "Can
not find the shortcut/icon" nessage.

Adobe Acrobat Reader

The files in "CD Sheet Misic" are in Adobe Acrobat(TM
PDF format. This neans that you can view and print the nusic
on every type of computer that Acrobat(TM supports. The CD
Rom i ncl udes W ndows 95/98(TM and Maci ntosh(TM Adobe
Acrobat Reader 4.0 Installation Software. O her versions of
Acr obat Reader (Sun, Unix, etc.) are available as a free
downl oad from Adobe (ww. adobe. com.

CD Sheet Music may work with Acrobat Reader(TM 3.0 but
the screen displays and printouts may have a lower quality
and/ or m ssing characters, fonts or colors. W recomend
t hat Acrobat Reader(TM 4.0 be used for CD Sheet Misic.

The Wndows(TM Acrobat Reader(TM installation software
is in the WNACRO I NSTALL directory on the CD-Rom as well as
part of the CD Sheet Music installation program

The Maci ntosh(TM Acrobat Reader(TM install software is
in the MAC FOLDER on the CD- Rom

Machi nes using software other than MAC(TM or W ndows(TM
will need to install Acrobat reader(TM for their machine.
After installing Acrobat Reader(TM, run Acrobat Reader(TM
and use it to open the file "\MJSI QA TCC. PDF" on the CD- Rom

Screen Resol ution

"CD Sheet Music" will work best with screen resol utions
of 1024x768 and hi gher. Lower screen resolutions will work
but it may be harder to view the music. If you have sel ected
a piece of nusic you can enlarge the display by pressing <F5>
to close the bookmarks on the |l eft hand side of the screen.



Press <F5> again to display the bookmarks on the left
hand side of the screen.

Printing is not affected by the screen resolution. For
nore information on printing see HINTS - Printing.

Forci ng Reinstall

If CD Sheet Miusic needs to be reinstalled, first try
using the Uninstall shortcut/icon. dick on the "OK" button
if any errors happen during the uninstall. After doing the
uninstall re-insert the CD Sheet Music CD-Rom The Instal
program shoul d start.

If the uninstall shortcut/icon is not avail able, delete
the "CD Sheet Misic" shortcut/icon fromthe Desktop - Note:
Del eti ng the program group shortcut/icon will NOT work (If
you are not sure which is which, delete all the "CD Sheet
Musi c" shortcuts/icons.) After deleting the shortcut/icon
re-insert the "CD Sheet Music" CD-Rom The Install program
shoul d start.

Aborted/Errors in Install

If the Install is aborted, or an error nessage occurs
that is not fixed, the install programw Il uninstall al
installation done up to that point. This neans that aborting
the install after a previously successful install will erase
part or all of the previous installation. |[|f this happens,
run the install program again w thout aborting or not running
the portion of the install that caused the error.
