Customizing Word for Touch-Typists





The following macros for Microsoft Word for Windows, Ver. 6.0, allow the emulation of the deservedly popular Wordstar control-key codes for editing.  The advantage of this interface is that touch typists can accomplish the most common editing tasks without ever setting their eyes on the keyboard or touching a mouse.  In order to prevent this interface from taking away the power of the Word interface, it is recommended that two icons be placed on the toolbar: one to run the macro “Wordstar” and the other to run the macro “Unwordstar” so that switching between the two is easily performed.  This works best if you have a Northgate keyboard (or some model that has the control key beside the A (where God intended it to be).


The following commands are implemented (some not exactly as in Wordstar):

Cursor Movement:


^S : move 1 space right


^D : move 1 space left


^E : move 1 space up


^X : move 1 space down





^F : move 1 word right


^A : move 1 word left


^R : move up 1 screen


^C : move down 1 screen





^W : scroll text down 1 line


^Z : scroll text up 1 line





^Q^S : move to start of line


^Q^D : move to end of line


^Q^R : move to start of file


^Q^C : move to end of file	





Deleting Text:


^G : delete space to right


^H : delete space to left


^T : delete word to right


^Y : delete line





^Q^Y : delete to end of line


^Q^DEL : delete to start of line





^U : unerase


^V : insert mode





^Q^F : find


^Q^A : find and replace


^L : find next





File Operations:


^K^S : save file


^K^Q : quit without saving


^K^X : save and quit file





Block Operations:


^K^B : mark start of block
