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--==Intro==--

Mac Control is a weird sort of a security program with a weird interface. First 
of all, if you have access at a user level it will not allow you to access the 
System Folder. It will further limit your use of the Apple Menu items. You 
won’t be able to use the chooser, or the Control Panels folder. Also it might 
not let you launch any application from a floppy disk, making the installation 
of a keystroke recorder tricky! (If you have read my other file on how to 
install keystroke recorders, however, that should prove to be no difficulty) If 
you, however, don’t want the password, but just want to do a one time 
attack, then this is the file for you! If you got a password and want to figure 
out how to enter it then skip down to the last part!

--==Using a Startup Disk==--

Mac Control will allow you to boot up from a bootup disk, at least using the 
Apple - Option - Shift - Delete key combination. So if you have a startup disk 
then use that, to avenge on your admin!

--==Copying Something From a Protected Folder==--

For this I would recommend you to get a program called File Buddy! It’s an 
excellent piece of shareware, and you WILL find it useful for about a zillion 
things! It can be found on a lot of CD ROMs that come with Mac magazines! 
(ei. MacAddict, MacUser etc...) Anyway, you MUST actually have File Buddy 
on a CD ROM to be able to use this! ‘Cause you see the administrator, will 
most likely allow applications to be launched from CD’s even though 
applications won’t be able to be launched from floppy disks. So, launch File 
Buddy and from the List menu select Add to List...This will allow you to see 
and access any folder on the computer! By for example, selecting the 
System Folder into the list, you will be able to see, and copy anything from 
the System Folder. This way if you have a key stroke recorder that records 
sessions into the System Folder, you will be able to access those. Or you can 
just change the type and creator of the Finder, so that the computer won’t be
able to boot up (now trust me the admin is just gonna love you for that!). 

--==Disabling the Protection==--



Several things you can do here. The first one is to access the System Folder 
with File Buddy. After having done that, select from the extensions menu the 
“Control Extension” and by first clicking on the “move to desktop” button, 
followed by the “trash” button, you should have moved the extension to the 
trash. This way the security won’t come on next time you restart.    If this 
doesn’t work, change the type of the extension from INIT to MooV, then press
the “move to desktop” button, followed by the “trash” button. To undo this 
just simply place the extension back where it belongs (and change the type if
necessary).

The next thing you can do is to use Control Unlock to unprotect the disk. 
Control Unlock is a program that comes with the Mac Control on the installer 
disk. If your admin is foolish enough and has it invisible on the hard drive 
somewhere just make it visible again and run it. If you manage to get a copy 
of it somehow, and you’re not able to launch it from the hard drive try 
launching it from a disk, or a server, or copy it to the harddrive and launch it 
from there.

--==Entering the Password==--

If you somehow managed to get the admin’s password, and you don’t want 
to do any of the above, then there are a couple of things you should know! 
Number one, the way you get the dialog box up where you can type the 
password is by holding down the cntr - apple keys, while pressing the delete 
key twice. (If you press delete only once the screensaver will come on). After 
having typed in the password it’s not enough to press return. The way of 
doing it is to type in your password then hold down the cntrl-apple keys, and 
while holding them down, press delete once. If you succeeded, there will be 
two alert sounds signaling your success!

Also you might just want to know that the default password for MacControl is 
“bdw”! But the admin would probably have changed that!
