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 Just as an entrance to the Holy of Holies should be represented, this arching doorway is incredible in its obvious allusion. After all the REAL secret of the doorway to the presence of the gods is that which takes one literally into the other world (where they reside).

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 Hari Hari is a Hindu deity that is Shiva and Vishnu combined. Many times Hari Hari is portrayed as androgynous (containing both male and female organs), which is another symbolic reference to the mushroom.  

Mushroom stem and cap, anthropomorphicly, are the organs of male and female joined together in the act of creation.
