When you choose 
Media View, icons appears in the Browser Control Area. By clicking on one or more of these 
icons, you can filter the list of entries in the Browser to focus on only the kind of media 
elements you wish to see.

To activate Media View:
• Click on Media in the Browser Control Area. The Browser list adjusts to show only those
entries that include one or more media elements.

To filter the types of media elements displayed in the Browser:
• Click on one or more icons in the Browser Control Area. Clicking on an icon switches it 
off. This means that if you click on the sound icon, all the entries which contain sound clips 
are deleted from the Browser list.

To redisplay the entries, click on the icon again.

To view a list of the media elements associated with an entry:
• Single-click on the entry in the Browser list. A pop-up menu appears, listing the entry's 
media elements. A label next to each media element caption indicates the type of media it 
opens.

To display a particular media element:
• Single-click on the media element caption in the pop-up menu.

or:
• Double-click on the entry title in the Browser list. The entry is displayed in the Content 
Window. If there is more than one media element associated with the chosen entry, the 
default media element is displayed.

By clicking repeatedly, 
you can cycle through each of three Boolean search commands: AND, OR, or BUT NOT.

23. Type words or phrases into the text entry fields. In Expanded Search, you can enter up to 
four different search request texts.

24. Click on the Boolean search fields to define the relationship between the search request 
texts. For example, you might enter the following:

When you execute this search, Multipedia finds:

• All entries that include both the word Apple AND the word Tree, and

• All entries that include the phrase Golden Delicious (whether or not Apple and Tree also 
appear).

Multipedia disqualifies:

Start/Stop Button: Use this to start/stop playing the media.

Magnify/Reduce Button: Click on this to magnify/reduce the Media Window.

Shuttle Bar: Drag the marker on this bar to go directly to a specific position 
in the media.

To link a word in a Word document to Multipedia:
• Highlight the word you would like to look up and select Multipedia from the View menu.

OR,

• Highlight the word and click on the Multipedia button on the Multipedia Toolbar. (You 
can drag this button to another toolbar if you want to save space.)

The Multipedia window opens with the associated article selected and displayed in the 
Content Window. If Multipedia couldn't find your word in the list of entries, the closest entry
is selected instead (as if you had typed it in the Follow-Me Box).
