To add files to encrypt, click the 'Encrypt' radio button (if it s not selected yet) and select the files you want to 
encrypt from your disk drive and click on the right arrow button.    Files from different directories and even different 
disk drives can be placed in the list of files to encrypt at the same time.
The "Clear" button is used to remove all files from the list of files to encrypt.
 
When your list is ready, click on "OK".

Choose a Password:
Now you have to choose a secure password to encrypt the files.

Your password must be 6 to 8 characters long. 
Never use personal information such as family names or social security numbers or phone numbers...
Use a combination of several words together, numbers, and symbols.
IMPORTANT: Choose a password you can remember. If you forget your password there is no way to get your 
unencrypted file(s).

Check cases:
Keep original files:
If checked your original files will not be wiped upon encryption.

Pack all Files in one:
If checked you will be asked for a filename where all the compressed and encrypted files will be stored.

Create EXEcutable:
If checked you will be asked for a filename where all the compressed and encrypted files will be stored. The 
program will create a    self-decrypting executable file with all the encrypted files inside. You can give this 
executable file to anyone without them needing a copy of Absolute Security to decrypt the file. All you need to do is 
send the file and tell the intended recipient(s) the password. When they run the executable they'll be prompted for 
the password and the file will decrypt itself.

Important : E-Mail sending does not work with A.O.L.

Send by E-Mail:
If checked a stand-alone executable file will be created, zipped (if you want to) , and will be sent over the net by an 
E-Mail attachment. At the first use you need to enter some informations about your E-Mail account like:

SMTP host:    Enter here the name of a machine which can process outgoing mail on your behalf. This is usually 
the same machine you entered as your POP3 mail host, and the address is subject to the same restrictions and 
rules described there. Your system manager or service provider will be able to tell you which machine or address 
to use for this field.

For example if your E-Mail is johndoe@bbnet.com your SMTP host is probably: mail.bbnet.com
      Take the part after the '@' and add the prefix 'mail.'    it should work.
 

If it doesn't work contact your system manager or service provider to ask for your SMTP.

E-Mail: Enter here your E-Mail address

Name Enter here your name or organization

In the 'To' groupbox you will enter :
E-Mail Enter here the E-Mail address of the recipient

(ListBcc) Fill only this field if you want to send a copy of the executable file to someone other than the primary 
recipient without the primary recipient knowing you have done so. You can add more than one E-Mail address just 
separate them by a ';'

Message to Join You can type a message which will be send with the executable file.

If you are not connected yet connect your internet provider and click SEND.
