CALPOP -- A Simple Calendar for Microsoft Windows

CALPOP is a small program for Microsoft Windows which displays any
month between January 1980 and December 2037.

When you start CALPOP, it displays the current month. The arrow
buttons on the scroll bar at the bottom change the display by one
month; the left arrow moves back one month, while the right arrow
moves forward one month. The left and right scroll bar ranges have
similar effects, except that the change is by one year. The scroll bar
thumb may also be moved to any point desired.

More than one instance of CALPOP may be run in order to display
several months.

CALPOP responds to a keyboard interface for the scroll bar as well as
the mouse. Arrow keys correspond to the arrow buttons; page
up/down keys to the scroll ranges, and home/end to the first and last
months.
