Performing an Administrative Point Installation

An administrative point installation copies the product files to a
central location for access by client users on a network.

After performing an administrative installation, client users can instz
iGrafx by launching SETUP.MSI by any means the administrator
chooses. You can find SETUP.MSI in the root folder of the
administration install location. SETUP.EXE is not available at the
administration installation point.

Since SETUP.EXE is not available after an administration installatic
SETUP.MSI must be launched directly. Administrators should mak
sure all clients have MSI Runtime Version 1.1 loaded prior to runnir
client installations of iGrafx. The iGrafx Installation CD provides twc
files for loading the MSI runtime:

* INSTMSIW.EXE is for Windows NT
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e INSTMSI.EXE is for Windows 95 and 98

Performing Network Source Installation

After an Administrative Point installation, clients have the option of
installing a Network Source installation. This installs the minimum
possible files on the client’s local hard drive. Application files will
remain on the network and run from an Administrative Point.

To preform a Network Source installation

1 Run the Installation Wizard.
2 In theSelect Installation Type dialog box, clickcustom.
3 Click Next.

ThesSelect Features dialog box opens.

4 Click thewill be installed to run from network option for
each feature/subfeature in the tree view that you want to run fro
the Network Administrative Point.
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Clicking this option for the top feature, iGrafx System sets the
largest possible number of files to remain on the network.

The iGrafx installer
handles this automatically.

Performing Advertised Installations

The Microsoft System Installer can advertise the availability of an
application to users or other applications without actually installing
the application. If an application is advertised, only the interfaces
required for loading and launching the application are present to th
user or other applications. If a user or application activate and
advertised interface, the installer then proceeds to install the
application.

The Start menu contains the appropriate shortcuts, icons are displa
files are associated with the application, and registry entries reflect
application’s installation. When the user tries to open an assigned
application, it is installed upon demand.
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To preform an Advertised installation

1 Run the Installation Wizard.
2 Click custom in theSelect Installation Type dialog box.
3 Click Next.

4 Click thewill be installed when required option in the top
feature of the tree view to install the application’s icon.

The application will later install on demand.
