* How To Install for Windows® 3.1 and Windows® 95:
Important: Let's make sure your system has what it takes. Please review the system requirements
listed above.

1. Start your computer and go to the Windows 3.1 Program Manager or Windows 95 Desktop
Taskbar

2. Put your new CD-ROM into the CD-ROM drive.

3. In Windows 3.1, open the File menu, then choose Run. In Windows 95, click on the Start
button, then choose Run.



4. Type the following: [drive]\setup where [drive] is replaced by the letter of your CD-ROM drive.
For example, if d is the letter of your CD-ROM drive, you would type: d:\setup and then press the
Enter key.

5. Follow the instructions that appear on your screen.

Everything needed to run ExpressNet Suite will install automatically on your hard drive or is
contained on the CD-ROM itself. In Windows 3.1, you'll see a new Program Group called
TotalAccess on your screen. Windows 95 will create a new entry called TotalAccess in your
Programs list, accessed from your Start button. Inside you'll see an ExpressNet icon, and Read
Me icon and a Register icon.

How to Start: Once installation is complete, double-click on the ExpressNet Suite icon in the
Program Group called Total Access.

TROUBLESHOOTING
*Windows 3.1 Installations

When Windows installs any program which creates a Program Group, it brings Program Manager
to the top level on your screen. The application which was running previously is still running in
the background, behind the Program Manager window. To get back to where you were, either
minimize Program Manager by clicking on the "down" triangle in the upper right corner, or use the
"Alt-Tab" switch to toggle between the open applications.

This "lost application" problem occurs when you are in ExpressNet Suite and you install any of
the included applications or Plug-ins. It can also occur during Setup if you choose to install
QuickTime for Windows. If you seem to be stuck at Program Manager, with nothing happening,
use either one of the above techniques to get back to ExpressNet Suite.

In TotalAccess installation, if you encounter the following error: "TA has found a Winsock.dll file in
your windows directory. It will be replaced and renamed winsock.ta. This may affect other Internet
software," don't worry. This is ok. Click on "OK" to get past this dialog box.

*Networking

Earthlink's Total Access installation procedure included on this CD-ROM is not recommended for
those on a network or using an ISDN line.

User Names

If you are having trouble entering a user name for Earthlink Total Access, make sure you are
using no capital letters and no punctuation.

*Adobe Type Manager

If you see the error message "Invalid TrueType Font Detected" when you
startup Earthlink Network™ ExpressNet Suite™ with Netscape Navigator 2.0™, do the following:

1. Choose Close, then press and hold down the Alt key while pressing the
F4 function key. You will now be in Windows' Program Manager.



2. Open the Main group window and double-click on the ATM Control Panel
icon to open the Adobe Type Manager window.

3. You will see ATM and On/Off buttons on the lefthand side of the window.
Click the Off button to turn the Adobe Type Manager off.

4, Close Adobe Type Manager and restart Windows. should now work properly.

When you are finished with Earthlink Network™ ExpressNet Suite™ with Netscape Navigator
2.0™ repeat steps 2 - 4 (except that you will click the On button in step 3) to
return to your normal Windows environment.

*Existing Bookmark Files

If you have existing Netscape bookmarks that you want to keep:

Answer "Yes" to the installation question: "Total Access has found your old Netscape bookmarks.
Would you like to continue using them with Total Access?"

This keeps the installation program from overwriting your bookmark file with the Ultimate
Bookmark file provided on this CD-ROM. Netscape does not allow you to have two separate
bookmark files at the same time.

You can keep your old bookmarks and add the Ultimate Bookmark file by doing the following:
Answer "Yes" to the installation question as mentioned above.

Then, when you are running Netscape:

Go to the "Bookmarks" menu option; choose "Go to Bookmarks."

From the Bookmark window, choose "File" and then "Import."

From the dialog box, choose the CD-ROM drive, the WIN directory, then the totlaccs directory,
then the Win31 or Win95 directory, depending upon your platform. Then double click on
bookmark.htm.

This will merge your current bookmark file with the new one we have included.

eInternet Phone Installation:

Although you do not need to be running Netscape Navigator in order to run Internet Phone, you
must be logged on to EarthLink Network. To operate Internet Phone, dial into Earthlink using the
Dialer program, then click on Internet Phone. For further assistance, contact Internet Phone at
