1.2 Introduction to Heddley

Why was Heddley written?

Heddley was written as there did not seem to be any decent programs around for
editing AmigaGuide® databases. Using a text editor became too odious when you
kept forgetting the nawes of nodes etc; Heddley is designed to remove all the
tedious tasks from creating AmigaGuide® databases, in order to enable you to
concentrate on their content.

Heddley allows you to compose AmigaGuide® guide files with greater ease than
by hand. It provides you with an overview of all the documents in the database
(an AmigaGuide® file is called a ’database’, made up of many documents). Now
Heddley also allows you to save your database as HTML source, for use with
AMosaic or some other WWW reader, and as plain text with ANSI style
information. This means that Heddley should suffice for all your documentation
needs.

Heddley works in conjunction with your favourite text editor, to provide a
convenient interface for editing each document within the database. The
documents in the database are arranged simply in a list, and so it is easy to
see at a glance the composition of your documents. Adding buttons has never
been easier either; all you have to do is highlight the text in the document
and select the relevant menu option! Adding text styles is just as easy and
the full set of

AmigaGuide® V39
style controls can be used.

Heddley also has a comprehensive
ARexx port
, enabling you to write scripts to

automatically create AmigaGuide® files, and interface Heddley more closely
with your text editor. It also has a full

on-line help
facility detailing

every program function.

My grateful thanks go to Geir Harald Hansen (geirhans@ifi.uio.no) for his
invaluable help with debugging Heddley and suggestions as to how to improve
it. Credit for suggestions of his are marked in this documentation with [ghh].
Also I want to thank Daniel Stenberg (Bagder) for his great help with
debugging and suggestions. Where I’ve remembered, his input is marked with
[bagder]. Look out too for his coming-soon text editor "FrexxEd". Like, frexx,
man.

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For best results a 68020+ (or accelerated 68000) CPU is needed - Heddley might
be a little sluggish otherwise!

1.5 Installing Heddley

Installing Heddley could not be easier! Simply double-click on the
Install-Heddley icon to install Heddley and documentation to your system. You
must have the Commodore-Amiga Installer utility for installation to complete
successfully.

If you do not have the Installer utility, then you can download it from
Aminet, or find it in various places (such as on some old coverdisks etc).

If you don’t want to do that, Heddley can be installed by copying the
following files (HEDD: indicates the pathname here where you want to install
Heddley - you don’t have to make this assign!):

(if you don’t want to use MagicWB icons substitute def_guide_old.info for
def_guide.info and Heddley_old_unsnap.info for Heddley.info).

1.6 Editing the database

When you first start Heddley, you will be presented with the front ←↩
panel. If

you have AmigaDos 3.0+, click here to see a picture of the window.

To start editing a database, select either
Load
or

New
. As an example, make a

copy of this document, and then load that into Heddley. Heddley will ONLY
display files with a suffix of .guide in its load and save file requesters.
Thus you should always name your AmigaGuide® databases with a .guide suffix.

To load a database, in addition to using the
Load
gadget, you can drag and

drop a Workbench icon into the window.

When a database is loaded, or created, the list of documents within that
database appears in the Document name listview. These documents correspond to
the documents you will see on each page, when read with AmigaGuide® or
Multiview. The name of each document MUST BE unique. The reader does not see
this name, so it does not have to be that meaningful. The reader will,
however, see the document’s title (which can be changed with the

Attrib
option).
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You can alter each document by selecting it in the listview and then using

Edit
,
Add
,
Attrib
or

Delete
. Double clicking on an item is a shortcut for the

Edit
option. Keyboard shortcuts are available as denoted by the ←↩

underscored
letter in each gadget. The Esc key will quit Heddley (throughout Heddley
pressing Esc has the effect of closing the current window and, where
appropriate, selecting the ’Cancel’ action).

When you have done editing your database, be sure to save it again. The text
will be justified to the width specified by the

TEXTWIDTH tooltype
(whose

default is 78 characters).

1.7 Editing a document

The edit window provides the main interface for editing a document ←↩
. The window

shows the current text, with buttons highlighted. A scroller is available to
move up and down the text (you can also use cursor keys for this too).

If you have AmigaDos 3.0+, click here for a picture of this window.

Control is by means of menus. The following menu items are available:

Document Buttons Preferences

Edit attributes

Apply style to text

Smooth scroll

Clear text

Make into button

Load new text

Delete button

Edit text
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Replicate button

Exit

Text can be inserted by means of the options in the Document menu. You can
also replace the text in the window with that of your choice by dragging an
icon in from the Workbench (obviously it helps if it is the icon of a text
file!!!)

You can highlight portions of the text by drag-clicking with the mouse. Once a
portion of text is highlighted, you can turn it into a button (using the Make
into button menu option), or you can apply a text style (using the Apply
style... menu option), such as bold or italic, or change the text coloring.
You can highlight a word at a time by double clicking on a word and then
dragging the mouse whilst holding the button down on the second click.

To edit an existing button, just click on it, and the
Button Edit window
will

opened.

When you have finished editing the document, either press Esc or use the Exit
menu option to return to the front panel.

1.9 The Add document gadget

Selecting the Add gadget adds a new document into the database. ←↩
Initially the

document has a stupid name, which you will do well to change into something
more meaningful for yourself. The new document is merely a "blank", but by use
of the

Attrib
and

Edit
gadgets you can edit the title and text of this

document.

New documents are always added at the end of the document list; the order of
the documents is only used for the ’Save as ANSI’ feature, where the documents
are output in the order they are shown in the listview.
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1.10 The Attrib gadget

Selecting the Attrib gadget opens the Document Attribute window. ←↩
If you have

AmigaDos 3.0+ click here for a picture of this window.

Function of the window gadgets:

Doc. ID : this option controls the name of the document as seen
in the listview gadget of the front panel. Note that
this MUST BE UNIQUE for AmigaGuide® to recognise your
document. You cannot change the name of the MAIN
document as every database needs a MAIN document as a
starting point.

Title : This gadget shows the title which will appear in the
title bar when you are viewing this document. Alter
this so it reflects the contents of your document.

TOC : Every document can have an individual contents document,
if it is desired. The default contents page is MAIN
but you can use this gadget to change it if you want.
Note that a contents page is specific to a particular
document.

Next : When using the "Browse" buttons in AmigaGuide, you can
specify which document follows the current one. Select
the name of the document to follow, or «none» for the
default successor (as in the listview).

Prev : When using the "Browse" buttons in AmigaGuide, you can
specify which document is moved to using the "Browse <"
button. Select the name of the document to follow, or
«none» for the default predecessor (as in the listview).

On Open : In AmigaGuide v40 it’s possible to execute an ARexx
script on opening the document. Use this gadget to
specify the script you want to execute.

On Close: As above, but takes effect when the document is
closed.

Font : In AmigaGuide v40, you can specify a font for each
document if you want. Use the checkbox to specify that you
want a font other than the default, and then choose the font
using the requester button.

Wordwrap: If wordwrap is not turned on for the whole database, it
is possible to turn it on (in AG v40) for just the current
document. Use this gadget to do so. Note that if wordwrap is
enabled
globally
then this gadget has no effect. Remember

that the
SMARTWRAP
wordwrapping of AG v40 is used.
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Use Esc, ’Cancel’ or the close gadget to close this window and cancel any
changes you have made, or ’Okay’~to keep them.

1.11 The Delete gadget

Selecting this gadget will remove FOR EVER the current document (as displayed
at the base of the listview) from the database. USE WITH CARE!

1.12 Clear text

Selecting this option will wipe all the text and buttons in the current
document, leaving you with a blank document.

1.13 Load text

Selecting Load text will enable you to load a new text file into the document
window. All current text and buttons will be cleared. Buttons can then be
added into the text to produce your document.

1.14 Edit text

This option allows you to edit the actual text of the document.

Heddley compiles the current document into AmigaGuide® format, and invokes
your text editor with the compiled text as its argument. The default editor is
"ed", but you can change this by setting the EDITOR environmental variable, or
altering the

EDITOR tooltype
, before you start up Heddley. Heddley starts the

text editor by performing the command:

<editorname> <temporaryfile>

The contents of the current document are placed in the temporary file, which
you must save back before you quit the editor. Do NOT change the name of this
file.

Also, your text editor must run SYNCHRONOUSLY. This is because Heddley waits
until the editor has finished and then reloads the document. If your editor
spawns another process then Heddley will immediately reload the document and
not wait; obviously not very desirable. If you use an asynchronous text
editor, you need to write some

ARexx scripts
to coordinate your editor with

Heddley.
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You will notice that buttons are translated into their AmigaGuide® form in
this text, this is in order to preserve them during the edit. Unless you are
sure of yourself, don’t touch these definitions (these are the bits of text
with a @{ at the beginning and a } at the end}.

When you finish editing, select the save-and-quit option from your text
editor. Heddley will then redisplay your edited text. Note that this may take
a small while for big files; Heddley’s retranslating mechanism is a little
slow at the moment, but it enables Heddley to do ’the right thing’~by spaces.

1.15 Make into button

Selecting this option allows you to create a button in your ←↩
document. To use

it you must have some text highlighted (use the mouse to do this). Heddley
will then create a button and open the

Button Edit window
.

Normally, AmigaGuide does NOT allow multi-line buttons. However, if you select
more than one line in Heddley and turn it into a button, Heddley will
translate this into a button for each line. When you reload the database (or
edit the document), each line will have its separate button. But for the first
time (ie. just after you created the multi-line button) all the line-buttons
will be amalgamated into one button. There should be no visible difference!

1.16 Delete button

This option allows you to remove a button. Simply select this option, and then
click on the button you wish to remove. If you decide not to remove a button
after all, reselect the Delete button menu-option to cancel the operation.

1.17 The Button Edit window

The Button Edit window allows you to alter the nature of the ←↩
button you are

editing. If you have AmigaDos 3.0+, click here to see a picture of the
window.

Function of the window gadgets:

Button type - the button type determines what will happen when the
reader clicks on this button. See Button Types for
more information.

Command - this is the name of the AmigaDOS/ARexx command
(or ARexx script) that will be executed when
the reader clicks on this button. Only applicable
if button type is one of AmigaDOS command,
ARexx command, or ARexx script.
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Document - this is the name of the document which the current
button will take the reader to, when clicked. If it
is an internal link (see Button Types) then it will
be the name of another document in the current
database.
If it is an external link then it can be any text file
or AmigaGuide® file (WB2) or any Workbench 3 datatype
supported file.

Line # - this is the top line of the document that will be
displayed with a document/text file link.

New wnd - if this gadget is checked, then the link will cause
the linked document to load in a NEW WINDOW of
AmigaGuide. Try this and see!

Choose Doc - Click on the Choose Doc button to bring a list of
documents (internal link) or a file requester (external
link) to choose the link document from.

Create Doc - Click on this button to create a new document there
and then. This is useful as you often think of the need
for a new document whilst writing an existing one.
Clicking here will add a new document and open the

Attrib Window
for the newly created document.

Use Esc, ’Cancel’~or the close gadget to cancel your alterations, or ’Okay’ to
keep them.

1.18 Load database

Use of this gadget will open a file requester to load a new ←↩
database. The

database must have a .guide suffix.

In the case of malformed AmigaGuide databases (ie. those with various syntax
errors and so on) Heddley will try and do its best, although there is a
possibility that very malformed files will crash Heddley.

If the database has no name then it will be given the name "Unnamed_Database".
Documents with no name get given one, documents with no title get a copy of
the name as a title. If the database you load does not have a "Main" node,
Heddley will add one for you. Links with no destination become links to
"Heddley_Error".

However, Heddley can be temperamental and if you do find a .guide which causes
Heddley to either crash or make Enforcer hits, please please please mail

me
with a copy of the .guide that caused the problem and a ←↩

description of the
problem.
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1.19 Save

This gadget will open a file requester in order for you to choose the file to
save the database to. Be sure to give your file a .guide suffix.

1.20 The Info Window

The Info window allows you set various database-wide attributes: ←↩
Index, Help

document, Author, Version, Copyright notice, wordwrap and database font. If
you have AmigaDos 3.0+, click here to see a picture of this window.

Index

The Index gadget will allow you to set the index document for the current
database. The Index node will be displayed when the reader clicks the Index
gadget in AmigaGuide® or Multiview.

Select « none » to disable the index (this is the default).

Select « auto » to make Heddley create the index automatically for you. For an
example of this, see the

index
to this database (press the Index gadget or

select Index from the
Contents
page). Heddley creates an alphabetical list of

document titles, followed by an alphabetical list of all links within document
(this includes ARexx commands etc., although I may change this later if I
change my mind...)

The index document is given the name HeddleyAutoIndex, so avoid using this
name for your own documents, and if you want to create extra links to the
index, enter HeddleyAutoIndex in the internal link

document name gadget
for a

button.

Help

The Help gadget will allow you to set the help document that is displayed when
the user presses HELP in AmigaGuide/MultiView or selects the Help gadget.
Either select a document in your database, or « default » to use the
normal AmigaGuide help file, which is normally stored in "s:help.guide".

Author

The Author gadget allows you to edit the recorded author of the database. For
a new database, the default value of this field is the contents of the AUTHOR
environmental variable.

(C)

The (C) gadget allows you to edit the copyright message of the database. For a
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new database, the default value of this is the contents of the COMPANY
environmental variable.

Version

The Version gadget allows you to keep version control on your database. On
creation of a new database, this field is set to ’1.0’. The version of a
database created this way can be found by using the C:Version command:

version mydatabase.guide

Wrap

The Wrap gadget allows you to use v40
SMARTWRAP
wordwrapping on your database.

SMARTWRAP adopts an attitude to formatting similar to Heddley’s. This means
that your databases will be perfectly readable on pre-v40 systems, unlike with
the old v39 WORDWRAP (support for which has been discontinued by Heddley).
Note that if this option is turned off, it is possible to turn it on
individually for each document using the

Document Attributes
window.

Font

The font gadget allows you to choose a font of your own for the database.
Disabling the font means that your database will use the user’s default font.
Note that the font can be set individually for each document too using the
Document Attributes window." link "attrib" 0} window.

1.21 Starting a new database

Selecting this gadget will wipe all the current database, and start a new
database. The MAIN node will be automatically created for you.

1.22 The document name list

This list shows the unique IDs of each document in the database. ←↩
Use the

scroller to move up and down this list. Double-clicking on an entry will open
the

edit window
for that document.

1.23 Starting Heddley

Heddley can be run from either the Workbench, or the command line. ←↩
From

Workbench:
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Double-click on Heddley’s icon. If you have shift-clicked a guide
file beforehand, that file will be loaded into Heddley on startup.

From the Shell:

Change to the directory where Heddley is stored, and type
"Heddley". Heddley accepts command line arguments, similar to
the

tooltypes
available in the icon, but parsed according to the

following template:

For example:

fixed-width font. Default:

FONT=topaz.font

Don’t forget the .font suffix!

If your font cannot be found, or if it is proportionally spaced, then the
default will be used.

This tooltype selects the font size for the document edit window. Default:

FONTSIZE=8

If the needed size does not exist, then the nearest size available will be
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scaled up/down as needed.

1.28 The EDITOR tooltype

This tooltype selects the text editor to be used when
editing a document’s

contents
. Default:

EDITOR=ed

The text editor must run synchronously (not spawn its own process). If you use
GoldEd, the recommended setting is:

EDITOR=ed sticky

Where the ’ed’ is the GoldEd quick-start editor.

If the EDITOR tooltype is NOT specified, then if the EDITOR environmental
variable is set, it this will be used instead.

1.29 The TEXTWIDTH tooltype

This tooltype selects the normal width of text justification, both for the
edit window and outputted documents. The default is:

TEXTWIDTH=78

If the font or text width you choose makes the text too wide to display in the
window, the largest possible width will be used for the window display.

TEXTWIDTH has a minimum value of 1; and using a value of 1 is not a good idea
as there may be some bugs in Heddley’s output routines at the moment which
lead to strange output source. You have been warned!

It is not recommended that you change TEXTWIDTH from 78, as this is the most
number of columns that can be displayed on a normal screen with topaz-8 as the
font.

It is ALWAYS better to justify to 78 characters, for the benefit of Workbench
2 users. Be nice!

Heddley can save your AmigaGuide database as HTML source, for use ←↩
with Mosaic

and other WWW browsers, by use of the ’Save as HTML’ menuitem from the front
panel.

In this case, the filename you specify will be a DIRECTORY. HTML needs a
directory for each database. The main document will be saved as Main.html, and
the rest of the documents as <doc_id>.html where <doc_id> is the unique
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document ID, as in the
main listview
. To test out your generated HTML file

select ’Load local file’ from the Mosaic menu, and load the ’Main.html’ file
from the HTML directory you saved out with Heddley.

Heddley’s layout scheme for HTML is as follows: blank lines in the AmigaGuide
document signify end of paragraphs, lines followed immediately by an indented
next line are assumed to be preformmatted, and the <PRE> directive will be
used for the following block of text, and all other lines are wrapped
normally. The best thing to do is try it and see.

Differences between AmigaGuide output and HTML output:

HTML does not support contents pages in the same way as AmigaGuide,
but in each HTML document an anchor has been provided on the first
line which will take you to the table of contents. Likewise for
indexes.

HTML does not (afaik) support underline as a text style. Where
underline is used in AmigaGuide databases, it will be replaced with
the typewriter style in HTML. You may not like this behaviour, so tell

me
if you don’t! Bold and italic are supported fully.

HTML eats leading spaces, so indenting is not possible in the same
way as is in AmigaGuide, say on this page, and as lists are not
supported yet, indenting is not yet possible in HTML.

HTML cannot handle AmigaDOS commands or ARexx commands; they don’t
make much sense as HTML is not machine-dependent!

Links to external files will be interpreted as follows:

link fullpathname/main will be translated to
href=file://localhost/fullpathname

Note that this means your external links must be ABSOLUTE pathnames.

HTML features not supported yet:
Inlined images, lists, etc, etc.

’RAM:myguide.guide’. Now quit Heddley, open the RAM: disk from Workbench, and
double-click on the created file. (If this doesn’t work then your def_guide
icon needs setting up properly). MultiView should load your new database in.
OK, it’s not very impressive, but you should get the idea of how to create
databases.

Step 6 - Challenge

If anyone feels they can write a better tutorial than this (it can’t be hard!)
then if they mail it to

1.62 Things I plan to implement in Heddley

To do

Obviously, Heddley is not complete. There is much room for expansion in
Heddley. Features planned (maybe!) for the future are:

* add margin-adding and stripping to format text nicely for lower
end systems. Also variable document indent.

* add grouping of documents to make writing bigger databases much
easier. [ghh]

* add more HTML markup control - maybe an ’object’ placement
system where objects can be lists, images, program listings etc.

* add ’save-as-TexInfo’ feature

Bugs

1.63 Moving a document - Up

Clicking on the "Up" gadget will move the current document one place up the
listview. Use SHIFT-Cursor-Up as a shortcut for this.

1.64 Moving a document - Down

Clicking on the "Dn" gadget will move the current document one place down the
listview. Use SHIFT-Cursor-Down as a shortcut for this.

1.65 Change text styles

The Style window allows you to alter the style of the text you ←↩
have currently

highlighted. When the window opens, it will show the current state of the
character at the beginning of the highlighted portion of text. If you use the
Cancel button then no change will be effected. Note that only

AmigaGuide V39
(Workbench 3.x+) can handle text control sequences.

If you have AmigaDos 3.0+, then click here to see a picture of the window.

Explanation of the window’s buttons:

Foregnd text: this button controls the pen used for drawing the text, it can
be one of Text, Shine, Shadow, Fill, Filltext, Background and Highlight.

Backgnd text: this buttons controls the pen used for drawing the background
beneath the text. It has the same choice of pens as the foreground.

Bold: this checkbox determines whether the bold style will be applied to the
highlighted text.

Italic: this checkbox determines whether the italic style will be applied to
the highlighted text.

Underline: this checkbox determines whether the underlined style will be
applied to the highlighted text.

Reset: this button resets the colors and styles to what they were when the
window was opened.

Cancel: this buttons aborts the operation - no style will be applied to the
text if this is pressed.
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1.66 What About...?

Formatting of text

Heddley reformats any text that is loaded into it. The reason for this is to
support AmigaGuide V34 where the @wordwrap option is not available. The
following rules are followed by Heddley:

* if a line ends in a line feed, then:
- if the next character on the first line is a space or tab

then the line feed is obeyed
- if the next line is a line feed, then both line feeds are

obeyed
- if the next line is any other character (text) then the

line feed is ignored and the lines are concatenated and
justified

If you have a table, say, on which every entry must start on a new line, make
sure that the table is indented at least one space (4 spaces look nice) from
the left hand side. Heddley will then respect the formatting (as it did for
the bulletted list above).

Tabs are currently blindly expanded to 8 spaces. The answer is - don’t use
tabs, they’re a pain!~~~

Smartwrap versus Wordwrap

In v39 AmigaGuide, a WORDWRAP facility was introduced. This was a pretty dumb
kind of WORDWRAP and has been superseded by the v40 SMARTWRAP. SMARTWRAP can
take formatted text and reformat it with wordwrapping - this means that
wordwrapped AmigaGuides can also look good on pre-v39 machines. So Heddley
supports SMARTWRAP exclusively, and I encourage everyone to do the same!!
(Email me if you want to argue about this one :)

1.67 AmigaGuide V39+

AmigaGuide v39 (Workbench 3.x+ versions) supports more commands than v34. In
particular Workbench 2 users will not be able to use text control sequences
like bold, italic etc. These sequences should appear on WB2 as faint white
lines, and should not bother WB2 users too much.

Heddley does not yet support all commands, at the moment the following are
supported:

@author @(c) @$VER:~~
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(note WORDWRAP support has been removed in favour of SMARTWRAP support)

Heddley now supports extra commands from v40 AmigaGuide, in particular

You can use the font gadgets in the
Database Info
and the

Document Attribute
windows to choose fonts for your database. From the
Database Info
window you

can choose your global font, and from the Attributes window you can specify a
font on a per-document basis.

1.70 Replicate button

Selecting the menuitem ‘Replicate button’~has the effect of replicating the
next button you click on. Select ‘Replicate button’ again to cancel the
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operation.

Replicating a button has the effect of scanning the text following a button
for identical text as the selected button, and creating a button there too.
For example, if you have a document with more than one instance of the word
"Amiga" which you want to link to another document, create a button from the
first instance of "Amiga", then select the ‘Replicate button’ menuitem, and
then select the button you just created.

1.71 Smooth scroll

The menuitem ‘Smooth scroll’ allows you to toggle on and off the use of smooth
scrolling in the document edit window. Useless really :-)

1.72 Save as ANSI

Heddley offers the feature of saving your database as a text file, ←↩
with ANSI

control sequences. Most text viewers will be able to interpret these (in
particular the excellent "Most" by Uwe Röhm), as well as your printer driver.
Select the ’Save as ANSI’ menuitem to save the database in this way.

The documents will be output to the text file in the order they are shown in
the front panel listview, so use the

’Up’
and

’Dn’
gadgets to change the order

to a meaningful one.

The following layout is used: Heddley will generate a title page from the
information as given in the

Info window
. Each page will be numbered in the

center of the bottom of the page. Each page will have a running header, which
will be the title of the current document. Both headers and footers will be in
ANSI ’faint’ style. Every page will be terminated with a form-feed. When a new
document begins, it is given a document number and its title will be output
bold in color number 3. If the

auto-index
option is being used, the index will

be output at the end of the file. The index has two parts; an index of
sections (with the references being of the form P.N where P is the page number
and N the line number) and an index of keywords (what were buttons) with
references of the same form.

Heddley will attach your default project icon (ENVARC:def_project.info) to the
file that is created.

1.73 Writing Amigaguide files
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Here are some thoughts I have on how to write your AmigaGuide ←↩
databases with

Heddley. They’re just my opinions, but they may help you in writing your own
databases. They apply more perhaps to program documentation than other sorts
of databases, but they’re still worth reading. I am aware too, that I have not
followed my own guidelines all the way through this documentation. This is
because some of them have come out of the experience of writing this file, and
also this database has evolved over a considerable period of time.

The Main document and subdivision of information

Ideally, the Main document should be a contents page. Resist the temptation to
make it a title page; this will just annoy users who use the documentation
regularly. Subdivide your information into chapter-sized portions; as if you
were writing a book and you needed to divide the information up. It’s
important that all information that could be grouped is available off the same
link in the contents page; there ought to be a logical route to the
information that the user wants without them having to search for it. Make
sure that your Main document is not too sparse; having good looking pages is
just as important as a good looking program, as using AmigaGuide gives your
documentation a "user-interface". The reader would still like to know the
title and description of the database, and added information about each
"chapter" is useful too.

Avoid over-subdivision of your document. By this I mean don’t subdivide where
it is not needed. If the subject you are referring to has a sufficient
description in one or two sentences then don’t put it into a separate
document, but include it straight into the text. The user doesn’t want to have
to keep moving between documents for what may be relatively trivial
descriptions; this interrupts the continuity of the text and slows down the
rate of information gathering. However, there is a case where small documents
are excusable, and that is in the situation of maintaining consistency. If you
are describing a set of similar objects (say gadgets in a window) and some
descriptions are long and others are small, it is better to be consistent and
put the small descriptions in their own document as well as the long ones.

Consistency

Consistency is important in your database and it’s easier to forget it when
writing AmigaGuide databases because, unlike writing continuous texts, you
don’t have all your previous work in front of you. So you’ll need to make the
effort to enforce consistency. A good idea is to use templates for documents
if you are constructing many documents about similar things (for instance, see
the descriptions of

ARexx commands
in this database).

It is also important to be consistent in your use of links. If there are, say,
three instances of a link-phrase (that is, a phrase which has a related
document giving more information about it) in a document, do not just make
links out of two of them; acceptable strategies are either only making a link
from the first instance, or preferably make a link out of each of them. That,
I guess, is a matter of taste.

Layout
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The biggest problem with the layout of AmigaGuide databases is the disparity
between AmigaGuide v40, v39 and AmigaGuide v34. As AmigaDOS 2.04 is still a
"current" operating system and by no means obsolete, it is very important to
continue supporting those users by not making the database inaccessible to
them, unless you can guarantee that only AmigaDOS 3.x+ users will be reading
the file. This means, effectively, not using the AmigaGuide v39 WORDWRAP
option and relying on Heddley’s formatting. That is a must otherwise your
files will be unreadable with AG V34. However, with the introduction of
AmigaGuide v40, you can use the

SMARTWRAP
formatting option to get

good-looking wordwrapped databases which’ll still look good on AG V34 and V39.
You’ll only see the effects of this if you have WB3.1, but unlike the
old-style wordwrapping, you won’t see any ill-effects either! Heddley no
longer supports WORDWRAP but will always use SMARTWRAP.

Paragraphs

Heddley operates very much with the concept of paragraphs. They are an
inordinately sensible way of organising text and one that should come
naturally to most. A paragraph in Heddley is a block of text terminated with a
blank line, or a line with indented text. A paragraph is considered fair game
for reformatting and so it is irrelevant where you place the newlines when
first inputting the text, as long as you terminate the paragraph properly.

An indented line will not be joined to a preceding line, this enables you to
create lists and tables, simply by indenting each line by one or more space.
This may seem a strange way of doing things, but it is a sensible method
without having to invent any other control information to tell Heddley what to
do with the text. This also means that you may indent the leading line of your
paragraphs with however many spaces you like. Be aware though that you can
only indent the first line, otherwise Heddley will not treat your block of
text as a paragraph, but as a list instead.

It may be that you are used to writing your text with a text editor in a
format that breaks the rules that Heddley uses. I’m afraid that you’ll just
have to change the way you do things to use Heddley. I have chosen a reasoned
and sensible method of handling text that provides full support for AG V34
users too. Writing AmigaGuide databases is a different kind of activity to
writing plain text files, and you will have to do things differently.
AmigaGuide databases that are basically chopped-up text files will not read
anything like as well as an AmigaGuide database written to be one.

Headings

A lot of people seem to write headings like this:

My Heading
==========

While this obviously makes the heading clear for AG V34 users who have no
underline, bold etc. it is bad style and old fashioned. For a start, headings
like this that are flush left will be treated as a paragraph and thus turn
into:

My Heading ==========
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I recommend that you use the underline facility in AG V39 (available from the
Style window) for headings. You may prefer to use bold. For AG V34 users your
headings will simply appear as separate lines, which is normally good enough
to indicate a heading anyway. Please don’t use symbols to form underlines - it
just isn’t nice!

At the moment Heddley turns underlining into typewriter text when converting
to HTML. HTML does not have underline but I wanted to give access to the
typewriter font. If you plan to convert to HTML I recommend using bold for
headings rather than underline, as this will be reproduced faithfully.

Fonts

Again the use of fonts brings up the disparity between AG V34 and AG V39-40.
It makes no sense at all to use proportionally spaced fonts without using the
wordwrap option, or your text will look ugly. So my recommendation is that you
only change the font for V39-40 databases. My personal opinion is that the
user should be free to choose what font they want to read the text in, and the
documentation writer should just be able to change the style (bold, italic
etc). If you want to write a document with full font control, use a word
processor!

Emphasis and color

Traditionally, italicised text is used for emphasising words or phrases.
However I think it is acceptable to use bold in AmigaGuide documents (probably
it is not a good idea to use bold if you are already using it for headings),
largely because of the poor readability of the Amiga’s algorithmic italicised
fonts, especially with small bitmapped fonts.

I’m not yet sure what place to give color in AmigaGuide documents. HTML
supports no color so it would be foolish to rely on color. The most useful
application I can think of color is syntax coloring. That is, coloring phrases
or words that have similar purposes in the text the same distinctive color.
For example, you may want to color all text that is meant to represent user
input in one particular color (in the absence of a set typewriter style) to
mark it out as being user input.

A final word on emphasis and color: be sparing. Overuse of these techniques
will lessen their impact on the reader. The focus should always be the text,
so that the reader can understand what you have written more readily.

Multimedia

With the advent of datatypes, there is great scope for including pictures and
sound as part of your AmigaGuide databases. Indeed for documentation it would
be wonderful to be able to include a screenshot of the window you are
describing instead of resorting to painting poor ASCII pictures. The only
problem with this (and it’s a big problem) is that again V34 owners lose out.
If you can be bothered to go to the trouble, try using an external viewer such
as "WDisplay", distributed with the AmigaGuide distribution on Aminet. Making
buttons which are AmigaDOS calls to WDisplay will work for both V34 and
V39-40. Otherwise make it plain in the documentation that V34 owners will not
be able to see the pictures; it is confusing for users to find an inoperative
button, and reflects badly on you. Let’s just hope that everyone with V34 will
upgrade soon (and can afford it!)
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Document naming

For your own convenience, it is a good idea to give your documents IDs which
convey immediately to you their contents. For instance if you are documenting
the menu items of a program you could name the documents "menuitem_load",
"menuitem_save" and so on... These could be grouped in the listview, and thus
will make everything easier for you. Naming your documents "XX1", "XX2" and so
on is not a good idea.

1.74 Save as ASCII

This option saves the database as in
Save as ANSI
, except it removes the ANSI

color codes and saves just plain ASCII text.

Note also that the document names in
the Amigaguide window are buttons; clicking on these will send an ARexx
message to Heddley to cause it to open the edit window upon these documents.
