Playing Magic Hexagons

Aim of the game

To complete each game, you must move the hexagonal pieces around so that each colour is
connected: this means that all the red pieces must connect to one another, all the green
pieces must connect to one another, etc. It does not matter how the each colour connects,
only that each colour must be joined in one 'lump'. Here are three examples of valid end-
of-game boards:

Notice that the middle board has 4 blank hexagons (grey). These can be ignored, and do
not have to be connected. On level 1, the board has a large number of blanks, on level 3
the board has no blanks. The game is more difficult to complete if there are fewer blanks.

Game play

To move the pieces round, you should click on the hexagons. When you click on a hexagon,
the 6 hexagons which surround it will rotate in either a clockwise or anticlockwise fashion.
To rotate clockwise, use the left mouse button, and to rotate antclockwise use the right
mouse button.

Tips

Start getting used to the games rules by playing on level 1, with 1 or 2 colours and with a
small board size.

Concentrate on grouping one colour together, and then tackle the next colour. Don't try to
group two colours together at once.

If there are lots of blank spaces, try to group colours far away from one another.
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Setting the board size

To set the board size, choose Options... from the Game menu. A dialog box will appear, and
you should enter a number. The larger the number the larger the board.

If you have a large board, the game can often be more difficult, and take much longer to
complete.

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Setting the number of colours

To set the number of colours that Magic Hexagons uses, select Options... from the Game
menu. A dialog box will appear, and you should change the Colours control. The more
colours you use, the more difficult the game is.

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Setting the difficulty level

To set the difficulty level, select Options... from the Game menu. A dialog will appear, and
you should change the Level control. Level 1 is the easiest, and level 3 is the most difficult.

On level 1, there are plenty of blank hexagons. On level 2, there are some blank hexagons.
On level 3 there are no blank hexagons.

The more blank hexagons there are, the easier the game is.

If you use level 3, you must select more than one colour.

To time yourself, you can toggle the timer on and off by selecting Timed from the Game
menu.

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Changing rotation animation

You may wish to alter the rotation animation to speed up game play when you play a timed
game.

To turn off rotation animation completely, toggle Animation in the Options dialog.

To toggle between fast and slow rotation, toggle Fast on/off in the Options dialog.

Options Dialog

This dialog can be viewed by selecting Options from the Game menu.

Colours

To change the number of colours on the board, click on the up and down arrows in the
Colours control, or type in the required number of colours. Valid ranges are from 1 to 6.

Size
To change the size of the board, click on the up and down arrows in the Size control, or type
in the required size. Valid ranges are from 3 to 8.

Level

To change the level of play, click on the up and down arrows in the Level control, or type in
the required level. Valid ranges are from 1 to 3.

Note that if you select Level 3, you must also select more than one colour.

Animate

Toggle this control by clicking on it to turn animation on and off. When animation is on, you
will visually see the hexagons rotating.

Fast Animation

Click on Fast Animation to speed the speed at which the rotation happens. This only applies
if Animation is on.

Magic Hexagons requires the following minimum hardware to function correctly:

3 Mouse, trackball or pointing device



Registration

CompuServe Registration
Registering using CompuServe has some additional benefits:

The registration fee is ten US dollars when registering by CompuServe. This is slightly more
than the US equivalent of £5 because CompuServe claims 15% of the registration fee in
commission.

To register using CompuServe, type GO SWREG at any ! prompt. CIM users should click on
the GO icon, and type SWREG. Magic Hexagons has a registration ID of 4294. You need
this number to register on-line.

CompuServe will charge the registration fee of ten dollars to your CompuServe account, and
notify me of your registration. Once | receive notification of your registration, | will send
you your register ID by CompuServe email, which you can type in to the opening dialog in
Magic Hexagons.

Users who register using CompuServe will not receive additional shareware by post, since all
of my latest shareware is available on CompuServe.
