Color Correction

Color Curve

A color curve represents all of the values of intensity (from 0 to 255) for the corresponding color component
(Red, Green or Blue). For each color curve, the horizontal axis represents the input value (i.e., the color value
which the Windows program wants to display), while the vertical axis represents the output value (i.e., the color
value that the display driver will write to your monitor). A value of 0 (in the lower left corner) represents the
darkest tint of a particular color, while a value of 255 (in the upper right corner) represents the lightest tint of
that color.



Color Component

Three color components - Red, Green and Blue (or simply RGB) - combine in various intensities to determine the
color of each pixel on your monitor. The values of each color component are graphically represented by a
corresponding color curve.

Screen Resolution is the number of pixelsPixel displayed on your screen, expressed as a number in the form
WxH, where W is the number of pixels displayed horizontally (width) and H is the number of pixels displayed
vertically (height). Typical screen resolutions include 640x480, 800x600, 1024x768, 1152x864 and 1280x1024.



Pixel

A pixel is one 'dot' on your display. Each pixel can be a different color. The number of possible colors is
determined by the color depth.



Color Depth/bpp

The number of colors that are available, or color depth, is determined by the number of bits associated with each

pixel to represents that pixel's color. This is specified as the bpp (bits per pixel) setting. Common values are:
= 8 bpp - gives 256 colors
= 16 bpp - gives 65K colors
= 24 bpp - gives 16.7M colors.



Virtual Desktop

The Windows work area is known as the Desktop. When the Desktop is larger than the Screen Resolution, it is
known as a Virtual Desktop. With a Virtual Desktop, only a portion of the Desktop is visible on the screen at one
time.
