Displays any messages that have been received.



Specifies the recipients of your message (one computer, or everyone in a workgroup), and provides a space for
you to type the computer name or workgroup name.



Provides a space for you to type a message to send.



Specifies whether a notification sound is played whenever a message arrives.



Specifies whether other windows can cover up the WinPopup window.



Specifies whether the WinPopup icon should pop up whenever a message arrives, or whether no pop-up
notification is provided.



Sends the message you typed to the computer or workgroup you specified.



A workgroup is a subgroup of computers connected by a network. The computers in your workgroup probably
contain most of the network resources (files and printers) you use.

Workgroups are usually created and maintained by system administrators.
