About

The about screen will be unique to each profile. Generally, this provides creative credits and legal
attribution.



These buttons allow you to add (and remove) custom keystroke assignments. Use them to assign media
clips to a specific key or key combination.



Use this to create application-specific media clip assignments. For instance, if you have a single
application to which you would like to have unique sound assignment that differ from all other application
sounds, you would use this feature. Clicking "Add" will allow you to browse to select the desired
application. Once it is added, it will show up in the drop down application list. Notice that the events in the
drop down event list now display events that are applicable only to a specific application, omitting for
example, the Start Windows or Shutdown events which would be global.



This window only displays clips which have been assigned to a specific event. To assign additional clips
to the event, drag them over from the left hand file view column. To delete a clip, select in in the right hand
assignment column by clicking it, the press the delete key.



This window displays available media clips, in much the same manner as the Browser. You may audition
clips by double clicking them, and any desired clip can instantly be assigned by dragging it over to the
right hand event window.



Browser

The browser appears very similar to the standard Windows file management tools like Explorer, and
operates similarly. On the left column you may select drives, directories or files. Personal Desktop only
displays file types that it recognizes, so other file types will be "filtered" out of the view to avoid clutter and
confusion. If you see a file you're interested in auditioning, double click it. Click again to end the preview.
If you want to install that file onto the hard drive, just drag it over to the right column. Personal Desktop
will automatically determine the file type and put it in the appropriate media directory.
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Cursors

This tab allows you to easily assign customized cursors. Locate the appropriate cursor directory in the left
hand file column. You can easily view the cursors by clicking them. To assign, just drag the desired cursor
to the right hand column, over the cursor you want to replace.

Remember - if you get carried away, you can always revert back to the default cursors by clicking an
assignment (in the right hand column) and pressing the delete key!



The default for Enable is checked. This function is used to selectively disable or enable specific Windows
events that you want media clips attached to. An audio assignment for any event which is not enabled will
not be active.



This drop down list displays the Windows events to which media clips may be assigned. Each individual
event can have it's own unique assignments.



Icons

In Windows 95, this part of Personal Desktop deluxe allows you to easily assign custom icons to your
normal desktop icons. Clicking on any icon file will display the icon at the bottom of the screen. To assign
an icon, just drag it from the left hand column over to the desired icon on the right. The change should
take effect immediately. To return an icon to it's default assignment, click the icon on the right hand
column and press the delete key.

Although this is the only way to assign icons from within Personal Desktop Deluxe, you can substitute
custom icons for other application icons also:

Win 95 -

1. Right click an application and select Properties.

2. In the application properties window, you should see a Program tab. Select it.

3. At the bottom of the window, select the Change Icon button.

4. Initially you will probably see Windows default icons.

5. In the "Change Icon window, the icon will be displayed. Make sure it's selected and click OK.
6. Close the Application Properties window - it should now display the new icon

Windows 3.1X

The Windows 3.1X version of Personal Desktop Deluxe doesn't have the ability to change icons, but don't

worry - you can still use custom icons! Here's how:

1. From Program Manager, open up a program group and click on the application icon you want to
change.

2. Press the Alt and Enter keys simultaneously to get a program item properties window.

3. Click the Change Icon button

4. Click the Browse button and locate the Personal Desktop Cursor directory. Select the desired icon by
highlighting it, then click "OK."

5. In the Change Icon window, click OK.

6. In the Program Item Properties window, click OK again to finalize.



Installing the Lost World/Jurassic Park Arcade Entertainment Utility

The Lost World/Jurassic Park Entertainment Utility will allow you to customize your PC with customized

icons, cursors, desktop wallpaper, audioclips and screensaver - all based on your favorite movies!

After running the INSTALL.EXE, you will be given a choice of installations:

Default installs a broad selection of each of the file type, but does not install everything. Remember - the
CD contains a lot of information and depending on the amount of hard drive space you have, you
may want to install or change files later. Personal Desktop Deluxe provides a browsing and file
management tool to make this very easy.

Minimal installs only a few of each of the file types in order to conserve hard drive space.

Custom allows the installation of all files by category. From here you can install everything if you have
sufficient hard drive space

Unless you choose the custom install and select all categories, only a limited selection of images and
sounds will be installed initially, and the CD contains many more sounds and screen saver images which
can be installed any time you desire.

The CD-ROM is used as a storage medium only, and is not needed for the actual operation of the sounds
or screen saver images.

Window 3.1x notes

Setup does not automatically install Video for Windows or Win32s on your system. Instead, it will create
program items in your LWJP directory for you to manually launch the Video for Windows installer. If you
experience any difficulties playing video files in Windows 3.1x, run the Video for Windows installer.

If you have the correct CD-ROM in the drive, you can click this button to view files and directories on the
CD immediately. "Dragging and Dropping" media clips from the left hand CD view column to the right
hand sound list will physically copy the files from the CD to the appropriate HD directory, and assign them
to the currently listed event. This simplifies file management and prevents you from assigning sounds on
a CD that might not be present later, when the media clip is activated.



Media Clips

Media Clips are a powerful and fun feature of Personal Desktop. This function allows you to "attach" your
favorite audio and video clips to various Windows events.
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Media directories

Personal Desktop Deluxe uses five separate directories for media storage:
Audio - for WAV audioclip files

Cursor - for custom cursors

Icons - for custom icons

Saver - for video and image screensaver files

Wallpaper - for bmp files displayed on the desktop background.

If you use the browser within Personal Desktop Deluxe to transfer files from the CD-ROM to your hard
drive, files will be copied automatically to the appropriate directory.



Personal Desktop Deluxe

Personal Desktop Deluxe is a "Desktop Customization" utility designed to make it easy and fun to
personalize your computer. It allows you to add and configure customized sounds, images, cursors, icons
and screensavers. It's powerful yet easy to use.

Personal Desktop Deluxe consists of a series of tabbed pages, each corresponding to a specific function.

Profiles

Profiles work similarly to Microsoft Desktop Themes. You may save or create new profiles if you like, and
change them instantly by selecting a new Profile from the drop down list in the profiles tab. If you
purchase additional Entertainment Utilities with Personal Desktop Deluxe, each will install a new profile.
If you have older versions of Personal Desktop, you may create new custom Profiles using your earlier
media clips, wallpaper and screensavers. (Personal Desktop is backwards compatible with the old files,
but it will not read your old Personal Desktop configuration.)



This button sets the media clips to play back in random order. If this button is not set, media clips will
iterate sequentially through the list as they are triggered by successive events. In no case is more than
one clip per event triggered.



This button reloads previous settings



This button allows you to save your current Media Clip settings, if you have made changes that you want
to keep.



Screen Saver

The Screen Saver tab allows you to select any Windows screen saver. Select "Personal Desktop"” in the
screensaver list to activate the Personal Desktop screensaver.
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This allows a user to set a password which must then be entered to quit a screen saver. The computer
will prompt you for the password if you try to exit the screen saver. If an incorrect password (or no
password) is entered, the screen saver will resume operation, disallowing access to the Windows
Desktop. This provides security and privacy for your computer when you are away from it.

The Change button allows you to change your password.

Passwords are global, so whatever password you set for any .SCR file becomes the password for

all .SCR files with the Password Protected option box checked.



Screensaver Settings

Sound Options

Sounds are a lot of fun, and really enhance the impact of a screen saver, but they can sometimes become
intrusive.

The "Full Sound" option gives you all sounds continuously, throughout the operation of the screen saver.
The "Limited Sound" option plays the sounds for a couple of iterations (a minute or two) for the screen
saver, then goes silent for the rest of the duration.

The "No Sound" option mutes the screen saver entirely.

Display Options

1. Delay

This sets the length of time each still image is displayed on the screen.

2. Transition

This option selects one of the several transition effects between images. Choices include Random, Block
Fade, Horizontal Blind, Vertical Blind, Horizontal Wipe, Vertical Wipe, Circular Wipe and Pixel Fade. The
Random selection will cycle a different "fade style" for each image.



Use the up/down arrows to scroll to desired setting (in minutes) or type in a number. This sets the amount
of "inactivity" time that must go by without a keyboard event before the screensaver starts.



Clicking the right hand arrow will display a drop down list of all available screensavers. Select "Personal
Desktop", or any of your other Windows Screensavers.



Click this button to preview selected screensavers. Pressing any key or moving the mouse will cancel the
screensaver preview and return to the desktop.

Uninstalling the Lost World/Jurassic Park Arcade Entertainment Utility

IMPORTANT NOTE: Make sure you exit Personal Desktop before running the

uninstall!

Win3.1X: The installation program will create an uninstall icon in the LWJP Entertainment Utility program
group. Should you desire to delete all of the Lost World/Jurassic Park Entertainment Utility files, double
click this icon.

Windows 95: Click on Start, Settings, Conrol Panel, Add-Remove Programs, and select "Lost
World/Jurassic Park Entertainment Utility" to uninstall.

Please note! If you have added additional media files to your Personal Desktop Media directories, the
directories and additional files will be left intact in an uninstall, and will have to be deleted by the user.
This is a safeguard to prevent the user from accidentally deleting personal media files from other sources
which may have been placed in the Personal Desktop directories.



Wallpaper

The wallpaper tab functions similarly to the browser. Files in the left column can be double clicked to
audition, and dragged from the left column to the right to place them in the wallpaper queue.

Once files are dragged to the right column, you can right-click them to set display characteristics,
including stretched, centered, tiled, tiled and stretched, and make current wallpaper.
