
On the Desktop click the Internet Explorer icon to log on to the 
Internet. The Microsoft Internet Explorer window appears with 
your Home Page displayed. 

The Microsoft Internet Explorer window is similar to that of other 
Windows 98 applications. A menu bar always appears at the top of 
the window, standard buttons,    Links and an Address bar can be 
added if you wish.    Your Home Page or pages of information 
appear in the rest of the window.

Use the Go and Favorites menus or click on the standard buttons 
to access pages on Web sites. When you find a page you are 
interested in, you can save it to a file, print a copy or save its 
address in your list of Favorites for quick access another time.

In the Address Bar you can type the address of any Web site you 
want to visit. You can also click the down arrow in this bar to select 
from the list of the addresses you have accessed recently.

The Links buttons enable you to go to pages such as Best of the 
Web and Microsoft Products. You can also add links to any page 
you want to return to.
