File Open dialog box

The following options allow you to specify which audio stream to open:

File Name
Type or select the filename you want to open. This box lists files with the extension you
select in the List Files of Type box.

List Files of Type

Drives
Select the drive where the streams that you want to open reside.
Directories
Select the directory where the file that you want to open is located.
Network...
Choose this button to connect to a network location, assigning it a new drive letter.



Close command (File menu)

1, 2, 3, 4 command (File menu)

You can use the numbers and filenames listed at the bottom of the File menu to open up to
four most recently opened MPEG audio streams. To do so, simply choose the number that

corresponds with the stream you want to open.



Exit command (File menu)

Status Bar command (View menu)

Status Bar

The status bar is displayed at the bottom of the player window, which appears as

The left area of the status bar describes actions of menu items as you use the arrow keys to
navigate through menus. This area similarly shows messages that describe the actions of
toolbar buttons as you depress them, before releasing them. If after viewing the description
of the toolbar button command you wish not to execute the command, then release the
mouse button while the pointer is off the toolbar button.

Dialog Box Options
When you choose the Switch To command, you will be presented with a dialog box with the
following options:
Task List

Makes the selected application active.
End Task
Closes the selected application.
Cancel
Closes the Task List box.
Cascade
Arranges open applications so they overlap and you can see each title bar. This option
does not affect applications reduced to icons.
Tile
Arranges open applications into windows that do not overlap. This option does not
affect applications reduced to icons.

Arrange Ilcons
Arranges the icons of all minimized applications across the bottom of the screen.



Slider Bar

You may use the slider bar to Fast Forward or Rewind the audio stream by
dragging the slider to the right or to the left. This can be done even when
the stream is being played.
