
Much of the architecture at the sea side of Acre is Turkish (1516-1910). During the 
Crusader period (1099-1291), the properties just inside the walls were given over to 
various religious orders, such as the Dominicans, the Carmelites, the Templars and the 
Hospitallers. Little of what they built can still be seen today, however.
