
A mute reminder of the First Jewish Revolt against Rome, these bronze and iron 
arrowheads were found scattered on house floors in the 1984 excavations. Most are 
triangular or square in cross section, one is flat and roughly leaf-shaped (at right). The 
larger units on the measurement stick are one centimeter long.
