
A silver-plated piece of ancient armor found at Gamla. The piece is hinged at the left 
and provided with holes for thin leather or linen cords to tie it to the cuirass, or leather 
chest-piece. For protection, several dozen of these scales fit over each other, like 
shingles on a roof. Each large unit on the measurement stick is one centimeter.
