
Hippos was built of local stone, a black basalt or volcanic rock, as this view shows. 
These remains were a part of the city’s aqueduct system. The holes in the stones 
allowed air bubbles to escape from the rushing water. Near this site are the ruins of a 
public bath and a large city reservoir.
