ZipWhacker is the first easy-to-use, self-
contained Windows Unzipper that allows you to have multiple ZIP files open at one 
time.

· An easy-to-learn, fast,    professional interface.
· Built-in ZIP 2.x file decompression.
· Zip file window uses new Windows 95 control with column headings. 
· Sorts sub-files by clicking once on heading for ascending order, again for 
descending order.
· Multitasking --    while unzipping one file, can click on another file to view it.
· No more .INI file to worry about!    All information is now stored in the 
registry(Windows information database).
· View and unzip self-extract zip files.
· Unzip all files or single files.
· A built-in text-file viewer.
· Context sensitive help available at all times by pressing F1.
· Help-mode help available on Main screen.

File Open Dialog

Use the File Open dialog box to open an existing ZIP archive file.

Options

·    File Name  
·    Drives  
·    Directories  
·    List Files of Type  

Each .ZIP    file will be opened in its own window.

Tips

·     You can double-click a filename in the listbox to open the file.
·     Use Cntrl+O to access this dialog box without using the menu.



Enter the name of the file to open.    If you type a pattern using a wildcard ( * or ? ) in the File Name box 
and press ENTER, the listbox displays files matching that pattern.



Click the arrow to see a list of all attached drives. Click a drive from the list to see lists of the directories 
and files on that drive. 



Double-click a directory to display files from that directory in the files box.



The only acceptable types are ZIP and certain EXEs.    The acceptable EXEs are self-extracting Zip files. 
Requesting any other type of file will cause an error message to be displayed.



Unzip Dialog

This variant of the Unzip Dialog is used when more than one file is to be Unzipped.    The basic use of this 
dialog is to indicate the disk drive, and directory name to Unzip to.

Options

·    Directory  
·    File Name  
·    Drive  
·    New Subdirectory  



Unzip Dialog

This Unzip Dialog is for use when only one file is to be unzipped.    Choose the drive, directory and 
destination name of the file to be Unzipped.

Options

·    File Name  
·    Save Files as Type  
·    Directory  
·    Drives  



The Directory list box allows selection of the receiving directory for the Unzip operation.    The currently 
selected directory is displayed above the list box. 



Use this checkbox to create a new subdirectory for the Unzip operation.    A text box will open for entry of 
the new name.    The default for the new name will be the base name of the Zip file.



This control is ignored.



Default Options

Use the Default Options box to set the following options:

Options

·    File Dates  



This option controls what date will be used for individual files as they are unzipped.
    Use System Date -    Check this button if you want to use the current date as the file creation date.
    Use original date - Check this button if you want to carry over the files original creation date.



Font Dialog

Use the Font dialog box to select a font and its    characteristics to use in all windows.

The Sample box shows the font in the selected style and    size, as it will appear in windows on your 
display. The selected font will be written to the .INI (Initialization) file and will be the default font until 
changed.

·      Font  
·    Size  
·    Font Style  



Select a font from the displayed list.    These are the fonts that are installed on your system.



Select a size from the displayed list.    Sizes will depend on the chosen font.



Select    your heart's desire from the displayed list.



Point and Click Help Mode

This help mode allows you to point at anything on the screen, and get a description by clicking the 
mouse.

Installing ZipWhacker

Automatic Association of .ZIP Extension
The first time ZipWhacker is run, it will register itself as the program that handles .ZIP files.    This will 
allow you to open a Zip file in Explorer simply by double-clicking a Zip file with the left mouse button.    To 
remove this file association, choose Help, Uninstall from the menu.

Installing ZipWhacker on the Start Menu
From Explorer, just drag-and-drop ZipWhack.exe to the Start button.    Its that simple.



Opening a ZIP Archive File

Select File,    Open from the menu, keyboard shortcut: Cntrl+O, Toolbar shortcut ,
to display the File Open Dialog Box.      Or, from Explorer, just double-click on the desired Zip file.



 To unzip all files from the Zip file:

Click the Extract All button at the bottom of the ZipFile Window.    This will open the Unzip dialog box.



To unzip selected files from the Zip file:

· To select a single file: Select the file with the left mouse button.

· To select a block of files: Select the first file with the left mouse button, then while holding down the 
SHIFT key, select the ending file the same way.

· To select scattered files: Select the desired files with the left mouse button while holding down the 
CNTRL key.

 After selecting the files, click the Extract Marked button to start the Unzip process.    The Unzip Dialog 
Box will be displayed for entry of a folder (directory) name to unzip the files to.

After starting the Unzip function, one of two dialog boxes will be presented.    For a single file, a standard 
Windows File Save As dialog is used.      For multiple files, a special    Unzip To dialog is used.

 Edit Window

The mini-editor works in much the same manner as Windows Notepad, except that the Open file 
command is implemented as File View.

File menu commands:

Close Closes an opened file.
Save Saves an opened file using the same file name.
Save As Saves an opened file to a specified file name.

Edit menu commands

The Edit menu offers the following commands:

Undo Reverse previous editing operation.
Clear Deletes data from the file.
Cut Deletes data from the file and moves it to the clipboard.
Copy Copies data from the file to the clipboard.
Paste Pastes data from the clipboard into the file.
Read Only Toggles the edit mode between Read Only and Edit.



Close command (File menu)

Use this command to close the Edit Window.    If the file has been modified, you will be prompted to save 
before you close. If you close a file without saving, you lose all changes made since the last time you 
saved it.



Save command (File menu)

Use this command to save the active file to with its default name in the current directory. If you want to 
change the name and directory of an existing file before you save it, choose the Save As command.

Shortcuts
Keys: CTRL+S



Save As command (File menu)

Use this command to save the file with a new name/directory.

To save a file with its existing name and directory, use the Save command.



File Save As dialog box

The following options allow you to specify the name and location of the file you're about to save:

File Name
Type a new filename to save a file with a different name.    A filename can contain up to eight 
characters and an extension of up to three characters.    the Edit Window adds the extension you 
specify in the Save File As Type box.

Drives
Select the drive in which you want to store the file.

Directories
Select the directory in which you want to store the file.

Network...
Choose this button to connect to a network location, assigning it a new drive letter. 

<< Add other File Save As dialog box options depending on which ones your application chooses via the 
OFN_ flags of the OPENFILENAME structure used by the CFileDialog. >>



Undo command (Edit menu)

Use this command to reverse the last editing action, if possible..    The Undo command is grayed 
(unavailable) if you cannot reverse your last action.

Shortcuts
Keys: CTRL+Z or

ALT-BACKSPACE



Clear command (Edit menu)

Use this command to delete the selected text.    The deleted text is not moved to the clipboard.



Cut command (Edit menu)

Use this command to remove the currently selected data from the file and put it on the clipboard.    This 
command is unavailable if there is no data currently selected.

Cutting data to the clipboard replaces the contents previously stored there.

Shortcuts
Keys: CTRL+X



Copy command (Edit menu)

Use this command to copy selected data onto the clipboard.    This command is unavailable if there is no 
data currently selected.

Copying data to the clipboard replaces the contents previously stored there.

Shortcuts
Keys: CTRL+C



Paste command (Edit menu)

Use this command to insert a copy of the clipboard contents at the insertion point.    This command is 
unavailable if the clipboard is empty.

Shortcuts
Keys: CTRL+V



Read Only Command (Edit menu)

Use this command to toggle between Read Only and Edit modes.    If current mode is Read Only a check 
will appear to the left of this command.
