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While UnScrolly is free, it is NOT in the public domain; I retain all rights to it. You may distribute 
UnScrolly, providing: 

[1] You do NOT change any code or data or any other part of UnScrolly. 

[2] You MUST include this documentation. 

[3] You may NOT charge anything for UnScrolly; I want it to be FREE. I spent time 
writing UnScrolly, and if I’m not going to make any money off it, I don’t want you 
to either. I specifically exclude commercial time share networks (like CompuServe, 
for example) and BBS’ that charge a fee for membership, but not for individual 
downloads, from the above make–money restriction. I also specifically exclude 
NON–PROFIT user groups from the above make–money restriction if they want to 
include UnScrolly on a disk they sell from their groups disk library. Note that this 
does NOT apply to companies that sell “public domain” software disks for profit.
