This is for everyone that has been talking about how Apple screwed up the keyboard mapping for
System 7, here’s the story for those that don’t own Inside Macintosh:

With system software version 7.0 the following changes in the U.S. ‘KCHR’ resource (0) have been
introduced for greater consistency:

» Since the Shift key is ignored if the Command key is pressed, the ‘KCHR’ resource has been
changed so the Caps Lock key is also ignored if the Command key is pressed.

» Table 14-13 lists the changes in the handling of Option—Shift-key and Option—Caps Lock—key
combinations. These changes are based on the following principles:

» If either the Option—key or the Option—Shift—key combination produces a letter, then the
Option—Caps Lock—key combination should produce the same character as the Option—key,
not the Option—Shift—key, combination.

» If the Option—key combination is a dead key for a particular accent, then the Option—Shift—
key combination produces the accent directly.

* System software 7.0 also includes some changes in default dead-key completers, so that the
completer is a “real” accent character instead of a low-ASCII approxomation. The default
completer is used when a dead key is entered, but the following key is either a space or a key for
a character that cannot take the accent corresponding to the dead key. Table 14-14 summarizes
these changes.
