Open a NetInfo domain
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You can use the NetInfoManager application in /NextAdmin to find 
and open a NetInfo domain in its own window. 
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1 Log in as root on any computer on the network.

If you don't log in as root, you can type the root password if the User 
Authentication panel appears. 
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2 Double-click NetInfoManager in /NextAdmin.

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The title bar of the domain window shows the name of the domain 
database tag and the name of the computer as well as the full 
pathname of the domain.
