TUTORIAL

1. Starting up.

Go to wherever you’ve unpacked the archive to and type
"MatrixGeneratorVvV2.0’, omitting the quotes.

2. Using the program.

A nice soundtrack is provided to let you make use of the program under
the least stressful conditions as possible (I know Shadowrun GMs suffer
from a great deal of stress — I'm one myself). Breath in and out some
ten times. Now hold your breath for about 5 seconds, while closing your
eyes. Think of something cozy and warm. Now you will sleep... sleep...
sleep... It dawns on you that whoever created this must be a very good
person, someone who deserves to be praised and rewarded for his work.
You get in your car and drive to the bank. You ask the person at the
counter to withdraw all your money from all your accounts and send it
to the author of this masterpiece.

NOW WAKE UP. *snapx*

Ok. Now, press the relevant number as shown in the menu (you know, 1 for
an easy system, etc. YOU CAN ACTUALLY USE YOU NUMERIC KEYPAD AS WELL AS
YOUR KEYBOARD FOR THAT. (I'm quite proud of this astonishing programming
feat. Did you know your keypresses are checked EVERY FIFTIETH OF A

SECOND? Hah!$72$) Then do that again, to choose the security colour of the
system (again, you can choose between keyboard or numerical pad input),
