I INSTALLATION/EXITING:
No installation is required.

To run your PowerCD program in:
WINDOWS: With the PowerCD disc in your CD-ROM drive (d:\), select Alt-File-Run "D:\
POWERCD"
Note: Select Alt-File-Run "D:\SETUP" to create a PowerCD icon
DOS: With the PowerCD disc in your CD-ROM drive (d:\), type "GO" and press Enter
MACINTOSH: Insert the PowerCD disc into your CD-ROM drive and click on the
PowerCD icon

To exit your PowerCD program:
Press the "x" key, the "ESC" key, or select "Exit" from (f5) Options

menu.
For the Macintosh you can also press "Cmd-Q" keys

Why do | not hear any audio from my PowerCD program?

Standard CD Audio. Certain PowerCD titles contain "Redbook" (Standard CD) audio which can
also be played on an ordinary CD audio player. To play this audio on a computer either connect a
headphone to the headphone jack on the front of your CD-ROM drive or be sure that the audio
output from your CD-ROM drive is connected to your sound card.

Wave Audio. Certain PowerCD titles contain "Windows Wave" format audio. These titles are
marked "sound card required" on the packaging.

WINDOWS:

Standard CD Audio: To play this audio be sure that your computer has the appropriate CD Audio
drivers installed and that the audio output from your CD-ROM drive is connected to an amplifier
or headphones. See your Windows and CD-ROM drive manuals for detailed instructions.

Wave Audio: To play this audio be sure your computer has the appropriate Wave audio drivers
installed for your particular brand of sound card.

DOS:
Audio: Audio is not supported because the PowerCD DOS version is designed primarily for fast
referencel/library access to text and photos.

MAC:
No additional hardware is required. Plays Standard CD Audio and Wave Audio.

Is a mouse necessary to use my PowerCD program?

No. Your PowerCD program is designed for maximum usability and efficiency with a keyboard.
Note the PowerCD Speed Keys listed on the jewel case liner, in the program Help file, or in the
section below.

My mouse does not work in the PowerCD DOS program?

Your mouse driver must be loaded in your AUTOEXEC.BAT or CONFIG.SYS file prior to loading
your PowerCD program. Consult your mouse and DOS operating manuals for further
information.

Why does Autoread not work?
Autoread works only within Windows. Press h for Help from your PowerCD program for further
information.

Where is the Windows/Macintosh Title Bar?

PowerCD does not use the Windows or Macintosh Title Bar, replacing it instead with its own title
bar. A single PowerCD CD-ROM disc can be used on any Windows, DOS, or Macintosh personal
computer. The PowerCD program runs the same on each of these computer systems permitting
users to concentrate on the information on the disc instead of figuring out how to use the



program.

Can | run my PowerCD program with other Windows programs?

Yes. Your PowerCD program is fully-compatible Windows program. To switch to other Windows
programs while running your PowerCD program simply use the Alt-Tab key combination or the
Ctrl-Esc key combination for the Task List. See your Windows Operating Manual for further
instructions.

My Macintosh keyboard does not have F1-F5 keys. Can | use the Cmd1-Cmd5 keys?
Yes. Your PowerCD program recognizes the Cmd1-Cmd5 keys as if they were F1-F5 keys.

How do | print with my PowerCD DOS program?

The preferred method of printing in DOS is to print the desired material to a file. Then using any
word processor simply format the material as desired and print.

V. GETTING STARTED WITH YOUR POWERCD PROGRAM:

The following is also printed on the PowerCD jewel case liner.

Getting Started

Use the Overture and Index. References appear as blue text and are selected with the
LeftMouseButton or (f2) Reference. Return to 10 previous selections with the RightMouseButton
or the Backspace key. For Help select the h key or (f5)Options--Help.

Overture

The main PowerCD program consists of multimedia Presentations that play automatically in a
pre-set order. While watching the Overture, select any blue Reference with either your
LeftMouseButton or (f2) Reference. Select (f3) GoTo--Overture TOC for the Overture Table of
Contents. Select (f1) Overture to return to where you last were in the Overture.

Index

The Index contains an organized listing of everything on the PowerCD disc. (f3) GoTo--Index or
the i key to return to your last place in the Index. Uppercase | takes you to the first page of the
Index.

AutoView



(f3) GoTo--VIEW TOC for the VIEWer Table of Contents to select a photo, video, or animation.
Then (f5) Options--AutoView On/Off for AutoView to consecutively display every View for
approximately 10 seconds. Select (f2) Reference for more information on a View.

AutoRead -- Reading Text and Questions Aloud (Windows only)

If you have a MonologueTM voice synthesizer program installed with a sound card, your
PowerCD program can automatically read text aloud with a synthesized voice. Select (f5)
Options--Help to learn more about the AutoRead feature.

Questions and Exams

Questions are a powerful PowerCD program feature. GoTo a Question from a Reference, from
the Index, or with (f3) GoTo--QUES TOC. Generate an Exam of any length by selecting (f3)
GoTo--EXAM New. Once you've taken an Exam, use (f3) GoTo--EXAM--Results to go back and
forth between Exam Results and each Question/Explanation.

Advanced PowerCD and keyboard users will enjoy the benefits of Speed Keys.

help - Displays an extensive Help file

Exit - Ends the PowerCD program

overture - Goes to the last position in the Overture

Overture Table of Contents (TOC) - Displays the Overture Table of Contents
presentation file - Goes to the last-viewed Presentation file

Presentation file TOC - Displays the Table of Contents for all Presentation files
tEXT file - Takes you to the last-viewed TEXT file

TEXT file TOC - Displays a list of the Table of Contents for all TEXT files
VIEW file - Takes you back to the last-viewed VIEW file

VIEW file TOC - Displays a Table of Contents for all VIEW files
qUEStion file - Takes you to the last-viewed QUEStion file

QUEStion file TOC - Displays the Table of Contents of all QUEStion files
Exam - Displays a customizable exam

ExaM Results - Displays the results of the most recent exam

glossary - Displays a list of glossary terms

index - Returns you to the last place in the Index

Index - Takes you to the first page of the Index

contents - Takes you to the Contents of the file

Find Page number - Asks you for the desired page number

AutoPlay On/Off - Toggles AutoPlay on and off
