The CoolTalk Watchdog

The CoolTalk Watchdog is an application that can accept CoolTalk calls when the CoolTalk application is
not currently loaded. When you are invited to a call by another user, the CoolTalk Daemon will
automatically start the CoolTalk application so that you don’t miss the invitation.

Usually the Watchdog is placed in the Startup program group so that it is started when you boot the
computer. If you don’t want the Watchdog to be active, you should remove it from the Startup program
group.

When the Watchdog is active, its icon will appear in the TaskBar Status Tray. In order to suspend the
Watchdog’s functionality, double click on its icon. When it is suspended, a red stop sign will appear over
its icon.
