6.	"Highlight" Protocol.





7.	"Click" on add.





8.	Under manufacturers "Double click" on Microsoft.





9.	Under Network Protocols "Click"  "IPX/SPX-compatible"





10.	Click on  the OK button, which will return you to the main Network screen.  "Click" on


	the OK button again.





11.	At this time, WIN'95 will prompt you to reboot your workstation in order for the changes


	that you have made take effect.
