MenuEv has version information built into it.    So, during installation, you should ensure 
that you are not overwriting a newer version of MenuEv.

The argument MenuText holds the string displayed on the menu bar.
The argument Flags holds the flags set by the menuing system.    They are defined in 
FLAGS.TXT, found in the SAMPLE.ZIP file.    Here are the values:

Flag Description
MF_BITMAP Item is a bitmap.
MF_CHECKED Item is checked.
MF_DISABLED Item is disabled.
MF_GRAYED Item is grayed.
MF_MOUSESELECT Item was selected with a mouse.
MF_OWNERDRAW Item is an owner-drawn item.
MF_POPUP Item contains a pop-up menu.
MF_SYSMENU Item is contained in the System menu.

The argument Tag holds the Tag property of the menu item selected.    This menu property 
can be set either at run-time or design-time (in the properties window; use the combo-box 
to select the appropriate menu control and fill in the Tag property).
The argument HelpContextID holds the HelpContextID property of the menu item selected. 
This menu property can be set in the menu definition window or in the properties window 
at design-time.



MenuEvent Event Example
In this example, the labels caption is set to the tag of any menu item selected. To try this 
example, paste the code into the Declarations section of a form that contains a label.    
Clear the labels caption.    Add a few menu items and set the Tags to something 
meaningful. Then press F5 and play with the menu.

To try this 
example, paste the code into the Declarations section of a form that contains a label.    Set 
the labels caption to Ready.    Add a menu item or two.    Then press F5, select one of the 
menu items, and then click on the form.
