Okay folks, here is Sledge, teaching you, how to sniff in memory in Windows95/98 with Softice.


This is what you need:





a PC


a copy of Winfuck 95 or 98


a copy of Numegaã Softice for Windows


a copy of Clonk 4 ( get it of a shareware cd )


some experience in softice


a Brain or two ( that is the important thing what you need, if you crack )





REMEMBER: I will not teach you how to install and configure Softice

Powerup your computer and start Clonk 4. Press "Spiel starten" and wait a moment until the main screen pops up. Go to the menu "Optionen" and select "Clonk 4 registrieren...".


Enter a Name, like [[Sledge '99]] and a random number, like 1234555.


Press Ctrl+D and do a search for your serial string


s 30:0 L FFFFFFFF "1234555"


Softice pops up with a number in the near of 0030:80xxxxxx. xxxxxx is different for each computer.


Now breakpoint this location:


bpr 0030:[location] 0030:[location]+7 RW


Press Ctrl+D to leave Softice. Now press OK on the registration window.


Sofice pops back giving you:


Break due to BPR #0030:[location] 0030:[2ndLocation] RW.


Now look at the code window. You see, that windows executes a KERNEL!HMEMCPY.


Remember that ! No risk, no fun. Now disable your breakpoint:


bd 0


Exit winice by pressing Ctrl+D. Now Clonk 4 pops up with a window, saying that your number is wrong. Now press again Ctrl+D for your ass-kicking softice. Search again for your number, but remember: HMEMCPY = Highmemcopy. Your number isn't stored in the 0030:8-area, but in the 0030:C-area:


s 30:C L FFFFFFFF "1234555"


Now we really sniff in the memory. Every time softice pops up you enter


d [GivenLocation] L 100





HINT:  if you see something like this :


             1234555".0167:BF


             E1A000 Len=00001


you can go on with your search, because you have found the buffer of, yes, softice and it has no use. just go on with your search.


some searches and displayings later, you will see your number displayed in the softice-window.


Congratulation, you sniffed in your memory and retrieved your right serial number. Write it down and have register it !


in example, my number would be:





[[Sledge '98]]


2653632193

P.S.: Look out for "Cracking Clonk 4, let it display your Number ! "
