Music Man is the music manager for Mac OS X. Music Man can be used to:

play Audo CDs, unencrypted-WMA, MP3, OGG and WAV files

MP3, WMA, and OGG music formats allow you to put over 10 hours of CD quality
music on a single CD. These digital music CDs are playable on your computer, on
portable CD players, and on car CD players.

MP3, WMA and OGG music formats allow you to put as much as 4 hours of music on a
64mb flash media’. Flash media is playable on your computer or on portable digital
music players.

With Music Man you create play lists, burn them to CDs, copy them to flash media, or
convert their music to another format. Using play lists makes it easy to create another
copy of a CD if the original is lost".

Music Man allows you to easily create a library that includes music from any the folders
on your computer (including across multiple users and hard disks), so that you can
easily find and choose files from all the music on your computer.
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Music Man’s play lists allows you to organize MP3s, WMAs and OGGs into folders, so
that you can to skip to the next folder with the click of a button (a feature supported by
the latest MP3 players) during playback. As well, play lists allows you to decide the
order in which the songs are stored, so they playback in the order you want.

Music Man also supports both ID3 v1 & v2 tag formats so that your MP3 CD player

displays the correct information. Music Man has a built-in erase feature so you can erase
and re-use CD-RWs.
