Quick tutorial

CREATE A NEW AGENDA
Let's create a new agenda, to learn how one is made and what they consist of.
Click VIEW OR EDIT AGENDAS from the main menu

Click NEW to make a new agenda

Type in TEST AGENDA 5 in the text box and click OK

That will be the name of our new agenda.

The EDITING AGENDA screen will appear, and you're now ready to add some steps. Each agenda
consists of several steps you want AutoWinNet to run.

For example, go get a new file list, download a file, upload a file, etc.

Click FTP to create a FTP step.

The FTP SERVICES window should now appear, listing several possible FTP sites for you to visit. In the
dialog on the left, oak.oakland.edu should be listed. If it's not there, click NEW then type in
oak.oakland.edu.

Single click on oak.oakland.edu in the FTP SITES listbox. The buttons in the FUNCTION section
should now come to life.

Click REFRESH and the SELECT DIRECTORIES or the REFRESH dialog will appear.

Now, if you have visited oak.oakland.edu before, then you will see all the oak.oakland.edu directories
listed up top. When you click on one, it appears in the text line at the bottom.

Since we've never been here before, highlight the lower text box, and type in /SimTel/win3 then click the
SELECT button.

That tells AutoWinNet to FTP to oak.oakland.edu, and get all the directories under /SimTel/win3, which is
naturally all the Windows file directories they have.

The next time this dialog appears when you choose oak.oakland.edu, you'll see a ton of directories you
can select from.

After you clicked DONE, you should now be back at FTP SERVICES

Since one agenda item is okay for our first try, click on the EXIT button to save your new agenda to disk,
and exit



The EDITING AGENDA dialog should have one entry:
Connect to oak.oakland.edu, refresh file list from /SimTel/win3

So click on EXIT then click the OK button on the AGENDAS dialog.

Please Mote:

If you want to see the Agenda run right now, press the RUN button during your
agenda edit.

This runs the agendas listed in the right listbox at a later time. You will be prompted for the exact time
and daet in which to start your agendas. Once you press WAIT, AutoWinNet will minimize and wait for
the desired day/time. And when it arrives, he will pop up and begin running the agendas you have
scheduled.

QUICK TIP: Double click the DATE field to get a calendar. You can then simply scroll through the
months/years/days and choose which day you want.

Please Mote:

Most Internet sites do maintenance late during the evening. If you run an agenda during this time, you
will probably get many errors or time-outs logging onto the FTP sites.

While waiting for an Agenda to run, youll notice the buttons have changed (if you restore the minimized
program). You can now (while waiting) tell AutoWinNet to stop waiting, or continue.



Watching your agenda run

During the actual run, you can watch up top, as each step of your agenda takes place. And on
the bottom listbox, communication proceeds between AutoWinNet and your Internet site.

KILL

Stop the running agenda immediately.

Please Mote:

The KILL button will terminate all agendas, and exit the program. Be very careful when using this
button, since it makes the Winsock unstable if used over and over and over and over.

RE-EDIT

Goes back into the agenda editor with your current agenda. This is designed for creating and running
temporary agendas - do NOT click RE-EDIT on your favorite agenda. It will be wiped out.

HIDE

Minimize AutoWinNet while it's running your agenda.

QUICK TIP: Use the RE-EDIT button! It saves lots of time when you simply want to run an agenda,
then re-edit the same name to perform more steps.

BEFORE REPORTING A PROBLEM:

Make sure your Winsock is connected, and you are logged into the Internet. 99.9999% of all problems
are resolved if you just RESTART WINDOWS, and re-dial/login to your Internet provider. Winsock
(especially Trumpet's) is very unstable and can become hosed for almost any reason whatsoever. We
test new versions of AutoWinNet for almost THIRTY HOURS before shipping them out, so we know they
work and function properly. If you are having difficulty, we will attempt to resolve your problem as soon
as possible.

AutoWinNet doesnt work with TIA
Thats right, and it never will. TIA merely emulates a SLIP account, however its not a true SLIP
connection. Therefore, AutoWinNet cant do anything with it.

| can't get onto any FTP sites
The most frequent cause of this is your CONFIGURATION. Make sure your login name and host name
are correct. If you full address is physics@computek.net, then your login name is physics and your host
name is computek.net

NETCOM is my provider, and AutoWinNet frequently times out
Netcom, in general is slower than all the other providers because of their large volume of members. Try
at a non-peak time, or obtain another Internet provider in your area.

Is there any way to have a list of News Groups to post to (similar to mailing lists)? If not,
then How can | select more than 1 news group for a post (I tried both the shift and ctrl
keys)?

News group reading, multi-newsgroup posting and mail retrieval and reading are due out in version 2.0

How do | create a custom login to an FTP site?
To create a custom login at a FTP site, choose FTP from the agenda editor, select a site in the listbox,
and click the EDIT button. Custom logins are used for security at some FTP sites. If you are a system
admin, or have an actual "REAL ACCOUNT" at an FTP site, you will be required to enter your name and
password (instead of anonymous and your address)



Is AutoWinNet crippleware?
No, no no. We have designed AutoWinNet so that you can VIEW all your steps, how to create them, and
how to customize them for your own needs. The only thing disabled in the Lite version is actually
RUNNING mail, web and usenet features. FTP is still fully functional, and is what most people utilize.
The features listed here obviously work, otherwise, people wouldn't be buying it (and trust me, they're
buying a LOT of it). So if you're happy and content with AutoWinNet Lite, | encourage you to get
AutoWinNet Professional. Otherwise, continue using the Lite version to your heart's desire.

I had an unknown problem.. now what?
Be sure to read over the help file, so you don't duplicate someone else's reported problem. Then turn on
VERBOSE LOGGING in your configuration, and try to reproduce your problem. After gathering all that,
send me your log, along with your config file (uuencode them first) to: physics@computek.net, and | will
try to resolve whatever difficulty you may be having.



It just sat there

Make sure your agenda has some items in it. If your agenda is empty, it will appear to just sit and wait.
Another problem may be with your WINSOCK. Frequently, a winsock dialer will time-out and hang up on
your Internet provider without telling you. Then, no matter what you do, all your Internet programs just do

nothing.

Make sure you're still connected, and the WINSOCK dialer has not hung up.



Kept saying "Retrying site” and did nothing

If AutoWinNet does not log successfully on a site, it will "hammer" until it gets on. You can tell
AutoWinNet not to hammer at any sites, or you can specify how many times you want it to try getting on

your FTP site before it quits.

Both of these features are adjustable in the OPTIONS section (a button on the main menu)



It keeps timing out, no matter what | do

The Internet is probably just REAL busy, and everything will run slow. Try at a later time, or earlier time
of the day.

If that still doesn't help, contact AutoWinNet technical support.



It just sits there... Nothing is happening

Your WINSOCK program (Trumpet, Internet in a Box (tm)) probably timed out and hung up. If nothing
runs, and all your Internet programs simply die and time out, chances are you're no longer connected to

the Internet.

Check your WINSOCK settings in TCPMAN.EXE (trumpet winsock) and increase your inactivity timeout.



The file manager does nothing
It's disabled in the Lite version.

FTP is the ONLY thing that works in the Lite version. Upon purchasing the Professional Version, you get
mailing lists, sending mail, spell checking outgoing messages, posting to USENET, obtaining WWW
pages, and the full-featured file manager (which includes internal PKZIP support and
charts/graphs/reports of your Internet file database).

To create a custom login at a FTP site, choose FTP from the agenda editor, select a site in the listbox,
and click the EDIT button.

Custom logins are used for security at some FTP sites. If you are a system admin, or have an actual
"REAL ACCOUNT" at an FTP site, you will be required to enter your name and password (instead of
anonymous and your address)

FTP stands for File Transfer Protocol. You are most likely accustomed to calling various Bulletin Boards
around town, and downloading files over your modem.

An FTP site is much like a bulletin board, where you can view file listings and decide which ones you
would like to try out. Unfortunately, most of these sites do not have file descriptions. So when you
download a file, you must look through it to determine what exactly it does.

All FTP sites have a variety of free or shareware programs available. The shareware principle is simple:

Try the program for a few weeks. If you like it, send the author a little money, and he will give
you a "enhanced" version, or one without nagging reminders.



There are hundreds of thousands of shareware and freeware programs available. You are sure to find
something you like, but searching for it is half the battle. And always remember: Virus scan everything
you download!

It's best to be safe rather than sorry.

Most FTP sites are organized into directories. And the pathnames have a forward slash rather than a
backward slash (which takes some adjusting to!)

The public programs are commonly in the /PUB directory and its subdirectories.

For example:  Many Unix programs will be in /PUB/UNIX and Ms-Dos programs in /PUB/MSDOS and of
course, Windows programs in /PUB/WINDOWS  or  /PUB/WIN3

These are organized into further subdirectories, depending on what type of program it is.

For example: File utilities (directory listers, etc...) might be in  /PUB/MSDOS/FILEUTIL and
WordPerfect enhancements in  /PUB/MSDOS/WP6

For the most part, trial and error is the best method of finding files you like.

REFRESH

Refresh directories from a FTP site. In order for AutoWinNet to give you files to browse, and possibly
download, you must first connect with a site, and get his directory structure. That way, you can pick and
choose directories that you are interested in (for example: /WINDOWS, /MSDOS) and tell AutoWinNet to
get a file listing from those.

QUICK TIP: REFRESH means to get the directory structure from the FTP site. DOWNLOAD will let
you download a file off the FTP site. Your usual order of things is: REFRESH to get a file
listing/directory listing. Then click DOWNLOAD to pick some files from those directories that you want.

Please Mote:

BE VERY CAREFUL - most FTP sites contain several GIG of files, and recursing a large site will result in
you being one miserable camper. Your database will quickly fill up, and your program will run slower
because of the lag.

Linked entries - exclude any directories that are links rather than real directories
Directories starting with . - Directories that are messages/wasteful dirs.
Recursion limits:

Directory levels - how many directories deep should AutoWinNet go?

Directories - how many total directories to process

Files - how many total files to process

SUBJECT:

The subject of your message.

ATTACHMENTS:

Like most great mail programs, AutoWinNet allows you to attach files in messages. These files are then
encoded with UUENCODE and sent to their recipients. Mailers such as Pegasus mail, registered Eudora
and Internet in a Box support uuencoded attachments.

If your mailer does not support these, then you can download a good uudecoder from just about
anywhere on the Internet.

The BROWSE button obviously lets you look around for the file you want to attach.

Mailing lists contain more than one address that you want your message to go to. For example, if | had
two supervisors that wanted E-MAIL each month containing what work | have done, | would mail two
separate letters each month:

One to major@info.com

and another to asstmajor@info.com

So instead of writing two messages every month, | could automate a message and include both of those
people in my mailing list.

To create a new mailing list, click the EDIT MAILING LISTS button.

And to add the members of a mailing list to your TO: listbox, simply double-click on the mailing list
name. All of the addresses will be searched, and added up top.



Editing Mailing Lists

This allows either creating a new mailing list, or editing an already existing one.

The directions are very simple. Highlight all the addresses under MEMBERS that you want included in a
new mailing list, then type in the name of that list up top.

MEMBERS

And quite time
consuming. AutoWinNet allows broadcasting messages quickly and easily - with a very attractive
interface:

EUDORA offers a comma-separated list, but it looks like this:

You see his name appear up there?
Now type "HOWDY WILLIAM!" in the SUBJECT: section.
So we're all set. We have a recipient for our message, a subject, and now we just need to type in a
message.

Click on EDIT, and NOTEPAD appears.

Cursor down a couple of lines below the SUBJECT: portion of your message, then type "Hi there John.
Just testing out the New AutoWinNet"

And choose FILE, then SAVE from the menu.
Now close down NOTEPAD by choosing FILE then EXIT.
Ok. We have our message, and we're ready to send it. So click POST and this message will be added
to your current agenda.
ADDING A MAILING LIST
Included with your AutoWinNet package are several sample mailing list

If you pull this up into NOTEPAD, you'll notice that it also consists of several E-MAIL addresses, each on
aline. You can edit this file with NOTEPAD or choose EDIT MAILING LISTS from the mail dialog.

Find the list: SAMPLE in the mailing list box near the bottom of our mail dialog. Now double-click on it,
and you'll notice it dissappears, and a whole bunch of addresses appear up top in the TO: listbox.

Since you have a few addresses up there, let's go ahead and write them all a letter.
Type "test message" in the SUBJECT portion, then click on EDIT MSG like you did before. NOTEPAD

will come up, with a SUBJECT: portion already filled out for you. Now simply cursor down a couple of
lines below the subject, and type in a sample message.



When done, choose FILE then SAVE from NOTEPAD's menu and exit out.

When back to our mail dialog, click POST and this message will be added to your current agenda.



Don't abuse mail

Please don't abuse E-MAIL by sending tons of useless messages. And definately do not send multiple
messages to the same person.

Be fowarned, anyone who decides to include my E-MAIL address 100 times in their mailing list will
receive ten-fold that amount in theirs :-)

You can send files to any FAX machine by using the following format in your TO: section of the message:

The first and second line are the header that will appear on the fax, and the phone number backward
looks like: 2.9.2.6.1.4.6.4.1.2.1 (that's a BBS number 1-214-641-6292)

So to fax that bbs:
remote.printer. DAVESMITH/HI_THERE_DAVE@2.9.2.6.1.4.6.4.1.2.1.tpc.int

That huge address would go in the TO: section of your message and you can put anything you want in
the SUBJECT section.
