1.2 Rush Help -- Using AmigaGuide

Using AmigaGuide® with Rush

AmigaGuide® can be invoked from within Rush with the Help key or
selecting the AmigaGuide® menu item under the Help menu.

Once the AmigaGuide® window is opened, Rush’s window can be activated
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again and the Help key can be pressed while the mouse is over any area
of Rush’s window. AmigaGuide® will then update to show help on this
area of Rush’s window.

The Help key can also be pressed while the mouse is over a menu item
and help will be shown on that menu item.

If the Help is pressed over an area that Rush does not know about the
table of contents will be shown.

When inside any of the windows that open on Rush, it does not matter
where the mouse is when the Help key is pressed, the help will explain
the entire window.

1.3 Rush Help -- Keystrokes

Activates the
directory string gadget
on the active
side.

Toggles between ascending and descending

Toggles between directories first and directories mixed

Cycles the

sort
type between: name, size, date.
Shift-0 cycles backwards.

The following keystrokes are active during
internal commands
(copy, move,
delete, protect, and size).

Esc
Abort the current command.

Space
Pause the current command.

1.4 Rush Help -- Mouse

Mouse

LeftButton
The left mouse button selects the side that is clicked on. If the
mouse is above a gadget it will execute the gadgets functions.

MiddleButton
The middle mouse button can execute any
internal command

The command the middle button executes can be changed using the

Miscellaneous settings window
Before the command is executed
whatever side the mouse is over 1is activated.

RightButton
The middle mouse button can execute any
internal command

The command the right button executes can be changed using the

Miscellaneous settings window
Before the command is executed
whatever side the mouse is over 1is activated.

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1.5 Rush Help -- Requesters

Requesters

This section explains the requesters that can come up while using Rush.
When Rush is executing

internal commands

regular DOS requesters are
disabled. There are five different requesters, one is a general error
requester and the other four are specific to the current operation.

General Error Requester
The general error requester will come up for errors which you can only
retry or cancel. The requester will say, "Error: could not command
filename" and give a reason why the error occurred. Command is the
operation that failed and filename is the file the error occurred on.

Your choices will be: Retry, SkipErrors, Skip, and Cancel.
Retry will retry the operation that failed.

SkipErrors will skip the operation on this file and any other
errors that occur during this operation. Errors that are skipped
are added to the error list with the Skipped column set to Yes.
The error list can be shown with the

ShowErrors

menu item.

Skip will skip the operation on this file and the error requester
will be shown again if another error occurs.

Cancel will abort the current operation.

Delete Requester
The delete requester will come up if you have ask deletion option on.
The requester will say, "You cannot get back what you delete!, Ok to
delete file?, Selected: # file(s) # dir(s)". File
is the file that will be deleted. # are the number of files and
directories that are selected.

Your choices will be: Delete, DeleteAll #, Skip, and Cancel.
Delete will delete the file and ask again for the next file.
DeleteAll # will delete the file and all the following selected
files. # is the total number of selected files and directories,
this is not the actual number of files that will be deleted, it
is the number of selected files.
Skip will not delete the file and ask again for the next file.

Cancel will abort the delete operation.

See the Delete Options in the
Internal Commands settings window
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for information on setting the ask deletion option.

Protected From Deletion Requester
The protected from deletion requester will come up if a file is
protected from deletion and it is trying to be deleted. It will say,
"Could not Delete file, file is protected from deletion", where file
is the file trying to be deleted.

Your choices will be: Delete, DeleteAll, SkipProtect, Skip,
and Cancel.

Delete will overwrite the protection bits and delete the
file, and ask again for the next file that is protected from
deletion.

DeleteAllProtect # will overwrite the protection bits and delete
all files that are protected from deletion. # is the total number

of selected files and directories

SkipProtected will not delete this or any file that is protected
from deletion.

Skip will not delete this file, and it will ask again for the next
file that is protected form deletion.

Cancel will abort the delete operation.

Copy Requester
The copy requester will come up if you have the askover write option

on for copy/move. It will say, "file already exists", and give the
size, protection bits, date, and time of both the source and
destination files. File is the file that already exists on the

destination side.
Your choices will be: Replace, ReplaceAll, SkipAll, Skip, and Cancel.

Replace will replace the file and ask again for the next file that
exists.

ReplaceAll will replace the file and all files that exist after
that.

Skip will skip the file and ask again for the next file that
exists.

SkipAll will skip the file and all files that exist.
Cancel will abort the copy operation.

See the Copy Options in the
Internal Commands settings window
for information on setting the askover write option.

Read, Write, and Delete Protected Requester
Starting with AmigaDOS 2.0 the filesystem allows files to be protected
from reading and writing. This requester will come up if one these files
read or written. It will say "Could not command file, file is protected
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from deletion, reading, or writing". Command is the operation
that failed and file is the file that is protected from deletion,
reading, or writing.

Your choices will be: OverWriteProtection, SkipProtected, Skip,
Cancel.

OverWriteProtection will overwrite the file and ask again for the
next file that is protected.

SkipProtected will skip the file and all files that are protected.

Skip will skip the file and ask again for the next file that is
protected.

Cancel will abort the operation.

1.6 Rush Help -- Error Messages

Error Messages

This section explains some of the messages that might be shown by
Rush. Most of the messages are shown in a requester, but some are
shown in the

status area

Most of the messages are errors, but

some are just warnings or helpful information. Below is an explanation
of each of the messages, there are three sections labeled error requester,
shell message, or status message. Error requester means an error
requester shows the error. Shell message means the message is printed
to the shell that Rush is run from. Status message means the message
is shown in the

status area

Error requesters

Could not open the preference file.

There were errors in the preference file. Run Rush from a Shell to
see the errors when they are printed.

Could not iconify Rush, Workbench might be not be opened.
Online help requires AmigaGuide

Could not CreateGadgets.

Could not Lock xxx

Error reading xxx

Could not save settings as xxx yyy
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Rush.guide file not found in the AmigaGuide path
Could not lock PublicScreen xxx.
Could not OpenScreen, xxx
where xxx is on of the following:
monitor not available.
new chipset not available.
memory not available.
chip memory not available.
public screen already open.

Shell messages

NOTE: nothing was done, pattern gadget might have an unwanted value.

There were errors, check ShowErrors to see a full description.

1.7 Rush Help -- Cli Options

Cli Options and Workbench Tooltypes

The Cli options and the Workbench tooltypes are the same except that the
screen type must have SCREEN= in front of it for the Workbench tooltypes.
The first six options are the screen type.

The Cli options and Workbench tooltypes overwrite the options that are
in the preference file.

WB/S Open Rush as a window on the Workbench screen.
HIRES/S Open on a HiRes screen.

SHR=SUPERHIRES/S Open on a SuperHiRes screen.
PRO=PRODUCTIVITY/S Open on a Productivity screen.

NOLACE/S Open on a non-interlace screen.

LACE/S Open on an interlace screen.

L=LEFT/K/N TopEdge of Rush’s window or screen
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T=TOP/K/N LeftEdge of Rush’s window or screen

W=WIDTH/K/N Width of Rush’s window or screen.

H=HEIGHT/K/N Height of Rush’s window or screen.

D=DEPTH/K/N Depth of Rush screen.

PS=PUBSCREEN/K Open on specific pubscreen.

PREFS/K Used to specify prefs file to use on startup. If a
prefs file is specified then RUSH.PREFS will NOT
be read.

DISPLAYID/K Used to specify any screen type to open. The

DisplayID’s are listed in C include files if
you have them.
ICON=STARTICONIFY/K Start Rush in the iconified state.
AREXX=MACRO/K Execute the specified Arexx script when Rush
is started. \

The following tooltypes are used by Workbench when a program is
started in the WBStartup drawer.

DONOTWAIT Workbench will not wait for the program to finish
before executing the next program in the drawer.
WAIT=# The number of seconds for Workbench to wait before

executing the next program in the drawer.
STARTPRI=# Order Workbench will execute programs in the drawer,
higher priority program will execute first.

1.8 Rush Help -- Concepts

Concepts unique to Rush

This section explains some of the ideas that are unique to Rush.

Sort Lists
The sort list is a list of directories with a
sort
tag
connected to each directory. When a directory is loaded into one of
the
listviews
, the name of the directory is compared to each of the
directories in the sort list, if the directory is found the

listview

sort

options will be changed to the wvalues in the sort
list for that directory. The directory names in the sort list can

also include AmigaDOS wildcards.
An example sort list might look like this:

sortlist DIR "dh2:downloads" SORT dscend BY date WITH dirsmixed DISPLAY date
sortlist DIR "#7?2" SORT ascend BY name WITH dirsfirst DISPLAY size

When a directory is loaded what this would do is check to see if the
directory name is "dh2:downloads", if is was it would load that
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directory and sort it descending by date with directories and files
mixed and displaying the date. Since the last entry in the sort list
is "#?", which matches any directory, if any other directory other than
"dh2:downloads" is loaded it will be sorted ascending by name with
directories before files and displaying the file size.

The sort list can be changed in the
Listview settings window

Archive Extract List, Archive List List, Double Click List
These three things are very similar, the only difference is what list
gets searched. When the archive extract
center gadget
is pressed the
archive extract list is searched. When the archive list
center gadget
is pressed the archive list list is searched. When a file in <
one of
the
listviews
is double clicked on the double click list is searched.

Since the three lists work the same, only the the archive extract list
will be explained here. The archive extract list contains three
fields, an extension, a pattern, and a command. The extension is a
string that will be compared to the selected filename, it can include
AmigaDOS wildcards. The pattern is a template of up to 64 bytes that

will be compared to the contents of the selected file. The command is
the command that will get executed on the selected file if the
extension and pattern match the file. 1If the extension or pattern is

blank it will be ignored, this allows only one of the two to be
provided.

This makes it so only one archive extract command is need, rather then
one for each different archive type, and since the archive list is

configurable, new archive types can be added to it.

An example archive extract list might look like this:

ArchExtList EXT "" PATTERN "?7?-1h?-" COMMAND "lha -M x %s"
ArchExtList EXT "#7?.tar" PATTERN "" COMMAND "tar xvf %s"

When archive extract is executed it first look to see if the file had
"??-1h?-" as the first seven bytes of the file. If it did, lha would
be executed on the file. 1If did not, the filename would be compared
to "#7?.tar", if it matched, tar would be executed on the file.

A question mark in the pattern will match any character.

The archive extract list and archive list list can be changed in the

Archive settings window

The double click list can be changed in the

Double Click settings window
Select List
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The select list is a list of the selected files or directories. This
list contains the selected items from the

listviews

and the selected
items from directories that are not currently being displayed. The
idea is that items can be selected, then another directory can be
loaded, and when the original directory is loaded again the files will
still be selected. When a directory is loaded and it has selected
items, the first selected item will be visible so the user knows
there are selected items.

1.9 Rush Help -- Hints

Common Problems and Helpful Hints

Common Problems

Make sure you are running release levels of the AmigaDOS, beta
version known to have problems. For example v40.2 of AmigaGuide
has a problem that will cause Rush to crash.

Helpful Hints

Resident commonly used
external commands
and double click commands.
This greatly increases the speed even on machines with fast
harddisks. An example of a commonly used program might be a reader
program that gets executed when a text file is double clicked on.

1.10 Rush Help -- About

I started writing Rush on June 25 1991 and programmed it during my
senior year in college and evenings when I am not working my real 7job.
The ideas behind Rush are to keep is simple yet make it powerful and
flexible enough to do its job. Another strong idea is the use the
AmigaOS as much as possible and not try to create my own 3-d look just
for AmigaDOS 1.3 compatibility. Gadtools and boopsi are used for
gadgets, locale.library is used for localization, and AmigaGuide® is
used for online help. Rush is not just AmigaDOS 3.0 compatible, like
some other programs, it uses all the features of 3.0 that make sense
for a directory utility.

A lot of work has gone into Rush, for example the revision number
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4908, is the number of times Rush has been compiled.

About the Author:
I received my Bachelor of Science in Electrical Engineering from
Northeastern University in Boston, MA in June 1992. I have been
programming the Amiga since 1987.

1.12 Rush Help -- Listviews

Listviews

The listviews are the area where the directories or the device list are
displayed. The listview entries can be sorted by name, date, and size,
see sort gadget for more information. The listviews display the file
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size, date and time, and protect bits.

Each listview is also an icon drop area. If an file icon is dropped
on one of the listviews, the directory of the file is loaded is that
listview. If a drawer icon is dropped on one of the listviews that
directory will be loaded.

LeftButton Drag
This is used to select or unselect multiple entries. If the entry
that is clicked on is an unselected entry it will be selected as will
all the entries that are drag across. If the entry is selected it
will be unselected as will all the entries that are drag across. If
the mouse is dragged off the top or bottom of the listview, the
listview will scroll. TIf the mouse is less then 10 pixels off the
listview it will scroll at a slow rate, if it is greater then 10
pixels off the listview it will scroll at a faster rate.

LeftButton SingleClick
Toggles between selecting and unselecting the entry under the mouse.

LeftButton DoubleClick
If the entry is a directory this will load the directory into the
current listview.

If the entry is a file this will execute an external command on the
entry. See the
Double Click settings window
for information on
setting up double click commands.

Shift LeftButton
If the entry is a directory, this will load the directory into the
other listview.

Capslock LeftButton
If the entry is a directory, this will load the directory into the
current listview, with only a single click. With this option on you
can go in and out of directories quickly with the left and right
buttons, if the right button is configured to be the parent command.

Right Button
This will execute the
internal command
that is specified in the

Miscellaneous settings window
Middle Button
This will execute the
internal command

that is specified in the

Miscellaneous settings window

LeftButton in one listview, then LeftButton in the other listview
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If the entry is a directory, this will load the directory into the
other listview. This is the same as Shift LeftButton.

See the

section for keyboard equivalents to scrolling.

See the

Sort gadgets
section for sorting options for the listview.

1.13 Rush Help -- Directory String Gadget

Directory String Gadget

The directory string gadget is where the directory is entered that
will be displayed in the
listview

Standard AmigaDOS wildcards can be entered for the file part of the

directory. For example "dhO:#?.info" would display only .info files.

If a wildcard is used, it will not effect the directories that are
displayed in the
listview

See the
pattern gadget
section for information on AmigaDOS wildcards.

To activate the string gadget you can press Return or Tab.
While the string gadget is active, the following keys are active:

RightAmiga-X
Clears the string gadget.

RightAmiga-0Q
Undo, puts back what was in the string gadget when it was first
activated.

Up Arrow
Scroll the
listview
up one line.

Down Arrow
Scroll the
listview
down one line.

Shift Up Arrow
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Scroll the
listview
up one page.

Shift Down Arrow
Scroll the
listview
down one page.

1.14 Rush Help -- Multiple Assigns

Multiple Assign Gadget

The multiple assign gadget is only enabled when the directory in the

directory string gadget
is a multiple assign. When this gadget is
pressed the
Multiple Assign Window
will be opened. This window has a
listview containing all the directories that the multiple assign
points to, if one of the directories is selected that directory will
be load into the
listview

Multiple assigns can be entered in the Shell with the following command:
1> assign fonts: sys:fonts2 sys:fontl sys:fonts

1.15 Rush Help -- Device List

Device List Gadget

The device list gadget will bring up the device list in the current

listview
If the device list is already being shown, it will
be updated. If a floppy disk is added or removed the device list will
also be updated.

The device list shows all the devices (disks) and all the assigns in the
system. Devices are displayed with their volume name and percentage
full, free space, and used space. Assigns have Assign after them and
Multiple assigns have Multiple Assign after them.
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1.16 Rush Help -- Info

Info Text Gadget

The Info text gadget is the text area below the
listviews
The Info
text gadget shows the percentage full, bytes free and bytes used for the
device of the directory being shown.

The two Info text gadgets, under the left and right
listviews
, update
every four seconds even when an
internal
or an
external
command 1is
being executed.

1.17 Rush Help -- Sort

Sort Gadgets

The Sort gadgets are the three gadgets below the
Info text gadgets
They
control the way the directory is sorted, they do not effect the device
list which is always sorted by name.

Sort
The Sort gadget is used to select which field the
listview
is sorted
by. The choices are: name, date, or size.
A/D

The A/D gadget is used to select whether the sort is ascending or
descending. The gadget is checked for descending.

Dir
The Dir gadget is used to select whether directories should be

displayed before files or they should be mixed with files. The gadget
is checked for directories before files.

1.18 Rush Help -- Status
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Status Text Gadget

The status text gadget is located above both listviews, just below the
titlebar. The status area is used to display information to the user.
All the

internal commands

display what they are doing in the
status area.

When files and directories are being selected, the status text gadget
displays the total number of files, directories, and bytes, and the
selected files, directories, and bytes for each

listview

1.19 Rush Help -- Pattern

Pattern Gadget

The pattern is located below the
center gadgets
It is used to select the
pattern that will be used for some of the
internal commands
The

internal commands
that use the pattern are: All, Clear, Delete, Copy, Move,
Size, Protect, and Archive Add.

Double clicking in the Pattern String gadget will change the string gadget
to "#72".

Through out Rush where wildcards can be used, including the pattern
gadget, standard AmigaDOS wild cards can be used. The AmigaDOS
wild card characters are:

? Matches a single character.

# Matches the following expression 0 or more times.

(ablcd) Matches any one of the items separated by " |’.

~ Negates the following expression. It matches all strings
that do not match the expression (ie. ~(foo) matches all
strings that are not exactly "foo").

[abc] Character class: matches any of the characters in the class.

[~bc] Character class: matches any of the characters not in the
class.

a—-z Character range (only within character classes).

% Matches 0 characters always (useful in " (fool|bar|%)").

* Synonym for "#2?", not available by default in 2.0. Available

as an option that can be turned on.
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"Expression" in the above table means either a single character
(ex: "#?"), or an alternation (ex: "#(ablcd|ef)"), or a character
class (ex: "#[a—-zA-Z]").

Example: enter "#?.c" in the pattern gadget, select ALL, all the files

that end in .c will be selected in the active
listview

Other wild card examples:

#?. (olgst|sym) matches any file ending with .o, .gst, or .sym.
~(#?.c) matches any file NOT ending with .c.
