Installing

Before running the Humongous Interactive Catalog for the first time, you must run the Install
program. Since the Catalog is a 32-bit Windows application, just like our games, Install
copies Win32s to your hard disk. In addition, to obtain the best performance from your
display, Install copies WinG to your hard disk. The disk space required for both of these
components is modest.

To install, follow these steps:

Insert the game CD into your CD-ROM drive.

Select "Run..." from Program Manager's File menu.

Type D:AINSTALL (substituting 'D' with the letter of your CD-ROM drive), and press Enter.
Follow the instructions in the Install program.

Restart Windows to enable Win32s and WinG before running the game.

Install creates a "Humongous" group in Program Manager, and adds an icon for the
catalog and its help file. To run the catalog, insert the CD, then double-click on the
Catalog icon.
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System Requirements
The Humongous Interactive Catalog has the following minimum system requirements:

- 33 MHz 386 PC system (486 recommended)

- 4 megabytes (MB) of RAM (some demos require 8 MB)
- Windows 3.1™

- Super VGA display card (640 X 480, 256 colors)

- Sound card

- Double speed CD-ROM drive

Important note: You must have the latest Windows drivers for your sound and display card! If
you have any problems running the catalog, this is a very likely cause! See the Display
Problems section for help in obtaining the latest drivers.

Keyboard Commands
There are several keyboard commands to make it easier to play the game. They're easy to
use, so try them out!

Esc - pressing the Escape key cancels the current cut scene, and moves directly to the next
location. A cut scene is the animation you sometimes see when moving from one location to
another.

Spacebar - pressing the spacebar displays the Pause dialog box. Click the Play button to
resume playing the game. Click on the Quit button to exit the game. Click the Options...
button to display and change other game options. Click the Help button to display this help.

Alt-F4 - this keychord exits the game. You can also exit the game by pressing the
spacebar then clicking the Quit button.

. - pressing the period key cancels the current character's talking.

F1 - this key brings up help for the game.

F2 - this key brings up the Sound Card Configuration dialog box.

F5 - This will toggle full-screen mode. The game can be run in a window, or full-screen.

F7 - This increases the size of the game display, if your screen resolution is twice as large as
the game resolution. For example, if your screen resolution is 1280x1024, you can double
the resolution of a 640x480 game (e.q., The Airport or The Farm). When the game display
cannot be made larger, it will decrease it to the minimum size. The larger the game display,
the slower it will run. Very large displays may be too slow to run smoothly on some systems.
When you start the game again, it will start with the same game display size you had the
last time you played it.



Options Dialog Box
Allows you to view and change various options for the game.

General Options

Display in Window - When checked, the game is displayed in a window which can be
moved around the screen, minimized, or maximized. F5 is a shortcut key to toggle this as
well.

Expand Screen - When checked, the game will be displayed at double the size, if your
screen resolution is large enough. For example, if your screen resolution is 1280x1024, the
game display will be doubled in size from 640x480 to 1280x960. This checkbox will be
disabled if your screen resolution is not large enough to support this feature.

Prevent Exiting - Checking this box allows you to type a password which must be entered
before the game can be exited. This can be used to keep children safely "corraled" in the
game. Note that this is not foolproof -- you can still switch to another application using Alt-
Tab or Ctrl-Esc.

No Background Music - The music is turned off when this box is checked.

Sound Card Options

These options can help prevent stuttering, dropped sounds, or other sound problems. To
decide which option is best for your sound card, click on the option, then resume playing the
game and see how it sounds. Try all the options to find the one that works best.

Print Setup
This button brings up the Printer Setup dialog box to allow you to configure the printer for
printing from the game.

Restart

This button restarts the game after asking for confirmation that you want to do this.
Quit

This button exits the game after asking for confirmation that you want to do this.

About
This button displays an About box that shows copyright information about the game.

Help
This button brings up help for the game (like you're viewing now!).



Known Problems
There are several known problems with video drivers and sound drivers.

1)

Compaq Operator and TAM Audio Waveform driver

The Compaq Operator program does not relinquish control of the sound card to other
applications, preventing our game from running, and causing the error message "Unable
to access sound card/Sound card in use by another application". You can temporarily fix
the problem by disabling the Operator program. Remove the Operator program from
your Startup group in Program Manager. Also you should accept our Install program's
offer to comment out the tamaudio.drv line for you. If you do not comment out this
driver, you will get the error message "Windows says, Undefined external error has
occurred." You can also contact Compaq at 800-888-5858 to inquire about an update that
might fix the problem.

Mozart sound card

This sound card does not allow our games to run. You will probably receive an error
message saying "During the DMA buffer size search. The sound card wouldn't unprepare
our sound header." See the Oak Technology topic for information about new drivers that
fix this problem.

Microsoft Mouse

The Microsoft Mouse driver version 9.01 causes a "GROWSTUB error” when you start the
game. If you encounter this problem, run our install program, which will replace the file
pointer.dll with a newer version (9.01b) which fixes the problem. The old file is renamed
to pointer.old.

Gravis UltraSound Max

Certain driver versions do not allow the game to run. Please make sure you have the
latest Gravis sound driver before contacting our Product Support department.

Turtle Beach Monte Carlo

Some drivers for the Monte Carlo sound card do not allow our games to run. Call Turtle
Beach for updated drivers.

Sound Blaster

Sound Blaster WAVE driver versions less than 3.00 give odd errors or just drop into a DOS
prompt. You can get the version information by running the Control Panel, selecting
Drivers item, selecting Creative Labs WAVE/MIDI driver, and clicking Setup.

AST

Many AST computers come with a program called StarCom. This program includes an
extra sound driver that can conflict with our games. Our Install program will offer to
comment out the following drivers to allow our game to run: vodafax.drv, faxmodem.drv,
and starcomm.drv. You can reenable these drivers by editing your SYSTEM.INI file, go to
the [drivers] section, and remove the semi-colon from the beginning of the line for the
driver.

Following is the System.ini section for the PC Speaker Windows driver. If you ever used
the PC Speaker sound driver, and you now have a sound card, you should delete this
section.

Welcome to Install
The Welcome dialog for Install allows you to choose one of the following buttons:

1) Quick Install is the easiest way to get the game up and running. It selects C:\HEGAMES
as the directory for startup files. Icons are added to the Humongous group, and WinG and
Win32s are installed if necessary. Most users should select this option.

2) Advanced Options allows you to control the details of installing and uninstalling the
game. This option may be selected by advanced users.

3) The Exit button exits Install without doing anything.

4) The Help button displays help for this dialog.




Advanced Options

The Advanced Options dialog allows you to control the details of installing or uninstalling the
game. You can control the following details:

1) Install the game icons to the group of your choice.

2) Specify the directory where startup files are installed and where saved games are stored
(if games can be saved).

3) Control the installation of WinG or Win32s.

4) Uninstall the game, WinG, and Win32s.




Advanced Install Options
The Advanced Install Options dialog gives you control over the installation of the game
startup files, as well as WinG and Win32s. The following options can be chosen:

1) Install if needed. This will install if it is not installed, or if the version we have to install is
newer than the version that is already installed. This is the default option.

2) Always install. This will always install, and will overwrite any previous version that may
be installed. Use this option with care, as it could cause existing software dependent on
the later version to quit working.

3) Never install. This will never install the component, even if it is later than the one already
installed. Use this option with care, as it could cause the game not to run correctly if the
version installed is older, or there is no version installed.



Choose Game Directory

This dialog allows you to select the directory where startup files and saved games (if
supported) will be installed. The startup files consist only of the .EXE files for each game
installed. These only take up about 30K per file.

You can either type in a drive and directory, or you can use the Browse button to select a
drive and directory to install to.



Uninstall Options

This dialog allows you to select the components to uninstall. You can uninstall one or more of
the following components:

1) The game. This will uninstall this game's startup files and saved games.

2) WinG. This will uninstall the WinG Windows system files. Beware that after uninstalling
WinG, you will not be able to run any Humongous Entertainment Windows games or any
other Windows applications that require WinG.

Insufficient Disk Space

No Mouse Detected

Cannot Copy File

other open applications, then reinstall.

2) If you have run any of Humongous' Windows games or demos since starting Windows,
part of Win32s remains in memory, and you will get this error message about the file
w32sys.dll. Cancel out of Install, then rerun Install as instructed below. If this doesn't

make sense to you, or doesn't work, please feel free to call our Product Support
department for help!

To force Install to copy all files, even if they appear to be in use, run Install again and
perform the following steps:

1) Click the Advanced Options button.
2) Click the Install button.
3) Check the "lgnore out of disk space errors." checkbox, and finish the installation.

Win32s and WinG Install
If you have problems installing the game, you should install both Win32s and WinG using the
Microsoft install programs which we have included on our CD.

To install Win32s using its Microsoft install program, click the File menu in Program Manager,
then select Run..., and type D:\system\setup\win32s.120\disk1\setup (replace D: with the
drive letter of your CD-ROM drive), then click the OK button, and follow the instructions that
appear.

To install WinG using Microsoft's install program, click the File menu in Program Manager,
then select Run..., and type D:\system\setup\wing.100\setup (replace D: with the drive letter
of your CD-ROM drive), then click the OK button, and follow the instructions that appear.

Finally, run our Install program again to set up the Program Manager icon to run the game.



No Sound Card Found

Install did not find a sound card installed into Windows. The game requires a sound card. If
you already have a sound card in your computer, follow the manufacturer's instructions for
installing its Windows drivers, then run Install again.



Virtual Memory Required

Install detected that Windows is not set up to use Virtual Memory. Since Win32s requires
Virtual Memory, you will need to configure it before installing. Use the 386 Enhanced option
in Control Panel, then press the "Virtual Memory..." button. You only need to give a small
amount of Virtual Memory, say 2048 KB. If you have trouble setting up Virtual Memory,
check the following items:

1) Make sure you have enough free hard disk space on the target drive.

2) Defragment the disk space on the target drive. If you have DOS 6.x, you can use the
DEFRAG.EXE that is provided with it.

3) Be sure you are running Windows in 386 Enhanced mode. To check this, select the Help
About menu item in Program Manager and check the About box for text telling you the
current Windows mode.



True Color Displays

Humongous Entertainment Windows games will run on a true color display, but they run best
on a 256-color display. If the animations seem too sluggish, you should install a 256-color
driver before running the game.

Install Completed Successfully

You have successfully installed the game. Install creates a "Humongous" group in Program
Manager, and adds icons for the game and for the help file. You should restart Windows by
pressing the "Restart Windows..." button on the final Install dialog box. Once Windows has
restarted, you can run the game by double-clicking the game's icon in Program Manager.

Cannot Determine Free Disk Space

disk space.



Install Failed

Install has failed to copy all the necessary files to your hard disk. Please correct the
problems noted in earlier error messages you should have received, then reinstall. If this still

Win32s

Win32s is Microsoft's collection of 32-bit Windows system files that enables a 32-bit Windows

application to run under Windows 3.1X. Since Win32s is not shipped with Windows 3.1X, it
must be installed. We install version 1.20.



WinG
WinG is Microsoft's new component for Windows which greatly speeds up display
performance. We install version 1.0.

Display Problems

Humongous Entertainment's Windows games require a Super VGA (SVGA) display (640x480,
256 colors). If you run at a higher resolution than this, the game will be centered within your
screen, and will have a black border. Also, if your display supports more than 256 colors, the
game may run more slowly. In this case, you may wish to switch to Super VGA
(640x480x256) mode before running the game.

You cannot install or run the game unless you have the correct display driver. The method of
selecting the driver that provides the correct video resolution and number of colors varies by
video board.

Display Problems Examples
A display problem might show up as follows:

1) "Unhandled Exception Detected"
This usually indicates that you need to update your video drivers.

2) Any error message or GPF that gives a filename ending in .drv is likely to be a display
problem.

3) "Your video card may not be fast enough to run this game..."
This error message indicates that you either have a slow video card, or need to update
your drivers with ones that take advantage of your video card's capabilities.

If you do hear sound while playing the game, but you notice glitches, pauses, or stutters,
press the F2 key within the game to bring up a Sound Card Configuration dialog box. If you
are experiencing any of the other problems in the list below, follow the given suggestion to
fix the problem.

1) When you start the game, you receive an error message saying no sound card is
installed.
You may have disabled the Windows sound driver so you could play one of our DOS
games under Windows. If you do have a sound card, be sure its Windows driver is
installed. This can be done from the Drivers icon in the Control Panel. If you don't have a
sound card, you will need to install one before playing the game.

2) When you start the game, you receive an error message saying that another application
is using the sound card.

"No sound card was detected. Please check your sound card installation."

"Unable to launch program. You need to reinstall the game."

"Win32s has not been correctly installed. Please reinstall the game."

"WinG has not been correctly installed. Please reinstall the game."

"There was not enough free memory to run the game. Please quit any other programs
currently running and try again."

"Either free memory is very low or the program'’s files are corrupted. Please reinstall the
game."

"Your display card may not be fast enough to run this game without some loss of animation
and/or music quality."

"Your computer may not be fast enough to run this game without slight pauses in the
animations and/or background music."

"There was a problem with your display card or driver."

"The following error was detected: '<error message>.""

"A potential problem was detected: '<warning message>."
"Cannot open file 'filename'."

"Error reading file. Trying again?"

"The game was unable to access your sound card. Another program may be using your
sound card, or it may not be installed properly."



Reinstall the Game

If you have an incorrect Win32s or WinG installation, an error message will be displayed
upon starting the game, telling you to reinstall the game. An incorrect Win32s or WinG
installation can be caused by the files not all being of the same version, or some files
missing. Reinstalling will correct the situation. If you still get this error message after
installing again, please contact our Product Support department.

Note: You will also get this error message if you try to run the game before running our
Install program.

Launch Error
An error occurred while launching the game. This can be caused by an extremely low

memory situation, or by some of your game program files being corrupted. Please reinstall
the game.

Slow Display Performance

We quickly test your display every time you run the game. When you run the game for the
first time, if we find that your display might be a little slower than we recommend, we will
display a message telling you that the game may run a little more slowly on your computer.
This is not a serious problem -- you may continue to play the game. However, for optimal
game playing enjoyment, you may wish to upgrade your display.

You may check the "Please don't show me this message again." box to suppress this warning
in the future.

Disk Problems

If you get the error message "Cannot open file", use Notepad to edit your CONFIG.SYS file,
and try increasing the FILES= value by 10. See Editing your CONFIG.SYS for more
information. This message could also be caused if one of the game files cannot be found.
The most likely cause of this is ejecting the CD while playing the game. Or if you copied the
game to your hard disk, ensure that all files were successfully copied to the same directory.

If you get the error message "Error reading file", or any other disk-related error messages,
you may have a bad disk or a hardware problem. Call our Product Support department for
assistance.



Editing Your CONFIG.SYS File

You should check C:\CONFIG.SYS and be sure your FILES= line is at least 40. If you get a
"Can't open file" message, and it is already 40, try increasing it by 10. For example, if you
have the following line:

FILES=35

replace it with the following line:

FILES=45

If you don't have a FILES= line, add the following line:

FILES=40

Note: You must restart your computer after editing CONFIG.SYS.



Computer Not Fast Enough

We quickly test your computer's speed every time you run the game. When you run the
game for the first time, if we find that your computer might run a little slower than we
recommend, we will display a message warning you of possible pauses in the animation or
background sounds. This is not a serious problem -- you may continue to play the game.
However, for optimal game playing enjoyment, there are some simple things you can do that
may make your computer run faster. First, close all other applications you may have running.
Second, if you are on a network, restart your computer without network drivers before
playing the game, as being on a network can slow your computer noticeably. Finally,
sometimes your computer will run faster after simply restarting Windows.

You may check the "Please don't show me this message again." box to suppress this warning
in the future.

WinG Errors

If WinG finds a problem with your display card or driver, you will receive a message to that
effect. The most likely cause of the problem is out-of-date video drivers. See the Display
Problems topic for more information about obtaining new drivers.



System Error Message

If you receive a system error message, this indicates a serious problem with the game or
with the drive you are running from. Do not press the Enter key or click the OK button with
the mouse until you have called Product Support or written down the exact wording, as the
error message will disappear and the game will quit.



System Problem Message
If you receive a System Problem message, this indicates a problem with the game. You can
simply press the OK button and continue playing the game.



Optimizing Performance

Our Windows games take full advantage of your multimedia computer's capabilities, and
require that you have at least the minimum required amount of memory for optimum play.
Here is a list of ways to boost performance, starting with the most effective way.

1) More memory. To increase the amount of memory available to our game, close all other
applications before running. You may also need to adjust the size of SmartDrive's cache to
give more memory to Windows. Consult your DOS documentation about SmartDrive, or if
you have DOS 6.0 or above, you can type HELP SMARTDRYV at a DOS prompt for information
about configuring SmartDrive. Use the table below to determine the maximum amount of
memory to give SmartDrive for your computer. You may also wish to buy additional memory
for your computer. This is the best way to improve the performance of all your applications!

Total Memory SmartDrive

4MB 0K

8MB 1024K
12MB 2048K
16MB up to 4096K

2) Faster Display. A faster display card will also dramatically improve the performance of
our games. If you have a 486-based computer which supports local bus, look for a local bus
display card, often labeled as "VLB" or "VESA Local Bus". If you have a Pentium-based
computer, it probably has a PCI display card, which is also very fast.

3) Faster Disk. Our games require a double-speed CD-ROM drive. You may notice a further
improvement in performance by using a triple-speed CD-ROM drive (or faster). While we do
not prevent you from running the game on a single-speed CD-ROM drive, you will notice
pauses in the animations and sounds, so we do not recommend it. If you have sufficient hard
disk space, you can copy the CD-ROM to your hard disk and run the game from there. The
first time you run the game, the performance of your CD-ROM drive is tested to help achieve
the best performance.




Running the Game for the First Time
When you run the game for the very first time, your display and your CD-ROM drive are
tested to allow the game to achieve its best performance on your system.

WinG performs the display testing in the following situations when a program using WinG is
run:

1) After being installed for the first time.
2) After the display size is changed, e.g., you switch resolutions from 1024x648 to 640x480.
3) After you update your display driver, or install a new display card.

The CD-ROM drive test is performed only once, the first time the game is run after installing,
and the result is stored in the DriveXBufferingTestResult (where X is the drive letter the
game is running from) line in HEGAMES.INI.



Editing the HEGAMES.INI File

You can configure Humongous Entertainment games by editing the HEGAMES.INI file. If you
are playing the game, you must quit first; otherwise your changes will not be saved. To edit
HEGAMES.INI, double click the "INI Editor" icon in the HUMONGOUS group in Program
Manager. Look for the section that corresponds to your game.

SaveGamePath=C:\HEGAMES\

This entry indicates where saved games are stored. Demo versions and the Junior Field Trips
do not have the Save/Load feature. The default directory is C:\HEGAMES\, but you can
change it to any directory. If the directory does not exist, it will be created for you.
Remember to end the line with a backslash (\). It is all right to tell multiple Humongous
Entertainment titles to save games in the same directory, since the saved game filenames
are different for each title.

This section contains information about your system, which may be needed by Product

The section name is placed between square brackets in the INI file, and corresponds to the

name of the game's .EXE file. You can use File Manager to look for the EXE files on the CD.
Examples:
