The methods and features
you use for more complex searches may vary depending on the database you are
searching and your MacSPIRS configuration.

The Index lists all of the searchable terms in a database, and indicates the number of
records that contain each term. In addition to the Free Text Index, some databases have
separate Indices for certain fields such as Title or Author. As shown in the following
example, the Index is especially useful for looking up hyphenated phrases.
