1.3 installation

Installation

To install CX, you don’t need Commodore (or must I know
say Escom’s) Installer. Everything you have to do is to
click on some of the following buttons.

a) Installation of CX

You can install CX either in your WBStartup drawer or in
the commodities directory:

SYS:WBStartup
SYS:Tools/Commodities

b) Installing the catalog files

Just select the language you want and the catalogs will
be placed where they belong:

german
swedish
english (default)

c) Creating the remove list (*-list)

This is a new feature. Just create a file and enter the
names of the commodities to remove if you press the
"Remove all" button. On line per commodity only, no
leading or following spaces are allowed (see file
CX.removelist for an example).

d) Source

You like to modify CX? No problem. In the "Quelltext"
drawer, you’ll find all the sources (written in
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Modula-2!)

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1.6 Available commodities

Available commodities

This list shows all running commodities in the system.
Only the commodities marked with an "*" will be removed,
if you select "Remove all" (and the option is set).

You can use the cursor keys to scroll through the list.
[RETURN] will open the interface window (if possible)
and [DEL] will remove the selected commodity from the
system.

1.7 information

Information

Shows the title and the description of the selected
commodity.

1.8 showinterface

Show interface

Pops up the interface window of the selected commodity.

1.9 hideinterface

Hide interface

Closes the window of the selected commodity.

1.10 Aktiv/Inaktiv

Active/Inactive

Tells you, if the selected commodity is enabled or not.
You can change its state by clicking on this cycle
gadget.

1.11 remove

Remove

Removes the selected commodity from the system (if you
selected "Exchange", CX will quit).
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1.12 aktiveall

Disable all / Enable all

Use the cycle gadget to disable (or enable) all shown
commodities.

1.13 Remove all

Remove all

If you click on this button all commodities will be
removed.

If option "remove * only" is set, only the marked
commodities will be removed.

If option "Requester" is set, a requester will appear.

1.14 Hide

Hide

Closes CX’s window. You must press the hot key to get it
back. By default, the hotkey is "control alt help".

1.15 quit

Quit

Terminate CX.

1.16 about

About

Brings up a big requester, showing you some information
about CX and my address where you can sent me a postcard
of your hometown (or a teddybear, or a CD (audio or
ROM), ...)

Tooltypes

The following tool tyes are available:

AUTOSIZING=NO|YES

CX_POPKEY=<key code sequence>
The default hot key is "control alt help".

CX_POPUP=YES|NO

CX_PRIORITY=<number>
Default priority is 0.

DONOTWAIT
Set this tool type if you put CX in your WBStartup
drawer.

PUBSCREEN=<pubscreen name>
Default is the workbench screen.

REMOVELIST=<path>
Here you can specify your remove list file (default
path is "S:CX.remlist").

REMOVEONLY=YES|NO
If set to YES, only the *-marked commodities are
removed when you press "Remove all".

REQUESTER=YES|NO
Show requester?

SIZEABLE=YES|NO
Should CX’s window have a sizing gadget?

WINLEFT=<pixel>
WINTOP=<pixel>

Coordinates of the upper left corner where CX should
appeat.

WINWIDTH=<pixel>
WINHEIGHT=<pixel>

Specifies the dimensions of CX’s window.
