1.2 PopPhone.guide/What is PopPhone?

What is PopPhone?
~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~
PopPhone is a program to help you keep track of names, addresses, E-mail
accounts and telephone numbers.

Not much more to say about this program, really - it’s all very simple.
Play around with it and you’ll find out how it works. You can customize
PopPhone to suit your own taste by using

tool types
.

PopPhone features OnLine AmigaGuide help, so just press <HELP> and you’ll
get help on the window currently active - try it!

It’s probably not the most advanced program in it’s field - but it isn’t
supposed to be. It’s just a small program doing what it does, without
having a 1000 features. It works for me :)

If you use the program please tell me about it! It’s nice getting mail
from users :)

PS: Sorry for the dull icon... I’m a programmer, not an artist :-)
If you make a nice icon for PopPhone, please send it to me, and I
will include it in the next version. You will of course be
credited!

1.3 PopPhone.guide/Requirements

Requirements
~~~~~~~~~~~~
You’ll need KickStart 2.0 or better and

MUI
v2.3 installed. If you want the

program to be able dial the phone numbers for you, you’ll also need a
modem :-)

To utilize the localization feature, you must have KS2.1 or better.
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1.4 PopPhone.guide/MUI

MUI - Magic User Interface
~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~~
PopPhone uses MUI to create the graphical user interface (GUI). Use the
MUI-prefs program to set things up the way you want it. You can specify
the hotkey for PopPhone there too.. Check it out..

MUI is available on Aminet and probably many other places. Get the
package called something like mui23usr.lha.

1.5 PopPhone.guide/Tool Types

You can configure PopPhone by using the tool types descriped below.
You cannot configure anything if you start PopPhone from a shell,
so I suggest you always start it from Workbench :)

Each of these tool types are optional. PopPhone can run fine without
any of them used.

Tool Types
~~~~~~~~~~

TITLE=YES
Puts a title in the listview (name,city,telephone)

TITLEATTR=BOLD|ITALICS|UNDERLINE
You can specify the text attributes of the lisview title. It’s okay
to mix the attributes. Ie. you can have the title in italics AND bold or
just in bold etc.. If you don’t specify TITLEATTR the title will be
in plain text.

NAMESPACE=<n>
Space in pixels between "Name" and "City" in listview title

CITYSPACE=<n>
Space in pixels between "City" and "Telephone" in listview title

DOUBLECLICK=EDIT|DIAL|NOACTION
Defines what happens when you doubleclick on an entry in the listview:

· EDIT: Opens the edit-window (if not already open)
· DIAL: Dials the phone number
· NOACTION: Nothing happens! :-)

DEVICE=<device>
Defines which device PopPhone uses when dialing via the modem.
Default is "serial.device"

DEVUNIT=<n>
Unit number on the device chosen. Default is 0.

HANGUP=<n>
Defines how long PopPhone waits before sending an ATH to the modem,
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when dialing a phone number. The time is in 1/50 secs. Default is 200.
(Corresspond to 4 seconds)

PANEL=YES|NO
Hides the control buttons below the listview gadget.
Default is YES (Buttons visible)

LOG=YES|NO
Logs calls. Default is NO

DIALHOTKEY=<hotkey>
Defines a special hotkey that, when pressed, will do exactly the same
as if you pressed the Dial-button. This one is handy if you’re
running with no control panel, and then want to phone somebody.

The hotkey string is in "commodity hotkey" format. You can read more
about this in your Workbench User’s guide. PopPhone allows a string
of up to 30 characters.

LOGFILE=<filename>
Defines the location and name of the logfile. The default filename is..

PROGDIR:PopPhone.log

..which will put the logfile in the same place as the PopPhone
executable. The filename can be up to 50 characters.

The first char in the menu-strings is the hotkey.

Texts for buttons have their hotkey underscored. Like "_Dial".

Make sure you don’t mess things up by having the same hotkey for
several buttons/menus!

1.12 PopPhone.guide/Main window

Main window
~~~~~~~~~~~
This window is where you’ll be spending most of your time :-) The buttons
at the bottom of the window more or less explains themselves, but here
we go anyway:

New · Opens the
Edit window

. Use this one
to create a new entry in the phonebook.

Edit · Edits the currently selected entry, and opens the
Edit window

If the phonebook is empty, nothing happens.

Delete · Deletes the currently selected entry. You cannot undo this
operation, so be careful.

Toggle · In the
Edit window
you can specify two

telephone numbers. Only one of these are displayed in the
listview gadget. This button will toggle between the two
sets.

Dial · Dials the telephone number of the currently selected entry.
Use the toggle button to change between #1 and #2.

All of these buttons can be hidden by using the Control Panel feature
in the

Setup menu

1.13 PopPhone.guide/Edit window

Edit window
~~~~~~~~~~~
This window is used for creating a new entry, or editing an existing one.
Take a look at the window’s titlebar to see which "mode" you’re in.

You can use TAB and SHIFT-TAB to move between the different fields. Pressing
<RETURN> will move to the next field.

Press the OKAY button to store the entry, or CANCEL to discard it.
If you have made changes and don’t press the OKAY button but instead
selects another entry in the main window, your changes will be lost!

The entry is inserted alphabetically in the phonebook. (Sorted by name)

This window can be open together with the main window. When you select a
new entry in the main window, the edit window will be updated.

Closing the window by hitting the close gadget has the same effect
as hitting the CANCEL button.

1.14 PopPhone.guide/Menu

Project Menu
~~~~~~~~~~~~

Save · Saves the phone book to disk. The saved file is
placed in the same directory where PopPhone itself
is located.

The file is called PopPhone.data. It’s in
plain ASCII format.

Copy · The selected entry’s name, address, zip code and
city fields are copied to the clipboard. This makes
it easy to grab names and addresses from PopPhone and
using it in ex. a wordprocessor.

Help... · Opens the help system. You can still operate PopPhone
while the help window is open.

Iconify · Closes all PopPhone’s windows and places an appicon
on the Workbench screen. Double click this icon to
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get PopPhone going again.

About... · Displays some information about PopPhone. Version number,
author info and how much memory the phone book uses.

Quit... · Quits PopPhone. If you have made any changes to the
phone book, you’ll get a chance to save them.
