1.2 Introduction

FileWatcher is a utility for keeping track of a single file.
creates an
AppIcon on your Workbench that has two states: one that is displayed when the
file you are watching doesn’t exist or is zero bytes long, and another that is
displayed when the file is greater than zero bytes long. The other feature of

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FileWatcher is that a program of your choice can be started when you double
click on the AppIcon. One use of FileWatcher (and the one I wrote it for) is
to watch your mailbox with AmiPOP. FileWatcher is different from Scott Ellis’s
Sabot in that FileWatcher doesn’t have many of the features of Sabot
(specifically different icons if the file remains the same size, no support
for dropping icons on the AppIcon) and FileWatcher can be stopped once
started. The lack of the last feature is the reason I wrote FileWatcher.

You will need some icons to use with FileWatcher. Since I'm not the greatest
artist, I’m not distributing any with FileWatcher yet, but if somebody sends
me some, I’d be glad to include them in any future distributions of
FileWatcher (See

Contacting~the~Author

) .

I am distributing the source with FileWatcher. 1It’s not the best code I’'ve
ever written, but it does show how to use an AppIcon and Notification. If you
do hack it up and want to distribute it yourself, please don’t call it
FileWatcher.

I don’'t require any form of payment for using FileWatcher, however, email
telling me you use it would be appreciated.

1.3 Installation

Put FileWatcher on your path. That’s it. I don’t really like writing stuff
that requires you to put a whole bunch of files all over the place on your
machine. Sometimes it’s necessary, but not with FileWatcher.

NOTE: FileWatcher currently doesn’t support starting from the Workbench.
This will be fixed in a future version.

1.4 Parameters

As of version 0.2, all parameters can be specified as tool types
if running
Filewatcher from the Workbench

Examples
FileWatcher FILE uumail:tjhayko FILEICON new NOFILEICON none

This command will start FileWatcher, telling it to watch the file
uumail:tjhayko, show the icon new.info if the file is greater than zero
bytes long and show the icon none.info if the file is zero

bytes long or doesn’t exist.

FileWatcher FILE hayko FILEICON new NOFILEICON no NAME Mail CMD "elm -f
hayko"

This command will start FileWatcher, telling it to watch the file hayko,

show the icon new.info if the file is greater than zero bytes long, show

the icon no.info if the file is zero bytes long or doesn’t exist, with
the

text under the icon being "Mail", and running the command "elm —-f hayko"
when

you double click on the icon.

1.6 FILE Parameter

Name of file to watch

This parameter specifies the name of the file you want FileWatcher to watch.
If the file is not in the current directory, you must specify it’s path.

1.7 FILEICON Parameter

Icon Name for nonzero byte file

This parameter specifies the name of the icon you want FileWatcher to show
when the file is greater than zero bytes long. If the icon you want to use is
not in the current directory, you must specify it’s path.

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NOTE: do not specify .info as part of the filename, it will be added

1.8 NOFILEICON Parameter

Icon Name for zero byte or nonexistent file
This parameter specifies the name of the icon you want FileWatcher to show
when the file either does not exists or is zero bytes long. If the icon you

want to use is not in the current directory, you must specify it’s path.

NOTE: do not specify .info as part of the filename, it will be added

1.9 NAME Parameter

Name to show under the AppIlcon

This parameter allows you to specify the name you want to appear under the
AppIcon If you don’t specify one, the default will be "FileWatcher"

1.10 CMD Parameter

Name of the command to run

This parameter allows you to specify the command you wish to run when the
AppIcon is double clicked on. The command is currently run with a stack of
4000, however in some future version you will be able to specify the size of
the stack to use. If the command you want to use is not on your path when you
run FileWatcher, you must specify it’s path.

1.11 Stopping FileWatcher

To stop FileWatcher, all you have to do is send it a Control C. You can use
the AmigaDOS break command to do this if you ran it in the background, or any
one of the Intuition based tools that can send a Control C to a process (I use
Scout 2.2 myself).
