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Introduction

This on disk manual is intended to get you up and running with BitMapZ as quickly as possible. It
documents every feature of the program, but for brevity it assumes that you are somewhat familiar with
the operation of Windows and Windows programs, so it does not dwell on selection of icon bars, push
buttons, mouse cursors, etc.

Features

BitMapZ is designed to help you create slide shows using BMPs. It gives you the control over the slide's
background colour, duration of the slide, and lets you add a clear title to each slide, making them easier to
find. Now you can have your PC help with presentations, relaxation, teaching or just give yourself a
visual break anytime you need it. The program is also useful for displays, where you can have passers
by examine your show.

Once the program starts you will be presented with a standard Windows file dialog box. There will be a
file named SAMPLE.BPZ showing in the box. This is a sample show file for you to use to get familiar with

the program, and it uses SAMPL001.BMP-SAMPLO005.BMP for the show. To create a New sho file see
below.

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File Menu

Open Option: Provides you with a file box to select Show files. If you enter a file name and it does
not exist, the program will optionally create it for you. Whatever file you select remains in effect until you
change it.

New Option: Provides you with a file box to create new Show files.

Delete Option: Provides you with a file box to select Show files, once selected you will be prompted
to confirm the deletion. This will delete ALL files associated with a particular BitMapZ Showfile.

BackUp Option: Will back up the Show files you are currently using to disk. You will be shown the
total size and number of entries in the status box. You can back up to A or B drives, and the program will
utilize any format of disk.

The program will prompt you to change disks as they become full. This method of backup does not use

compression and can only be used until your Showfile reaches about 1000 entries. After that we
recommend using FLEXIBAK Plus, see Appendix C for more information on FLEXIBAK Plus.

Exit Option: Allows you to exit the program.

Edit Show:.

First gives you a browsing screen of the BitMapZ Sequence, Title and Duration. You can edit these items
on the existing entries while they are displayed in this mode. In addition to the Tool Bar choices, you have
the following button choices too:



OK: Opens the SetUp BitMapZ screen for the selected entry.

Add: Adds a new entry and takes you to the SetUp BitMapZ screen.

Erase: Deletes the entry presently chosen. You will be asked for verification.
Cancel: Quits this option.

SetUp BitMapZ

This option allows you to edit the variables about the selected slide. You can enter/change the:

Title: Whatever you choose to call the BMP.

BackGround Colour: The colour to display behind the BMP.

Duration: How long (in seconds) you want the BMP to be displayed. Using 999.99 for the
duration will cause the BMP to be displayed until a key is pressed.

Sequence: The number of the slide, in the Show you are working on.

Select BitMap: This option brings up a File dialog box for you to select the BMP. The BMP can
be up to the size of the default driver for your monitor size of your screen (640X480, 800X600, 1024X768,
etc), the program will inform you if the selected BMP is too large.

When adding you also have a button labeled "Another", this saves the present entry and creates another.

The new entry will have all of the information of the old one, except that the sequence will be increased by
one.

Display Show:

First gives you the option of running the show continuously. If you select Yes the show will continue to run
until you hit the [ESC] key, otherwise the show will run once and return to the menu.

Once the show is started the [ESC] key can be used to exit the show, any other key will cause the
program to change to the next BMP, regardless of duration.

Utilities Menu

Crunch Option: This compresses the blank spaces out of the Showfile, resequences the Showfile
for optimal speed and rewrites all the indexes. This can take awhile if your file is especially big.

Colours OptiOﬂZ This will let you change the colours used for text and inputs in primary, secondary
and tertiary windows within BitMapZ. You can also alter the colours for the BackGround and Edit Show
browse boxes. Simply enter one of the 256 choices shown for each prompt. Also, you can turn the Tool
Bars on or off.

Default BMP Path Option: This menu option allows to you to choose the default path that will
be looked in FIRST when selecting a BMP for use.

The Default BMP Path file dialog box will appear after selecting this option.
If the desired location is on a different drive, select the drive you want from the Drives box.

In the Directories box, double-click the directory you want.



Or press the UP ARROW or DOWN ARROW key to select the directory, and then press ENTER. The
current directory will initially be the same directory as the currently selected BitMapZ show file.



WaIIPaper: The program comes with a bitmap file named BITMAPZ.BMP. This image is
displayed on the main window of the program. You can replace this with an image of your
choosing by using this option. See Appendix A for more information on this BMP.

The WallPaper Selection file dialog box will appear after selecting this option.

If the file is on a different drive, select the drive you want from the Drives box.

In the Directories box, double-click the directory you want.

Or press the UP ARROW or DOWN ARROW key to select the directory, and then press
ENTER. The current directory will initially be the same directory as the currently selected
BitMapZ Showfile.

In the File Name box, double-click the name of the BMP you want to use.

Or select the file and choose OK.

If you do not desire any artwork, simply enter NONE for the filename on this option.

Warning: The larger the bitmap file, the longer it will take to load and display!

Notes: If you do not use the ToolBar, your bitmap can be as large as your screen, but you
will want to use one smaller so that it is not cut off.

Registration Option: calls up the form REGISTER.WRI in Windows Write so that it can be
completed.

Appendix A

Tips, Tricks, & Misc

Wallpaper:

The program comes with a bitmap picture that is displayed on the program's main window. The file is
named BITMAPZ.BMP. This picture is was created by Jacqui Kinnnie and is copyright Blue Valley
Software, All Rights Reserved. For a disk of additional relaxing images, contact Jacqui Kinnie

at Blue Valley Software, 1-800-545-6172 or CIS 71551,2204.

By not using any wallpaper (deleting the BITMAPZ.BMP file, or chnaging the WallPaper Option to NONE),
you can speed up the program's execution. Another option is to use a small BMP for the wall paper.

16 Vs 256 Colours:

With the proper drivers this program can show ANY BMP you have. However, if you have a driver for 16
colours installed, BMPs with 256 colours will appear very strange with the colours resembling a
hallucination rather than as they should be. If this occurs either drop the BMP from the show or change
the driver you are using (provided your equipment can handle it).

What About GIF, TIF, PCX, MAC, GEM...?

There are many programs that can change a graphic from these formats into BMP. The best is the
Graphics Workshop from Alchemy Mindworks. In addition to transfering formats you can also perform a
myriad of other editing actions.

Appendix B

Notes On Slide Shows

Some things to keep in mind when creating slide shows:

1. A Black background works best in most instances, also preview a background choice with the BMP to
make sure it "looks good".

2. Remember that is takes a few seconds to load a BMP (depending on your system), so a duration of 0
might work best for your situation.

3. Screen savers can sometimes interfere with this program (since there is no keep board input during a
show). If your show is lengthy. turn off the screen saver or increase its elapsed time prior to start.

4. Many times, it is best to keep a show file and the BMPs with it in a particular sub directory or disk.
That way everything is in one place and easy to find.

5. CompusServe is a good location to pick up GIFs (that can be converted into BMPs, see Appendix A).
Just GO GRAPHICS at any prompt.

6. Most PCXs make lousy BMPs, due to a lack of colour.

Uses

Education: Slide shows of historic places or scientific events. Recognition of letters, numbers and
objects.

Relaxation: "At the desk" vacations with travel slides, or slides of relaxing images. (Add a CD of some
soothing music and really escape!).

Displays: Slide shows of your product or service on a display table to sell while you are elsewhere or
busy with other clients.

Fun: Groups of pictures about a subject you like (cars, boats, hobbies, animals, etc).

Video Portfolios: Slide shows of pictures of yourself or your creations for prospective clients or
investors.

Previewing Artwork: Load a show with BMPs you need to review and then use the program to
preview them and then choose the ones you like for later use.

Video Baby Sitter: Slide shows of interesting pictures to keep your little ones occupied. Since a key
stroke can cause a slide to change, kids really enjoy the program. PLUS you select what they see.
