Phone number update enables you to define how often you want to update your EarthLink access phone numbers.
You can update the phone numbers immediately by clicking the Update Phone Numbers Now button.

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EarthLink Dialer Connection Screen

The EarthLink Dialer is your gateway to the Internet. Use this connection screen to decide what Dial-Up Networking connections you
want to use, select alternate access numbers to connect to, or even different dialing locations.



Phone Numbers

The Phone Numbers tab allows you to adjust all the access numbers used to connect to EarthLink. From here you update to the
latest list of access numbers, adjust what numbers you will call and even the order they call in. You may also configure different
access number for different locations if your one of those people who move your computer around.



Dial-Up Networking

The Dial-Up Networking tab gives you the ability to determine what Dial-Up Networking connection to use when AutoConnect is
enabled. AutoConnect is the ability to bypass the manual dialing procedure. When you start a program that requires a connection to
the Internet, Windows will automatically launch the Dial-Up Networking connection specified and connect for you.



Phone Number Update

The Phone Number Update tab give you the ability to set up the Dialer to automatically update your available access numbers list
and to set the frequency for this update.



Event Log

The Event log is designed to show information regarding each connection you make to EarthLink. This information can be very
helpful when having connection problems by providing the error messages reported by the dialer during the connection phase. If you
are talking to an EarthLink Technical Support Representative, it is very likely they will go here and look at the logs to see the types of
problems you have had connecting.



Identifies where you are calling from, such as Default Location, Home, Office, On the Road. All of the settings on this screen
relate to the location shown here. Having more than one location defined enables you to set the access numbers and dialing
properties for each location. For example, at your office you may need to dial 9 to get an outside line and the access number
may be different than the access number you use from home.

You can select a different location by clicking the ﬂ and highlighting the desired location.

Username

To connect to EarthLink you must add ELN/ (in uppercase) to your username. Therefore your username might be “ELN/bsmith”.



Password

Your password must be between 6 and 8 characters long. It can consist of any combination of letters and numbers. However,
your password cannot contain any punctuation or special characters. For security reasons, avoid using your username or the
word “password” as your password. Passwords are case sensitive, therefore if you choose to use uppercase characters, be

sure to make a note.
