INSTALLATION:

Best of... requires Apple's QuickTime for Windows 2.01, which is included on the disc.

To install, run the INSTALL.EXE program in the ROOT directory on the CD-ROM. The installation
program installs QuickTime for Windows onto the harddrive of your choice and creates a program

group and icons in the Program Manager called which point to the CD-ROM drive applications.

Simply click on the Best of icon in the ARCUS program group to start. Allow 5-45 seconds to load
depending on your system- keep your eye on the drive light.

OPERATING THE Best of...:

When the player appears on the screen, drag one of the movie icons to the viewing screen.
Changing movie segments is just as easy, Just drag the next one into the window.

The three buttons at the bottom of the viewer are to control the movie. The top left button will
allow you to pause, restart or fast-forward the movie segment. The top right button allows the
user to switch between the two screens full of clips or to quit.
