- Amiga compatible model (A4000/3000/2000/1200 etc.)

- 68020 processor or better

- Kickstart v2.0+ (v36) or better

- minimum of 1MB RAM.

- gtlayout.library v16+

- identify.library v8+

1.8 How to start P96Speed

How to start P96Speed

Starting P96Speed is completly easy. You can either start P96Speed directly

by double-clicking on it`s Icon or you can start it from shell without any

arguments.

It should be mentioned that P96Speed searches for a file called "Compare.dat"

in the directory it was started. This should be a standard MachineList with

at least version 1.0 as P96Speed v1.0 saves it.
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1.9 How to use this benchmark.

How to use this benchmark:

The usage of this benchmark is very simple.

After starting P96Speed you will find yourself in a nice big Window

displaying all needed information.

The main controls are the TAB Gadget where you can switch the

registers to display and modify different informations.

Register 1 (Own machine):

=========================

Here you can directly run all graphics test by pressing the button

of the desired test and P96Speed will display the results after the

test is finished.

Register 2 (Compare machine):

=============================

This register is for doing comparsion against different systems

which are in the database you created/loaded in the third register.

You will find yourseld in area with to POPUP Button on the top of

the register.

The left one is for selecting the machine which should be compared to

the machine in the right popup-gadget, normal it`s your own machine

where the results from register 1 will be used.

The right gadget as told, is for selecting the machine which should be

compared to the left one. You will also notice that after selecting a

machine in the right gadget the results in the window will be updated

and displayed. So all results displayed in the "Register 2" will be

from the machine selected from the right popup-gadget.

After changing one of the gadgets P96Speed will update the calculated

difference and directly displays it in the window.

The calculation results will be display in the "Diff" Column.

It will be display as real numbers as multiplicators.

Register 3 (Compare Preferences):

=================================

In the third register you can manage all the database stuff. You can

add your own machine results (from first register) to the list by

pressing the gadget "Add own machine" on the left bottom.

You also can select own of the machines in the listview and all

data about that machine will be displayed on the top and on the right

of the register.
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You can also remove a machine from the list by pressing the gadget

"Remove".

Register 4 (Preferences):

=========================

Here you can select needed informations for P96Speed like the

screenmode you want the test to be done. The length of the tests in

seconds (default 13) and also the graphics card you use for the tests.

(not needed).

initialized timer.device. This hit corrupted the memlist which often

ends up in random crashes. (Jens Tröger)

- found/removed a enforcer hit which happened on using the menu shortcuts.
