Introduction



Dbfilter, is a tool designed to access DBF files from any web page. It's been wrote absoultely with 32 bits C++ code. So it could be used by any  web server running Windows'95 or Windows NT. It has been  tested under IIS for NT 4.0 and Personal Web Server for W'95 with fine results.



Dbfilter Functions:



·	Automatical detection of Post/Get method.

·	Direct access to DBF files without Memo fields.

·	Template files for output design.

·	File access without drivers.

·	Full compatible with any HTTP server running under Windows.

·	C++ optimized code for custom results.

·	Encription of  databases. (Only the registered version).

·	Access counter (Only the registered version).

·	Little size for best results. (less than 100K).

·	What is dbfilter?

  

   	Dbfilter, is a tool designed to query DBF files from any Web page.



·	How is it done?

  

   	Dbfilter, has been implemented with C++ 32 bits code.



·	Where can I use dbfilter?

  

You can use dbfilter with any Intel Web server working with   Windows'95 (Personal Web Server) or Windows NT (server or workstation).

·	Can I try before buy?

  

Of course, you can use this trial version to test if it's the tool that you were awaiting for. 



·	Why DBF files?

  

 Because there's no stand alone aplication running this kind of CGI.



·	What can I do with Dbfilter?

  

Dbfilter, let's you use your DBF file,  for  inserts, queries, modifies, deletes or groups.



·	How does it works?

  

It's really easy, but you must read with care the .doc file added to the zip file. If you left blank a required file, Dbfilter   would show you a debug information, with the error number. Just modify and run.



·	Is it free?

  

Not for ever, we work until now for free. Now you can use a trial version, but if you like it, please buy it. The source code shows a message in the result web page, advertising the shareware version (Only for non registered version).



























Logical structure for a Web Site with Dbfilter:
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·	Where page a is your Home Page.

·	Page b is the query page.

·	And page c is the result (template) page.



Page a is an estándar Home page, with a link to b page. B page, would be, for example, a Form for fill in the paramethers to send to Dbfilter.

And page c would show the result of the query.



Just a little about parameters. 

·	Input Parameters:

			

DATABASE�DBF file where the operation is going to work. 

Ex: C:\WWWROOT\WEBSHARE\GUEST\GUEST.DBF��RESULTFILE�Template file where the output results would be shown.

Ex: C:\InetPub\WWWROOT\WEBSITE\result.htm��BEGINREG�First record where the operation has to be done.

If it's been an append or modify, it would be the used record, so would be need just in this case.��ENDREG�Las record to search/work. Used to limit the rang of a search.��SKIPREG�Number of records that containing the search criteria, have to been skiped.��DBOPTION�What to do with the field of the DBF file.

0.- Filter / Search 

1.- Insert / Append

2.- Delete

3.- Group by

Dbfilter results:



"BODYBEGIN"�End of header, and begin of record. The portion of code between bodybegin and bodyend, would be repeated until the last record is shown. (Not shown on resultfile)��"BODYEND"�End of record information and begin of footer. (Not shown on resultfile)��"ONERROR"�End of footer, and begin of the message shown when an error ocurred. (For example: No matches found). (Not shown on resultfile)��"NUMREGS"�Total number of records. *��"REGSELECT"�This record. *��"REGNEXT"�Next record. *��"REGPREV"�Previous record. *��"DATE"�Date *��"TIME"�Local Hour. *��"|FIELD|"�The Dbf field named FIELD.��

*	 Use this as a substitution parameters. It would not be shown on the resultfile, just modified by the value of the DBF row. 



Debug error codes:



If a configuration error is found, would be shown a Debug message with an error code:



1�DATABASE file not found��2�RESULTFILE file not found��3�Can't open RESULTFILE or it's size is 0��4�Can't find tags in RESULTFILE��



An example:



Tag added to the query page:



This example would show a web page with the information contained in a  database named Midbffile.dbf, would show in the resultfile named Miresultfile.htm, with the filter/query option (because it's not specified), and the restriction DBFIELD=3.

It's easy to use with a form. Use the same form names as your DBF fields, and put the DATABASE, RESULTFILE and DBOPTION as hidden fields.
