YAIT (Yet Another Icon Tool) does operations on icons. wow.
YAIT replaces iconimages, -tooltypes, -stacks and so on.
YAIT does this to a user-defined group of icons.

You should really read the USAGE.

YAIT uses MUI

1.10 usage

Ok guyz. This might get a bit complicate for the first time.

YAIT consists of two main pages.

1. the replace-page, in which you can discribe what the icons should look like that have to be replaced
and how the ones should look like to replace with.

- directory to search icons for:

Well. That one should speak for itself.

- pattern to match filenames:

This too :-). If checked the file(pattern) is used. If not, #?.info will be the pattern to match iconfiles.
- default icon to replace with:

The icon-image in this iconfile will be used to replace the ones in the found icons.

All data which is found in the icons gadget-structure will be replaced (depth, select-type ...).

If not checked, the systems default icon for the specified icontype will be used.
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- icon to match found icons with:

If given (and checked) the images (!) in this iconfile will be used to match the found icons.
- icontype to replace:

This cycle-gadget contains the icontypes. YAIT can only handle one icontype each time,
so you have to specify the correct icontype.

- mode:

- replace:

If checked image-replacements are done, else the matching-data will be used only for handling the tooltypes.
- deep:

If checked, all actions will be done recursivly to all subdirectories of the search directory.
You may drop icons onto the string gadgets (except the match-filename). In case you drop an icon onto the match- or
default icon, the type of the dropped icon will set in the icontype-cyclegadget.

2. Tooltypes page

On this page you can manipulate the default tool, stack and tooltypes of an icon.

- default tool:

if checked the contents of this string-gad will replace the one in the icons.

- stack:

if checked the contents of this integer-gad will replace... erm... you know...

- tooltypes:

- usage:

this cycle-gad will set the mode tooltypes will be handled.

At this moment only this modes are implemented:

- do not touch:

nothing will happen.

- replace with listed:

the listed tooltypes will replace ALL in the icons.

- add listed

adds listed tooltypes to the icons.

- disable all:

disables all tooltypes in icons, which are not already disabled.

- enable all:

enables all tooltypes in icons, which are not already enabled.

- kill all:

all tooltypes in the icons will be killed !

You may drag an icon onto the listview. The tooltypes of this icon will replace or added to the tooltypes in the listview.

At that moment no ToolTypes (for YAIT! ;) or cli-arguments are supported.
