NORMAL SIZE: 8" TO 12"
OTHER LOOKALIKES: TALL MALLOW
NORMAL ELEVATION: UP TO 8500'
HABITATION: SLIGHTLY MOIST DEPRESSIONS
ABUNDANCE: VERY COMMON

NOTABLE DETAILS: HERBACEOUS MULTI-STEMMED WITH LARGE ROUNDISH LEAVES WITH LOBED EDGES 
AND SMALL WHITE FLOWERS. THEIR SEED PODS ARE SHAPED LIKE BLOCKS OF CHEESE.
