She has been a 
popular guest on numerous U.S. television shows hosted by Jay Leno, 
Johnny Carson, Joan Rivers, Rosie O’Donnell, and Roseanne and recently 
appeared on “60 Minutes II.”    She has also hosted two innovative talk 
shows of her own, including “The Dame Edna Experience,” where guests
have included Jane Fonda, Liza Minnelli, Sean Connery and Mel Gibson.

Most recently, Dame Edna: The Royal Tour received a Special Tony 
Award for a Live Theatrical Event, as well as a Drama Desk Award and 
an Outer Critics Circle Special Achievement Award.
