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Program Manager Icons (Pmicons):

Program Manager Icons lets you assign icons to all the group windows in the Windows 3.1
Program Manager. This helps to distinguish between the different groups and is much more fun
than using the normal, boring icons.

To install Pmlcons copy the file PMICONS.EXE to your harddisk. Once running Pmicons will
create a file PMICONS.DAT to store information in this file.

To start Pmlcons simply call the program (to automate this consider running PMICONS.EXE from
your autostart group). If you start it with any parameter the program will not display the Abouit...
box.

Pmicons changes the looks of the normal group window icon:
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This indicates that Pmlcons is running. To assign an icon of your choice to a group window select
the Group Icon menu entry from Program Manager's File menu. A dialog box will pop up that's
similar to the Change Icon dialog box that you can call from Program Manager's Program ltem
Properties dialog box. Here you can select the file that you want to load the icon from and the
icon that you want to assign to the group window.

That's all it takes to assign an icon of your choice to a Program Manager group window. If you exit
Windows and start it up again Pmlcons will remember what icons you'd assigned to the group
windows.

Pmicons adds a menu entry Save Settings Now to Program Manager's Options menu. This menu
entry allows the user to immediatly save the current Program Manager settings like the window
layout and the window order.

One hint: You can use an undocumented feature both in the Windows 3.1 Program Manager and
in the Windows 3.1 File Manager to save the current settings without having to exit the program:
Hold one of the [Shift]-keys down and double click in the upper left corner of the program's
window (as if you were to close the program) or select Exit from the file or Close from the system
menu (remember to keep the shift-key pressed during the whole procedure). This will force the
program to immediatly save its current settings.

If you want to exit Windows you will see a new Exit dialog. It gives you the choice apart from
leaving Windows to restart Windows or to reboot your PC:
