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Accelerator Keys
Most games respond to the following accelerators:

F1 for HELP.

CTRL - C or F9 to pull up the Control Dialog Box (Main Options).
CTRL - S to pull up the Status Dialog Box.

CTRL - X or F3 to get out of the game.

CTRL - H for the High Scores

CTRL - P to pause

CTRL - B for Boss Button.



Joysticks

Most of our games have the ability to use a joystick, however your system needs to have a joystick
driver installed. Most cheapo joystick manufacturers are too cheap to write a joystick driver. The
Warped for Windows package includes a generic joystick driver on the Installation disk. You'll need to
install it from the Drivers Applet of the Windows control panel.

You can also obtain a Joystick driver from the Microsoft Windows Supplementary Driver Library,
available from Microsoft for a nominal fee, or by downloading it from the Microsoft Download Service.
These will be more current than those you obtain from us. They also provide something we can't - a
calibration utility.

First start the control panel.
Next, double click the Drivers applet. A list of currently installed drivers is displayed.
Click the Add... button. Another list is displayed.

Scroll through the list until you find 'Unlisted or Updated Driver' and select this item. A
dialog asking for the path to the new driver is displayed.

Type 'A:\, place the first Installation Disk in drive A, and press OK. A list should be
displayed that contains one item, the Generic Joystick Driver.

Select Generic Joystick Driver and press OK. The setup program will copy the necessary
files to the right place.

When its done copying it will tell you that you should restart Windows for the driver to
take effect. Do So.

Note that Windows may ask you to configure the Joystick. A dialog showing two options
will be displayed. One option is for a single 3 - d Joystick (do not select this one), and the
other is for two 2-d Joysticks (select this one even if you only have one joystick attached
to your system).

If Windows does not ask you to configure the joystick immediately, when it reboots, you
can use the control panel again to configure it. See next step.

Select the drivers Applet again. This time you should see the joystick driver.
Select the joystick and press the Setup... button.

Choose two 2-d joysticks (even if you only have one joystick attached to your system).

Memory Issues

The amount of free memory needed by many of these games varies widely depending upon your
video hardware. If you run straight 16 color VGA you'll need much less memory than if you run
1024x768 in 256 colors. If you encounter trouble we suggest that you try the following before you
jump off a bridge (and if these don't work, please don't jump off a bridge - our world needs you, since
you're one of the few sane one's left).

1.

More often than not, it isn't physical memory size or RAM which is in short supply; it's
system resources. This is because Windows stores information for each program's
resources in two tiny 64k segments called GDI and USER. Every program consumes
some system resources and they come from these two really tiny segments. When it runs
low Windows won't let more programs load - a kind of self preservation feature. If this is
the problem, exiting other programs will usually cure the problem. If it does not, your
problem may indeed be that you have insufficient RAM, read on.

Get rid of your background / desktop bitmap. This can suck up a large amount of memory
if you are running in high resolution video modes; about 700 - 800k for a full screen
bitmap in 1024x768 at 256 colors.

If you have a 386 then allocate Virtual Memory (also known as a swapdisk). Windows can
use part of your hard disk as memory. It swaps parts of programs and data that aren't
being used very much to a special location on your disk. When it needs this information
again, it can retrieve it very quickly. Also, Windows manages memory differently when a
swapdisk is present. Without a swapdisk, Windows compresses memory (discards all
discardable segments) whenever you load a program -- even if you have plenty of
memory available. With a swapdisk, however, Windows launches the program and relies
on the memory manager to create the required space for it, presumably by swapping
things to disk.

In most cases you should allocate the amount of memory that Windows suggests.
However, very large swapdisks (greater than about 8 MB) should be avoided. They take
up hard disk space and provide little additional benefit. If you have 16 or more MB of
memory, allocate as little swapdisk space as possible. You'll get the benefits of the
swapdisk memory management techniques without taking up significant disk space and
the large amount of memory will ensure that very little swapping actually takes place.

Note, you should have at least 4 MB of physical memory in 386 enhanced mode anyway.
If you are running SVGA or higher, you definitely should have more. 8 Megabytes is about
right.

See your Windows manual for more information.

Turn off the Sound Effects. Our programs used digital sound effects as well as MIDI
background music. Digital sounds are much more memory intensive and occupy many
kilobytes in memory. To avoid delays in playing those files, they must be kept in memory
(which means less available for programs). Turn them off and they don't get loaded.

Switch to a lower Video Mode. As mentioned above, SVGA mode can take up to 800 KB
for a single picture. When running one of our games, there may be up to two of these big
pictures in memory at one time, meaning that 1.6 MB of free ram are required as a
minimum just to get the programs up and running. A lower video mode means less space
required (and you'll probably notice an increase in speed as well). All of our games
attempt to handle the differences between video modes with grace.

6. If all else fails, you might be facing one of those really important times in your life
where two roads diverge in a yellow wood and you being one traveler and all
you're sorry you cannot travel both. It's either buy more memory, or perhaps a
new machine, or give up the thing altogether. Let's face it, if you've got maybe 2



MB in your machine and you're trying to run this high powered stuff, you're going
to have headaches. Spend your money on RAM and stop spending it on aspirin.



Other Notes

The MIDI file background music was authored to the General MIDI standard on a Media Vision Pro
Audio Spectrum 16 using a Casio MT-740. The patch setup for the songs uses channels 16 and 10 as
percussion channels, and channels 13, 14, and 15 as main music channels. Channels 1, through 10
are used to accent music. If you don't hear drums, then you need to edit your MIDI patch maps and /
or key maps. If you hear piano or something which imitates the rhythms made by the drums you need
to edit your patch maps. This often occurs on the ProAudio Spectrum and can be remedied by
mapping channel 10 to 16 with the MIDI mapper (on the Control Panel). See your Windows manual
for information about editing patch maps. You may wish to consult the Windows Resource Kit on this
one as well. It is available from that big software company in Redmond.

The joystick driver was not written by us, please don't blame its shortcomings on us.

OK, Cancel, and Help Buttons

You'll find these buttons on almost every dialog box throughout our games. The OK button is used to
accept any changes made on the dialog. Cancel is used to abort any changes that you may have
made. Help launches the Windows help utility (this program) and loads this file (the one you're now
reading).



Starting Level

The scroll bar in this area lets you change the level of the game. Some of our games allow you to
start at higher levels (they are scaled differently). In general, the higher the number the more difficult
the game.

Some games don't have a starting level (The Execution and Johnny Fingers) since they really don't
have a level structure.



Sound

Our games use two types of sound: Waveform audio and MIDI audio. These two types of audio
require a sound board for the best sound. It is possible to use a waveform driver for your PC speaker,
but the sound quality is poor and it will still not allow you to hear MIDI music. Our games check to see
whether you have correctly installed and configured your Waveform and MIDI drivers. If not these
options will not be enabled.




a third type of sound, affectionately termed "Smacking your fist against the nearest convenient rigid
object," was considered, however it lacked a certain tonal quality and rhythmic certainty to be an
effective multimedia tool. You'll just have to make do without it, or alternatively, you can author the
third sound yourself. We suspect that most folks will at least try this special effect.



Advanced Options

This space is reserved for options that are specific to a game. You'll find buttons in this area which will

launch such things as the Game Options dialog box, the Controls dialog box, etc. Click on the specific
button for more information.



Settings

We designed our games to be flexible. There are so many options that, in fact, it might become
cumbersome to fiddle with all of them. So we provided buttons which save all of your current settings
to a file (called WARPED.INI). Use the Save button to save the current settings, use the Load button
to load the settings from the INI file, and press the Defaults button to set the game up the way it came
from the factory.



Load (options)

Once you get the game adjusted the way you like it, you can save it (with the Save button). Then
once you've done that, you can load your settings all at once by pressing the Load button.

Note: All of your settings are saved in a file called WARPED.INI in your WARPED directory.
These settings are loaded automatically at the beginning of the game. You won't need to
use load every time the game starts. But if you make some temporary changes and wish
to go back to your standard setup you need not exit the game, simply click the Load
button. Load is not available in Shareware versions of the games.




Save (options)
Once you get the game adjusted the way you like it, you can save it by pressing this button. This

button writes all of your settings to a file called WARPED.INI. The next time you start the game your
options will be loaded automatically. You can also load the settings in your INI file at any time using

the Load button.

Note: Your options are NOT automatically saved when you exit the games. They were
programmed this way intentionally. If you want to save options you need to use the Save
button. Save is not available in Shareware versions of the games.




Default (options)

This button will restore the default options (the options that the game sets the very first time you run
it). This allows you to play with your setting, without ever getting too far away from the established
'normal’ options.



Restart

Click this button to start over during the middle of a game. You'll notice that certain options are not
available during the middle of a game (for example you cannot change number of players while you
are engaged in a game). The Restart button allows you to quit the current game, begin again, and
enable all options.

Note: When you first start a game, you'll find that the Restart button is disabled. You can't really
re-start until you've started once. Subsequent visits to the Main Options dialog box cause
this button to become available.




Exit

This is one of the three methods you can use to quit the game. The other two are Close on the
System Menu, and the Ctrl-q accelerator.



Status Dialog Check Box

Check this box if you want the status dialog box to be shown between rounds and between player's
turns.

You'll always see this dialog box at the end of the game, regardless of the status of the

Status Dialog check box.




Display Score Check Box

Check this box if you want to be able to see your score on screen while you're playing your game.
This can be distracting at times, but is mostly a matter of preference.

Note: The Status dialog box shows your score in addition to other information about your
current game.




Display Lives Check Box

Check this box if you want to be able to see the number of lives you have remaining while you play
your game.

Note: The Status dialog box shows the number of lives you have remaining in addition to other
information about your current game.




Pause Check Box

Check this box if you want your game to pause when you exit from the Main Options dialog box.
Press a mouse button or any key to resume the games.

Note: All games pause automatically when you switch from them to another Windows
application, and resume when you switch back.




Smart Comments

We place important and significant comments in this area about the controls on each of the dialogs.
As you manipulate the controls, watch this area for a comment.



Hi Score Dialog Box

Most Warped for Windows games have a high score system. The high score dialog box (pictured
below) shows you the top ten scores and the names or cool quotes that correspond to those scores. If
you break a high score, one of the names will be blank and you'll be able to edit it. Type in your name
of favorite saying. Remember that your spouse may play this game some time in the future so don't
write anything obscene.

3 Dimensional Dialog boxes

Warped for Windows can use the 3D control library that has been written for Windows version 3.1 and
above. The use of 3D dialogs is automatic, the first time you run one of the games, they check to see
whether an INI file entry exists. If the INI file doesn't exist, it creates one and turns on the 3D dialogs.
If you don't want 3D dialogs, you can disable them manually.

To manually disable 3D dialogs:
Load the WARPED.INI file in your WARPED directory into a text editor.
Look for the following two lines in the file

[WARPED]

3DDIALOGS=1

To disable the 3D dialogs, change the 1 in the second line to a 0. To enable them again, change value
back to 1. If the two lines are not located in the INI file, they can be added to the end of the file to
enable the 3D dialog boxes.

Note: The 3D dialogs only work with Walnuts, SpaceRocks, Venusian Onslaught, and RIPCord.

Note: You must have the dynamic link library called CTL3D.DLL installed on your system for
this to work. If you do not, and you attempt to enable 3D dialogs, you may get errors.
Change the setting back to 0 to disable them and everything should be fine.




Advanced Information about Joysticks

You may not be able to use both joysticks, even if you have both installed. We have had limited
success with multiple joysticks. If your Joystick manufacturer or I1/O card manufacturer has published
a joystick driver and you can't seem to get both joysticks to work with the included driver, we suggest
installing their joystick driver and trying again.

You may also wish to contact your game port card's manufacturer for suggestions. If you have two
different cards which each support a game port, they could both be using the same interrupt request
and/or I/O address. Your manufacturer would be able to tell you whether these settings could be
changed, and if so, how to do it.

If the version included in this archive is dated later than the version you presently
have installed on your system, then you may want to consider enabling the features with your codes.
If this version is the same, then you shouldn't bother.

The version of the game contained in this archive does not contain an automatic setup program as
you may be familiar with from your Warped for Windows package. This was done to minimize the size
of the archive since it is most often transmitted electronically. We have some instructions below on
how to update an existing installation of Warped for Windows.

1. First unzip the archive into a temporary directory. Note the names of the files in this directory.

2. Switch to your WARPED directory (who's name may be different depending upon your
preferences at installation) and compare the date on the files in this directory to those in the
temporary directory.

3. If the files in the temporary directory are dated later than those in the WARPED directory, delete
those in the WARPED directory and replace them with those in the temp directory. You should be
keeping the most recent version of any file.

Note: Don't copy over the WARPED.HLP file under any circumstances. Keep the one from the
original installation diskettes.

Catch all of the nuts that the squirrel throws at you. If you miss a nut then you lose a basket. The
squirrel can throw rocks, depending upon the options you've selected on the control panel, do not
catch the rocks - they break your basket.

Walnuts was a product of Brian's imagination. The original concept came to him after Eric described a
battle he was having at his house with the subject rodents. Eric has Shagbark Hickory trees which
produce a lot of nuts that are pretty tasty. The problem was that the squirrels around Eric's house
thought they were awfully tasty too. Eric was willing to share the nuts with the squirrels, but the
squirrels weren't willing to share with Eric. Since the squirrels are much better climbers than Eric, they
got the upper hand. They'd sit up in the tree, pick the nuts, open them up and eat them. Then they'd
drop the bark part on the ground, then when Eric cut the grass, his lawnmower turned into a missile
launcher. The result of all this is the game you see here. And Eric still doesn't know how to get those
stinking rodents to stop eating his nuts.

And yes, the name of the game is Walnuts for Windows; so what? Somehow, Shagbark Hickory Nuts
for Windows doesn't seem like it would sell very well. And Eric does have Walnut trees too. The
squirrels don't like them that much since they're really hard to get into, which is the same reason Eric
doesn't like them that much either.



Walnuts: Game Play

The squirrel moves back and forth and drops nuts from his place in the tree. You control the basket
and move it underneath of the nuts in an effort to catch them. If you miss a nut, you'll see it crack
open and you won't be able to catch any more. The remaining nuts on the screen also fall to the
ground, then you lose a basket. When you do lose a basket, you drop back one level and the squirrel
throws only half as many objects.

As you progress to higher levels, the Squirrel will throw more nuts and will throw them faster. It
becomes increasingly difficult to catch them all.

The squirrel also gets crafty in later rounds and will begin to throw rocks (which will break your
basket).

If you progress through all ten levels of play, you'll begin again at level 5 with a smaller basket.

Be on the lookout for other items, too. Sometimes the squirrel throws a cherry, or even an extra
basket. You don't have to catch them, but you probably want to.



Walnuts: Strategy

The squirrel moves back and forth across the screen in a seemingly random pattern. Watch his
movement and from it you'll be able to anticipate where the nuts will fall and move your basket to the
proper position in response.

Give yourself a break between rounds. Turn on the Status Dialog on the Main Options dialog box.

Use the mouse (preferably) or a trackball as your control device. The smooth movement of these two
devices makes it easier to control the basket.

Turn on Sound Effects from the Main Settings dialog box. This allow you to hear when you've caught
the nut so that you don't have to focus on the one you're catching. We do not recommend this if you
don't have a sound card, however.

There's a small amount of grace at the edges of your basket. Nuts which don't look like they would
really fall into the basket will. Again sound helps you tell when. Be careful because rocks are subject
to the same principal.

If you need to, use the Game Options dialog box to turn off rocks or decrease their frequency.

Walnuts: Game Type

Allows you to select whether one or two players participate. In Walnuts, players must take turns. So if
you're all alone select one player. If there's someone next to you then select two players. And if you
also happen to be in bed playing this on a laptop, quit now and turn off your computer. What are you

doing playing a game ?



Walnuts: Game Options... Button
Use this button to show the Game Options dialog box.



Walnuts: Controls... Button

Use this button to show the Control Options dialog box. Controls include Keyboard controls, Mouse
controls, and Joystick controls.



Walnuts: Squirrel Speed

Use these buttons to control the speed of the squirrel as he traverses the tree tops.



Walnuts: Falling Nut Speed

Use these buttons to control whether the speed of the Walnuts dropped by the squirrel remains
constant (easier) or varies (harder). If you select varying, the squirrel throws each nut with a random

amount of force. Select constant and he simply drops them all.



Walnuts: Drop Rocks
Check this box if you wish to have the squirrel drop rocks in addition to walnuts. Rocks break your
basket if you accidentally catch them.

Of course rocks don't really grow on trees. We realize that this is a common misconception and we
don't wish to further promote this concept. Suffice it to say that this is a precocious squirrel who
prepared adequately for his role by stocking up on rocks the night before.



Walnuts: Rock Frequency Scroll Bar

You can adjust the frequency of rocks that the squirrel throws. Move the slider towards More and the
squirrel throws many rocks (more difficult). Move it towards Less and the squirrel will take it easy on

you.



Walnuts: Basket Limits

Check this to limit the number of baskets you get per game. Uncheck this and you'll have an unlimited
number of baskets and your game will not end until you exit the program. If you are limiting your
number of baskets, you can change how many you lose before the game starts over (up to a
maximum of 99).

Now in real life, the local supply store doesn't stock an unlimited number of baskets. They know about
inventory management and probabilities and trending. So you may not want to mess up their system,
otherwise they'll be stuck next month with a LOT of extra baskets and no one to sell them to.

Walnuts: Mouse

Sets the control device to the mouse. Note that if two players are playing, both can be set to the
mouse. It just means that you'll need to take turns, and exchange the mouse.

Hint: If two players are using the same input device, turn on the Status Dialog option on the
Main Options dialog box. This will allow you time to switch players after someone loses a
basket.

Hint: If you don't want to see the mouse cursor (arrow pointer) press the Right Mouse Button.

Sometimes the cursor becomes distracting so we have provided you the ability to hide it.
To get it back, press the Right Mouse Button again.




Walnuts: Joystick

Sets the control device to a Joystick. Note that if two players are playing, both can be set to the same
Joystick. It just means that you'll need to take turns. Joysticks are special, there can actually be two of

them on your system (using the included Joystick driver). Player 1 always uses Joystick 1 and Player
2 always uses Joystick 2.

Note: If you have two joysticks and one doesn't seem to be working you may have to set up the
Joystick driver using the Drivers Applet on the Control Panel for two 2-D joystick (not one
3-D joystick). See the topic on Joysticks for more information.
