AmigaDOS.  
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The expanded manual covers topics new to the 
AmigaDOS Manual, such as the release 2.0 Shell 
commands, the Fast Filing System, the standard 
DOS packets, and the DOS binary file hunks.  
The book also contains function descriptions for 
the over 140 functions present in the release 2.0 
and release 1.3 versions of dos.library.

The book’s improvements are not limited only to 
expanded AmigaDOS coverage.  The new book 
has been reorganized to make locating 
information much quicker and easier.  Unlike the 
old manual, which was actually three separate 
books in a single volume, the new manual is one 
single book (with one index) split into three 
sections: User’s Manual section, The 
Developer’s Manual section, and the Technical 
Reference section.  

The manual is slated for release to  bookstores in 
July.

Australia to Host 
World of 

Commodore/Amiga

The first World of Commodore/Amiga in 
Australia is expected to attract many 
thousands of visitors to Darling Harbour in 
Sydney from July 12-14.  The theme of the 
exhibition, which is being produced by the 
Hunter group, will be ‘‘A Focus on 
Creativity’’.

In addition to the exhibits, Commodore plans 
to sponsor seminars for resellers, developers, 
and end users.  Also, a regional meeting for 
dealers from Australia, New Zealand, and 
Singapore will be held at the show.

Pat Byrne, Managing director, Commodore 
Australia, said that the show was planned 
because of an ‘‘overwhelming demand’’ from 
local end users.  He said that the CDTV player 
will have its first viewing in Australia at the 
exhibition.
